Washington - US President Barck Obama has issued
a message to American Muslims and Muslims
around the world congratulating them on the cele-
bration of "Eid Al-Fitr, thanking US Muslims for
their many “achievements and contributions... to
building the very fabric of our nation and strength-
ening the core of our democracy.”

As Muslims throughout the United States and
around the world celebrate “Eid Al-Fitr, Michelle
and | extend our warmest wishes to them and their
families,” Obama said in a statement released by the
White House Press Office.

“While "Eid marks the completion of Ramadan, it
also celebrates the common values that unite us in
our humanity and reinforces the obligations that
people of all faiths have to each other, especially
those impacted by poverty, conflict, and disease.”

The comments were made to mark the celebration
of "Eid Al-Fitr which marks the end of the holy fast-
ing month of Ramadan.

After special prayersto mark the day, festivities
and merriment start with visits to the homes of
friends and relatives.

And while traditionally everyone wears new
clothes for "Eid, children look forward to gifts and
traditional “ediya (cash).

During “Eid days, families and friends exchange
visits to express well wishes and children, wearing
new clothes bought especially for “Eid, enjoy going
out in parks and open fields.

Obama went on the praise the achievements of
Muslims in the American society.

“In the United States, "Eid also reminds us of the
many achievements and contributions of Muslim
Americans to building the very fabric of our nation
and strengthening the core of our democracy,” he
noted.

“That is why we stand with people of al faiths,
here at home and around the world, to protect and
advance their rights to prosper, and we welcome
their commitment to giving back to their communi-
ties”

The statement further reads that the administra-
tion “wishes Muslims in the United States and
around the world a blessed and joyous celebration.”

The letter ended with salutation of “Eid Muba-
rak,” which roughly means “blessed celebration.”

Obama sent a similar message at the beginning of
Washington -the holy month of Ramadan.
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Brooklyn Anti-Muslims Attacks Soar

NEW YORK — Twin racia
attacks at Brooklyn
mosque over the weekend
have drawn theire of the
Muslim community and
city officials who con-
demned the soaring anti-
Muslims attacks in the last
two weeks.

"At this center, we have
been with good relation-
ships with everybody
around us—all the neigh-
bors around us, irrespective
of their religion, irrespec-
tive of their ethnic origin—
we are good with every-
body," Dr. Husam Rimawi,
President of the Islamic
Society of Bay Ridge, told
NY 1 News on Tuesday,
July 22.

The Islamic Center of
Bay Ridge in Brooklyn
was attacked twice over the
weekend when group of
cars hoisting the I sraeli
flags circled the mosgue on
Sunday, July 20, while
yelling anti-Islamic slurs
and bullying worshippers.

Earlier on Friday, July
18, eggs were thrown at
elderly worshipers from a
group riding a car near the
mosgue.

The two consecutive
incidents have prompted
holding a news conference
on Tuesday, July 22, at by
the New York chapter of
the Council on American-
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Islamic Relations (CAIR-
NY), aswell other Muslim
and civil rights organiza-
tions to address the racial
incidents.

"All people deserve to
attend religious services
without fear of discrimina-
tion or intimidation,” Dr.
Rimawi said inaCAIR
statement obtained by
Onlslam.net.

"We have coexisted in
peace with other communi-
tiesin Bay Ridge and we
want to keep it that way.
We will not tolerate hate in
this community."

Although there are no
official figures, the United
States is believed to be
home to between 6-8 mil-
lion Muslims.

According to areport by
the Council on American-
Islamic Relations (CAIR)
and the University of Cali-
fornia, Berkeley's Center
for Race and Gender said
that Islamophobiain the
USisontherise.

A USsurvey hasaso
revealed that the majority
of Americans know very
little about Muslims and
their faith.

A recent Gallup poll has
found 43 percent of Ameri-
cans Nationwide admitted
to feeling at least “alittle”
prejudice against Muslims.

Backlash

Leaders of the Muslim
community believe that the
latest anti-Muslim inci-
dents were a"backlash
from the unrest in the Mid-
dle East".

"International events
should never beused asa
pretext to target Americans
of any faith or background
with hatred and intimida-
tion," said CAIR-NY
Director of Operations
Sadyia Khalique.

Israel has been launch-
ing relentless airstrikes
against Gaza since July 8
where at |east 645 have
been killed and thousands
injured.

According to UN Office
for the Co-ordination of
Humanitarian Affairs
(OCHA), about 80% of
deaths in Gaza are civil-
ians, including dozens of
children and women.

Israel occupation forces
started a ground invasion
of besieged Gaza, home to
two millions civilian, on
Thursday, July 17.

A NYPD Hate Crime
investigation for both inci-
dents that have troubled the
local Muslim community is
being undertaken.

"We don't know what
people are capable of
doing, so people are still a

little afraid,” said Linda
Sarsour, of the Arab Ameri-
can Association of New
York.

The mosgue racial
attacks over the weekend
were not the first in New
York's Brooklyn.

NY PD detectives are
probing several anti-
Muslims attacks that tar-
geted several mosques,
leaving them defaced with
defamatory graffiti, along
with other forms of anti-
Muslims harassment.

"It'sreally unfortunate
that someone chose the last
10 days of Ramadan to
come and incite this type of
hate in our community,"”
Sarsour said.

"I'm from America and
I'm proud to be an Ameri-
can, but I'm also proud to
beaMuslim. So | do get
negative reactions from
people but | try to tolerate
that," said Edwin Rios, a
Muslim New Yorker.

Aiming to bridge the gap
between US faiths, Dania
Darwish, a college student,
has started the Facebook
page, "Jews and Arabs
refuse to be enemies.”

"I know a hashtag won't
be able to change things but
peace is aprocess, it doesn't
happen overnight," Dar-
wish said.
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FBI Trapped Muslimsinto Terror Attacks

WASHINGTON - A
leading international
human rights group has
accused FBI of trapping
US Muslims into terror-
ist attacks, by planning
and even funding numer-
ous sting operations after

the 9/11 attacks.
"Far from protecting
Americans, including

American Muslims, from
the threat of terrorism,
the policies documented
in this report have
diverted law enforce-
ment from pursuing real
threats," said the report
by Human Rights Watch
cited by Agence France
Presse (AFP) on Mon-
day, July 21.

The report, issued on
Monday by HRW, is the
result of cooperation
between the rights group
and Columbia University
Law School’'s Human

Rights Institute.

It is based on HRW
examination of 27 cases
from investigation
through trial, interview-
ing 215 people, includ-
ing those charged or con-
victed in terrorism cases,
their relatives, defense
lawyers, prosecutors and
judges.

"In some cases the
FBlI may have created
terrorists out of law-
abiding individuals by
suggesting the idea of
taking terrorist action or
encouraging the target to
act,” the report said.

In the cases reviewed,
half the convictions
resulted from a sting
operation, and in 30 per-
cent of those cases the
undercover agent played
an active role in the plot.

"Americans have been
told that their govern-
ment is keeping them
safe by preventing and
prosecuting terrorism
inside the US" sad
Andrea  Prasow, the
rights group's deputy
Washington director.

"But take a closer look
and you redize that
many of these people
would never have com-
mitted a crime if not for
law enforcement encour-
aging, pressuring and
sometimes paying them
to commit terrorist acts.”"

US Attorney General
Eric Holder has strongly
defended the FBI under-
cover operations as
"essential in fighting ter-
rorism."

"These operations are
conducted with extraor-
dinary care and preci-

sion, ensuring that law
enforcement officials are
accountable for the steps
they take -— and that sus-

pects are neither
entrapped nor denied
legal protections,”

Holder said July 8 during
a visit to Norway.

Mental Problems

The rights group charged
that the FBI often targets
vulnerable people, with
mental problems or low
intelligence.

It pointed to the case
of Rezwan Ferdaus, who
was sentenced to 17
years in prison at age 27
for wanting to attack the
Pentagon and Congress
with mini-drones loaded
with explosives.

An FBI agent told Fer-
daus father that his son
"obviously" had mental

health

problems, the
report said. But that
didn't stop an undercover
agent from conceiving
the plot in its entirety, it
said.

"The US government
should stop treating
American Muslims as
terrorists-in-waiting," the
report concluded.

The HRW report also
cites the case of four
Muslim converts from
Newburgh, New York
who were accused of
planning to blow up syn-
agogues and attack a US
military base.

A judge in that case
"said the government
‘came up with the crime,
provided the means, and
removed all relevant
obstacles, and had, in
the process, made a ter-

rorist out of a man
‘whose buffoonery is pos-
itively Shakespearean in
scope,” the report said.

Mike German, afor-
mer FBI agent now with
the Brennan Center, said
FBI counterterrorism
excesses were a source of
concern -- "concerns that
they both violate privacy
and civil liberties, and
aren't effective in
addressing real threats."

Yet, experts warned
that law enforcement
forces cannot ignore
these reports about FBI's
involvement in trapping
Muslims.

"The question is how
to sort out which cases
merit investigation and
which do not,” JM Ber-
ger, a national security
expert, said.

WASHINGTON - US
Attorney General Eric
Holder said on Sunday
13/07/2014 that intelli-
gence suggesting Isla-
mist bombmakers from
Yemen have teamed up
in Syriais "more fright-
ening than anything" he

had seen before.
In an interview with
ABC News, Holder

called the aleged coop-
eration between expert
bomb-makers in Yemen
and jihadists fighting in
Syrids civil war a
"deadly combination.”
ABC News, citing
unidentified sources,
said USintelligence sus-
pects Yemeni bombmak-

ers in  Syria have
designed an explosive
device small enough to
fit in a laptop computer.

"I think we are a a
dangerous time," Holder
said, referring to the
link-up of experts with
technical know-how and
"people who have this
kind of fervor to give
their lives."

"It's something that
gives usreally extreme,
extreme concern,” he
added in the interview
broadcast on Sunday.
"In some ways, it's more

frightening than any-
thing | think I've seen as
attorney general."

Holder's comments

come in the wake of
increased security for
flights heading to the
United States.

Earlier this month, US
authorities  announced
new security measures
for air passengers from
Europe and the Middle
East. One such measure
was that smartphones
and electronic devices
must be able to be
switched on  before
travel.

The tighter security was
introduced due to fears
that militants linked to
Al-Qaeda are develop-
ing new explosives that
could be slipped onto
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planes undetected.

ABC cited a source at
the US Department of
Homeland Security as as
saying the unspecified
threat was "different and
more disturbing than
past aviation plots."

In November 2010,
the Yemen-based Al-
Qaeda in the Arabian
Peninsula (AQAP),
claimed responsibility
for a plot to send parcel
bombs to the United
States.

The group aso
claimed it put a bomb
aboard a UPS cargo
plane that crashed two
months earlier in the
Gulf emirate of Dubai,
killing the craft's two
pilots.

The man thought to
be behind that plot, mas-
ter Al-Qaeda bomb-
maker Ibrahim al-Asiri,
is currently believed to
be hiding out in Yemen's
restive southern prov-
inces.

Al-Asiri, a 32-year-
old Saudi citizen, spe-
cializes in  building
hard-to-detect non-
metallic explosives,
often using Pentaeryth-
ritol  tetranitrate, or
PETN, and chemica
detonators.

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UN shelter for refugees bombed amid
war ning of ‘dire’ conditionsin Gaza

A United Nations school
converted to house fami-
lies displaced by weeks of
shelling in Gaza was hit
by an apparent Israeli air-
strike Thursday 24-2014,
killing at least 15 people.

Robert Turner, director
of operationsin Gazafor
the U.N. Relief and Works
Agency (UNRWA), con-
firmed the bombing, say-
ing that no warning was
given by Israel before the
missile hit.

"There are certainly
multiple dead and
injured," hetold Al
Jazeera. The Gaza hedlth
ministry later said that 15
were confirmed dead, and
200 injured.

UNRWA spokesmen
Chris Gunness told Al
Jazeera, "We gave the
Israelis the precise GPS
co-ordinates of the Beit
Hanoun shelter. We were
trying to co-ordinate a
window [for evacuation]
and that was never
granted.”

He said he could neither
confirm nor deny that
Hamas fighters were near
the building, but said
Israel and Hamas" must
respect the inviolability of
U.N. premises, and
humanitarian law." He
called the attack "tragic
and appalling.”

In astatement U.N. Sec-
retary-General Ban Ki-
moon condemned the
attack that also killed
some U.N. staff. He said
U.N. staff are attempting
to arrange "a humanitarian
pause in the hostilities so
that civilians could be
evacuated."

The Palestinian Red
Crescent said Israeli shells
had hit the compound.

Thelsraeli military said
Hamas had launched rock-
etsthat fell in the area that
could have been responsi-
ble for the deaths.

"We can't confirm that
thisisaresult of errant
fire. In any case, we do
not target U.N. facilities,”
military spokesman Lt.

Col. Peter Lerner said.

Lerner said the military
had urged the U.N. and the
Red Cross to evacuate the
school for three days lead-
ing up to theincident.

The U.N. said it was
trying to do just that when
the school was hit.

The strike comes as the
U.N. continued to stress
the urgent need for an end
to the bombardment of
Gazaamid rising civilian
deaths and agrowing
humanitarian crisis.

Earlier Thursday, Vale-
rie Amos, the international
body’s undersecretary for
humanitarian affairs and
emergency relief coordina-
tor, said conditions for
civilians living under con-
stant shelling were “dire,”
with families running out
of food and water.

She said the need for a
cease-fire was “vital,” not-
ing that 44 percent of the
besieged enclave had
become a no-go zone for

civilians.

Underscoring her com-
ments, dozens of other
people also werekilled in
aday of heavy fighting
throughout Gaza, raising
the overall Palestinian
death toll in the conflict to
at least 788, Gaza health
official Ashraf a-Kidra
said. Israel haslost 32 sol-
diers, all since duly 17,
when it widened its air
campaign into afull-scale
ground operation. Two
Isragli civilians and a Thai
worker in Israel have also
been killed by Palestinian
rocket or mortar fire.

The grave humanitarian
situation on the ground
comes aday after Navi
Pillay, the U.N. high com-
missioner for human
rights, said during an
emergency debate on the
crisisthat therewas“a
strong possibility that
international law had been
violated” during the
weeks-long conflict, citing
the shelling of
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homes and hospitalsin
Gaza. She pointed to both
Israel’s military operation
and Hamas' indiscriminate
rocket fire.

Pillay’s comments were
echoed by the U.N.
Human Rights Council,
which voted to launch an
inquiry into the Israeli
offensive's alleged viola-
tions of international laws.
Thelsraeli prime minis-
ter's office said in a state-
ment on Wednesday that
the decision was a
“travesty,” adding that
Israel had “gone to unprec-
edented lengths to keep
Palestinian civilians out of
harm’s way.”

Separately on Thursday,
atemporary U.S. ban on
commercial flightsto and
from Israel’s international
airport was lifted, giving
Israel apartial economic
and psychological boost
after aHamas rocket land-
ing near Ben Gurion Air-
port had caused the Fed-
eral Aviation Administra-

tion to cancel flights.

The airstrike on aU.N.
building in Gaza was not
the first this week. Gun-
ness, the UNRWA spokes-
man, said it was the third
time this week one of its
buildings had taken a
direct hit from Israeli
shelling.

Israel has said U.N.
schools have been used as
safe havens for armed Pal-
estinians. And U.N. offi-
cias have criticized Pales-
tinian groups various times
for using U.N. schools to
hide fighters and weapons.

Earlier thisweek the
UNRWA confirmed that an
inspection of one of its
premises, avacant school,
found hidden rockets pre-
sumed to be from Hamas.
They were immediately
removed. It was the sec-
ond time UNRWA discov-
ered rockets in one of its
empty schools during the
course of the current fight-
ing.

Turner said the building
hit Thursday was a school
that served as a shelter,
and that as far asthe
UNRWA was aware there
were no projectiles or arms
on the site.

A flurry of diplomatic
activity to aim for atruce
in the fighting continued
on Thursday.

U.S. Secretary of State
John Kerry wasin Cairo
for the second timein 48
hours to broker a cease-
fire between Israel and
Hamas.

Kerry was hoping to
encourage Hamas to
accept an Egyptian-
proposed cease-fire deal.
He spoke by phone with
the foreign ministers of
Qatar and Turkey, hoping
that both countries would
use their influence to
encourage Hamas to
accept a cease-fire plan.

Khaled Meshaal, the
Hamas political chief, who
isbased in Qatar, reiter-
ated Wednesday that the
group would reject any
truce without the lifting of
Israel's eight-year block-
ade on Gaza.

"We will not accept any
initiative that does not lift
the blockade on our people
and that does not respect
their sacrifices," he said.

The blockade has seen
Israel and Egypt severely
restrict movement in and
out of Gaza since 2007.

Egypt has aso been
negotiating with some
Hamas officials, but rela-
tions between the two
sides have been strained
since Egypt outlawed the
Muslim Brotherhood,
which hastiesto Hamas,
after last year's overthrow
of President Mohamed
Morsi.

"Any political goal
cannot be  achieved
through resorting to
using weapon and vio-
lence far away from the
national consensus which
represented by the NDC
outcomes, as well as
those actions are con-
demned at national,
regional and international

levels," the President
stated in his speech.

"We have affirmed pre-
viously that any individ-
ual, group, party or tribe
cannot impose any thing
on the country and who
thinks that he will win he
will find himself in the
face of the state and the
people,” he  added.

Regarding the keen-
ness of the state to gain
prestige on all the coun-
try's provinces, Hadi said
we affirmed the state's
keenness on security, sta-
bility and peace on all the
country's provinces.

"No way from impos-
ing the authority and sov-
ereignty of the state on all
over the country, for that
reason we paid a visit to
Amran a few days ago in
the framework of our
keenness to end conflict
there and realizing the
security, stability and
social peace al over the
province and withdraw-
ing al amed groups
from the province," Hadi
mentioned.

He added we can
regard the conflict in
Amran province as the
last wars and an entrance
to implement the NDC
outcomes which con-
firmed on disarming
heavy and medium weap-
ons and handing back to
the state from all parties.

Hadi called all Yemeni
people for a national rec-
onciliation and more
cohesion and unity based
on the following basis;

ple and they are the basis
for the national reconcili-
ation.
2-NDC outcomes, which
formed to establish a fed-
eral modern civil state
based on the good gov-
ernance, equal citizenship
and genuine partnership
are the basis for the
national reconciliation.

3- All political and socie-
tal powers should put
Charter of Honor that
includes renouncing war
and handing back al
heavy and medium weap-
ons to the state, and stop-
ping the campaigns of
mobilization and incite-
ment and hate, treason,
blasphemy speech, and
religious, ethnic and
regional  discrimination.
4- All political and socie-
tal forces should unify
their efforts to combat
terrorism and dry its
resources and its support-
ers because it is consider-
ing the great danger that
threatens the homeland.
5- The rea partnership
for all political powersin
managing the state on the
basis of the principles
that have been agreed
upon in the national dia-
logue and commit to
peaceful political action.
6-Contiued working with
al political and societal
powers which didn't par-
ticipate in the NDC in
particular in the south, for
more  cohesion  and
national participation in
handling the southern
issue.

7- Finding more effective
means to communicate
with vital forces of civil
society organizations,
women and youth, which
participated effectively in
the NDC and played an
important role in the
overall success.

8- Community and politi-
cal support to the process
of financial and economic
reform very and commit-
ting to our policy in eco-
nomic austerity efforts
which ams to reduce
public expenditure and
the rational use of energy.
9- The full national and
political support to com-
plete the restructure of
security and  armed
forces.

10- Mohbilizing energies
and possibilities to raise
awareness of NDC out-
comes and to be ready to
make the referendum on
the constitution a success.
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He concluded his
speech by thanking all
sponsors of the Gulf ini-
tiative and its executive
mechanism as well as the
king of Saudi Arabia and
all brotherly and friendly
countries which stood by
Yemen in this difficult
circumstances.

Ramallah, July 11,
2014—A  further  three
children were confirmed
dead today, bringing the
total number of Gaza
children killed this week to
21. The children died in a
week that has seen the
Israeli  air force drop
hundreds of missiles into
crowded residential areas,
killing and injuring large
numbers of  Palestinian
civilians.

On Wednesday, July 9,
DCI-Palestine confirmed the
deaths of seven children asa
result of Israeli airstrikes.
Today, Mariam Atiya
Mohammad al-Arja, 9, was
also confirmed to have died
on July 9 when her family’s
home in the southern Gaza
town of Rafah was targeted.
Mariam sustained a head
injury when the home
collapsed on her and her
family.

DCl-Palestine confirmed
a further four deaths on
Thursday, July 10. Abdul
Rahman Bassam  Abdul
Rahman Khatab, 5, was
confirmed as the fifth child
killed on Thursday, struck in
his lower torso by shrapnel
that led to his immediate
death. He had been at his
uncle’'s house in Deir a-
Balah, in central Gaza.

Today, Nour Marwan
Abdullah al-Najdi, 10, from
Rafah, became the 21st child
confirmed dead this week by
DCl-Palestine.  She was
asleep when a rocket
targeted a nearby house,
causing the roof of her
family’s home to collapse.

She, too, died instantly.

Israel continues to drop
missiles on Gaza, despite the
large number of casualties
sustained by children.

Ramallah, July 10,
2014—Child fatalities in
Gaza continued to rise on
Thursday with four more
children killed in ongoing
Israeli airstrikes. The Israeli
assault has seen hundreds of
missiles pummel the Gaza
Strip, leading to  high
numbers of injuries and
fatalities among civilians.
Eighteen children are now
confirmed dead.

Aseel Ibrahim Fayek al-
Masri, 16, whose 14-year-
old brother died in an attack
on the family home in Beit
Hanoun on Wednesday, died
after sustaining injuries in
the sameincident.

Suleiman Salim Mousa al-
Astal, 17, and Mousa
Mohammad Taher a-Astal,
14, were killed after being
hit by a missile as they sat
watching the World Cup
with friends on the beach
overnight on Thursday. The
two boys were among eight
reported fatalities after an
Israeli aircraft bombed the
crowd of people watching
the football game.

Abdullah Ramadan Jamil
Abu Ghazal, 4, was with his
mother in their home when
he was hit by shrapnel
fragments from an Israeli
missile that exploded nearby.

Abdullah  died instantly
when he sustained head
injuries.

Ramallah, July 10,
2014—A  further  seven
children, including four
toddlers, died on Wednesday
in Israeli air strikes on Gaza.
Fourteen children have now
been killed since Israel
launched a major military
offensive on the Gaza Strip
on Tuesday. The children
were all aged between 1 and
15 yearsold.

Israeli airstrikes hit
hundreds of targets across
the Gaza Strip throughout
Wednesday. In the northern
Gaza town of Beit Hanoun,
Mohammad Ibrahim Fayeq
al-Masri, 14, died when his
family home was targeted by
the Israeli air force.

In Gaza City, two
brothers, Mohammad lyad
Salem Areef, 9, and Amir,
11, were killed while playing
in front of their home when

a bomb hit Al-Shujaiyah
neighborhood where they
lived. Both died instantly of
their wounds. In the Zeitoun
neighborhood, a bomb killed
Mohammad Fakher Mustafa
Jamal Malaka, 3, and his
mother.

A further two brothers
from Maghazi refugee camp
in central Gaza died when
their home was hit by an
Israeli missile. Mohammad
Khalaf Odeh a-Nawasra
was just 1, and his brother
Nidal only 3.

A 1-year-old girl, Ranim
Jawdat Abdul-Karim Abdul-
Ghafoor, died when a
missile hit her home in a
crowded residential area in
Al-Qarara. She was killed
immediately after sustaining
ahead injury.

The Israeli military said in
a statement that it had
targeted hundreds of sites in
Gaza and killed three
Islamic Jihad militants. "We
aimed at 322 targets in Gaza

overnight, taking to 750 the
total number of Hamas
targets hit by the army since
the start of Operation
Protective Edge," Lt Col
Peter Lerner told reporters.

The Israeli air force has
stated that deaths of children
and civilians are not
intentional, but claims that
nothing can be done to
prevent them. Speaking of
one incident on Tuesday in
which five children from the
same family died, an officer
said that children could be
seen entering the house as it
was being bombed.

“There was nothing to be
done, the munition was in
the air and could not be
diverted,” a senior air force
officer said. “Although you
see [the family members]
running back into the house,

there was no way to divert
the missile.”

DCl-Palestineis
investigating the reported
deaths of at least three other
children in strikes on
Wednesday.

Seven children killed in
Israeli airstrikesover Gaza

Ramallah, July 9, 2014—
Israel  launched a major
military offensive on the
Gaza Strip Tuesday that
killed at least seven
Palestinian  children  and
wounded dozens more in air
and sea strikes.

Israeli forces killed six
children when a missile
struck the home of alleged
Hamas activist Odeh Ahmad
Mohammad Kaware in the
southern Gaza city of Khan
Younis. The five families
that reside in the building
evacuated immediately after
an Israeli aerial drone fired a
warning missile. A number

of  neighbors,
gathered on the roof in an
effort to prevent the
bombing. Shortly after 3

however,

p.m., an Israeli airstrike
leveled the building, and
killed seven people,
including five children, on
the spot and injured 28
others.

Hussein Yousef Hussein
Karawe, 13, Basem Salem
Hussein Karawe, 10,
Mohammad Ali Farg
Karawe, 12, Abdullah
Hamed Karawe, 6, and
Kasem Jaber Adwan
Karawe, 12, died
immediately, according to
evidence collected by
Defense for Children
International-Palestine. Sergj
Abed d-Aal, 8, succumbed
to his injuries later that
evening.

DCl-Palestine confirmed
one other Palestinian
teenager died in strikes

across Gaza. An Israeli
attack killed Ahmad Nael
Mahdi, 15, from Gaza City’s
Sheikh Radwan
neighborhood, and wounded
two of his friends, one of
which remains in critical
condition.

DCl-Palestine is
confirming reports of at least
three other children killed in
the strikes on Tuesday.

“The death and injury to
children caused by lsrael’s
military offensive on Gaza
demonstrates  serious and
extensive  disregard of
fundamental principles of
international law,” said Rifat
Kassis, executive director of
DCI-Palestine. “Israeli
forces must not carry out
indiscriminate airstrikes in
densely populated areas that
fail to distinguish between
military targets, civilians and

civilian objects.”

Since the beginning of
Israel’s  ongoing military
offensive on Gaza,
Operation Protective Edge,
Israeli forces have launched
at least 146 strikes on Gaza.
The strikes have killed at
least 25 Palestinians and
injured more than 100
others, according to news
reports.

International humanitarian
law prohibits indiscriminate
and disproportionate attacks
and requires that all parties
to an armed conflict
distinguish between military
targets, civilians and civilian
objects. Israel as the
occupying power in the
Occupied Palestinian
Territory, including the Gaza
Strip, is required to protect
the Palestinian  civilian

population from violence.
While Israel relies on the

principle of self defense to

justify military offensives on

Gaza, Israeli forces are
bound to customary
international law rules of
proportionality and
necessity.

Hamas' military wing
claimed responsibility for
firing around 120 rockets
from Gaza into southern and
central Israel, with some
reaching Tel Aviv and
Jerusalem, according to
Haaretz. Israel’'s  “Iron
Dome” anti-missile system
has reportedly intercepted at
least 23 rockets.

While minimal property
damage has been reported,
there have been no serious
casualties.

The Israeli military has
mobilized thousands of
reserve soldiers in
preparation for any further
escalation, according to
news reports.

Israel has imposed a
blockade on the Gaza Strip
since 2007 by strictly
controlling and limiting the
entry and exit of individuals;
maintaining harsh
restrictions  on  imports
including food, construction
materials, fuel and other
essential items; as well as
prohibiting exports. Israel
continues to maintain
complete control over the

Gaza Strip’s borders,
airspace  and territorial
waters.

The last major Isragli
military offensive on Gaza,
Operation Pillar of Defense,
occurred between November
14 and 21, 2012. During
those eight days more than
30 Palestinian children died
in Israeli military attacks.

Previously, Israeli forces
launched a  three-week
intensive aerial and naval
bombing campaign and
ground invasion in the Gaza
Strip, dubbed Operation Cast
Lead, on December 27,
2008. At least 353 children
were killed and a further 860
injured during the military
offensive.

Both Israeli military

offensives were
characterized by
disproportionate force

directed at government and
civilian infrastructure,
residential  neighborhoods,
and individual civilians. The
stated objective of each
operation was to end rocket
attacks into Israel by
Palestinian armed groups.
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Ramallah, July 17, 2014—
Eight children in Gaza were
killed on Wednesday,
including four boys directly
targeted by the Israeli navy
while playing on the beach
in Gaza City. Israel's
military offensive on the
Gaza Strip has killed at least
45 children according to
DCI-Palestine
documentation.

Zakariya Ahed Subhi
Baker, 10, Ahed Atef Ahed
Baker, 9, Ismail Mohammad
Subhi  Baker, 9, and
Mohammad Ramez Ezzat
Baker, 11, were cousins
from fishermen families,
and had been playing on
Gaza City’s harbor when
two missiles hit them just
after 4 pm. Accounts and
photos from the event have
been widely shared,
detailing an initial explosion
near a shack that killed one
of the boys, and a second
that targeted the other boys
as they ran toward the
beach. DCI-Pdlestine
sources confirmed that the
boys were dead on arrival at
Al-Shifa Hospital.

"|sraeli forces continue to
target and kill children and
civilians on a daily basis,
making Israeli military
statements claiming that

these deaths are tragic
mistakes simply
meaningless,” said Rifat

Kassis, executive director of
DCl-Palestine. "The death
toll among children now
stands at its highest point in
fiveyears."

In Khan Younisin
southern Gaza, 9-year-old
Ibrahim Ramadan Hasan
Abu Dagga was killed with
his grandmother and older
brother in a drone attack that
targeted a taxi they were
riding in. lbrahim was
returning from a visit to his
brother, in hospital as the
result of a previous Israeli
strike. Also in Khan Younis,
4-year-old Yasmeen
Mahmoud Hussein al-Astal
and her brother Osama, 8,
died after sustaining wounds
in an explosion caused by a
nearby drone strike.

In Beit Lahia, Hamzi
Raed Mohammad Thari, 6,
was killed as he prayed with
his father. Two missiles
targeted a nearby mosque,
the second injuring them as
they tried to flee. Hamzi
succumbed to his wounds
two hours later in hospital.

At least 45 children have
died as a result of Israel’s
nine-day bombardment of
the Gaza Strip. The death of
the four boys has prompted

widespread international
criticism at the extent of loss
to civilian life, and

particularly the death toll
among children. According
to information released by
the UN, 77 percent of
fatalities have been
civilians. The incident also
prompted a five-hour
"humanitarian ceasefire."

A statement released by
the Israeli authorities said:
“Based on preliminary
results, the target of this
strike was Hamas terrorist
operatives. The reported
civilian casualties from this
strike are a tragic outcome."
The statement went on to
blame Hamas for placing
civiliansin the line of fire.

It also claimed that the
children were mistaken for
fleeing fighters, though
witness accounts indicate
that the children could be
clearly identified from a
distance.

The death toll - 45 and
rising - is now at its highest
since Israel’'s December
2008 military incursion,
Operation Cast Lead, which
resulted in the deaths of 352
children.

One child, 3-year-old
Yasmin Mohammad Yousef
a-Motawaq from Jabalia in
northern Gaza, was
confirmed as having died on
July 9 from injuries
sustained during an Israeli
bombardment of nearby
agricultural land. Sheltering
with her family in the house,
Yasmin was struck by a bed
that fell on her as aresult of
the explosion, leading to her
death in hospital.

Ziyad Maher Mohammad
a-Ngar, 17, from Khan
Younis in southern Gaza,
was pronounced dead on
July 14 a&fter a drone
targeted him twice as he
was traveling to his

grandfather’'s  home by
motorbike.  The  second
missile hit him directly,

killing him instantly.

Sarah Omar Ahmad
Shaikh  a-Eid, 3, was
playing with her father and
uncle in the family’s garden
on July 14 when their home
was targeted by an Israeli
arstrike. Sarah was fatally
wounded by shrapnel, and
was pronounced dead upon
arrival at hospital.

Death toll of children rises
as |srael pummels Gaza
Ramallah, July 14,
2014—Two children died on
Sunday in a day of conflict
that saw still more
Palestinian civilianskilled in
Israel’s ongoing
bombardment of Gaza. The
children, ages 2 and 15,
bring the latest death toll to
34.

In Jabalia refugee camp,
15-year-old Husam lbrahim
Shehda al-Nagjar died when
an Israeli drone targeted his
family’s home in the night,
while he slept. The missile
landed directly in his room,
killing him instantly.

In the southern Gaza town
of Khan Younis, Muayyad
Khaled Ali a-Aragj, 2, was
killed when a drone missile
targeted a nearby building,
scattering  shrapnel  that
struck him in the body and
head and led to his death in
hospital two hours later.

The international
community has accused
Israel of failing to
adequately protect civilians
over the course of a week
that has seen the death toll
rise to over 120 people. The
Israeli ar force has
continually fired missiles
into crowded residential
areas, and this week
reportedly targeted a
hospital.

“The targeting of the
Wafa Hospital and its
severely ill patients,

including children, in Gaza
is a war crime, as hospitals
are presumed not to be

legitimate targets under
international  humanitarian
law,” said Rifat Kassis,
executive director of DCI-
Palestine. “Even if a hospital
is used for military purposes
as lIsragli officials claim,
Israeli  forces are il
prohibited from carrying out
an attack.”

Israeli air strikes continue
to take place as the
operation enters its second
week. Israel has massed
large numbers of ground
troops on the Gaza border in
preparation for a ground
invasion.

Ramallah, July 13,
2014—Nine children were
confirmed dead in Israeli
strikes on Friday and
Saturday, bringing the total
number of children killed in
Israel’s  ongoing  aerial
onslaught to 32. Saher
Salman Ali Abu Namous, 3,
from Tel Zatar in northern
Gaza, Anas Yousef Ahmad
Qandeel, 17, from Jabalia
refugee camp, and Safa
Mustafa Jamal Malaka, 7,
from Zaitoun in Gaza City,
as well as six children from
the al-Batsh family, were all
killed in air strikes that
occurred on Friday and
Saturday.

The six al-Batsh children
died together in an attack

that targeted their home in
the Tuffah neighborhood of
Gaza City. Seventeen people
from the family were killed
in the explosion, including
Qusai Isam Subhi al-Batsh,
12, his brothers Anas, 10,
Mohammad and Yahia, both
17, and his cousins Manar,
13, and Amal, 1.

Saher was killed when he
was hit by shrapnel from an
explosion that took place as
his father prepared to take
him to the mosque on Friday
afternoon. The explosion
was caused by a missile
launched from a drone
targeting a nearby plot of
farmland.

Anas died when a drone
targeted an area where he
was sitting with his friends
and family in the early hours
of Saturday morning. Safa
died as a result of injuries
sustained during an air strike
that targeted her family’'s
house on Wednesday
morning.

Death toll of children rises
as Israel pummels Gaza

Ramallah, July 12,
2014—Two more children
brought the verified death
toll to 23 this week, after
DCl-Palestine confirmed the
killings of Fatima Mahmoud
Lutfi a-Haj, 14, and her
brother Saed, 16, on
Thursday July 10 in the
southern Gaza town of Khan
Younis.

The children died when
their home was targeted by
an Israeli airstrike while the
family was sleeping at 1.15
am.

THE GOAL of Opera-

tion Protective Edge is to
restore the cam; the
means. killing civilians.

It is pointless to
destroy the weapons
stores of Hamas, which
has already proved capa-
ble of rearmament. Bring-
ing down the Hamas gov-
ernment is an unrealistic
(and illegitimate) goal,
one that Israel does not
want: It is aware that the
aternative could be much
worse. That leaves only
one possible purpose for
the military operation:

at asickening pace.

Granted, there
are strikes that are much
more brutal than Israel’s,
but in this war, which is
nothing other than mutual
attacks on civilians — the
elephant against the fly
— there aren’t even any
refugees. In contrast to
Syria and Irag, in the
Gaza Strip the inhabitants
do not have the luxury of
fleeing for their lives. Ina
cage, there's nowhere to

run.

Since the first Lebanon
war, more than 30 years
ago, the killing of Arabs
has become Israel’s pri-
mary strategic instrument.
The IDF doesn't wage
war against armies, and
its main target is civilian
populations. Arabs are
born only to kill and to be
killed, as everyone
knows. They have no
other goal in life, and
Israel kills them.

One must, of course,
be outraged by the modus
operandi of Hamas: Not
only does it aim its rock-
ets at civilian population
centers in Israel, not only
does it position itself
within population centers
— it may not have an
aternative, given the
crowded conditions in the
Strip — but it also leaves
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the Gazan civilian popu-
lation vulnerable to
Israel’s  brutal  attacks,
without seeing to a single
siren, shelter or protected
space.

That is criminal. But
the barrages of the Israel
Air Force are no less
criminal, on account of
both the result and the
intent: Thereisn't asingle
residential building in the
Gaza Strip that is not
home to dozens of
women and children; the
IDF cannot, therefore,
clam that it does not
mean to hurt innocent
civilians. If the recent
demoalition of the home of
a terrorist in the West
Bank still stirred a weak
protest, now dozens of
homes are being
destroyed, together with
their occupants.

“We have withdrawn from the army base after heavy shell-
ing,” Fadel Al-Hassi, Saiga Specia Forces official said.

Evacuation

The incident happened shortly after France said it was
evacuating its nationals from Libya amid increasing lawless-
ness and unrest.

France followed similar moves by other European nations
including the Netherlands, Belgium, Spain.

The United States for its part evacuated its embassy, citing
a real risk because of fighting between troops loyal to the
Libyan government and Islamists.

The United Nations and Turkish embassies have shut their
operations.

Several countries, including Britain, France, Germany and
Egypt, at the weekend advised their nationals to leave imme-
diately.

Mustapha Abu Shagur

Also on Tuesday, an armed group abducted a former Lib-
yan deputy prime minister and newly-elected MP, Mustapha
Abu Shagur, in the capital Tripoli, his nephew said, accord-
ing to Agence France-Presse.

“Men in three cars kidnapped my uncle from his house and
took him away to an unknown destination,” Issam al-Naass
said.

“Twenty minutes before his abduction, Mr Abu Shagur’
received a call from a stranger who asked him to leave the
house because of imminent danger,” he added.

There was no immediate claim of responsibility for the
kidnapping.

Abu Shagur was elected a deputy in Libya's June 25 legis-
lative election, in which he stood as an independent candi-
date.

He is due to take up his post on August 4, at the opening
session of the Chamber of Representatives, elected in place
of an interim parliament, the General National Congress.

Oil depot

Meanwhile an inferno has blazed since Sunday at an oil
depot on the outskirts of Tripoli after a rocket struck a tank
containing more than six million litres (1.6 million gallons)
of fuel.

State-owned National Oil Corp warned of a humanitarian
and environmental catastrophe after the tank exploded.

Intense fighting in Benghazi and Tripoli, where many oil
ports are based, and battles between rival militias in the capi-
tal Tripoli have pushed Libya deeper into chaos after two
weeks of the fiercest violence since the 2011 civil war ousted
Muammar Qaddafi.
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DUBAI BEGINSHUMANITARIAN AIRLIFT FOR UNRWA IN GAZA

DUBAI - As the number of casualties and injured
civilians rises in the Gaza Strip, aid agencies have
geared up for the emergency response and mobi-
lized relief supplies from the International Humani-
tarian City (IHC), in Dubai, United Arab Emirates.
These supplies have been donated to the UN Relief
and Works Agency (UNRWA) for thousands of
vulnerable  displaced families in Gaza

Under the direction of HH Sheikh Mohammed
Bin Rashid Al Maktoum, Vice-President and Prime
Minister of UAE and Ruler of Dubai, a specia air-
lift in support of displaced families in Gaza began
on Sunday from the Royal Wing in Dubai, where a
747 cargo took off carrying 115 metric tons of aid,
containing 45,000 mattresses, 10,000 blankets and
220 hygiene kits. The plane landed at Marka Inter-
national Airport in Amman early on Monday, 21
July.

"We are very grateful for the immediate reaction
and most generous response we received from
Dubai and al the IHC members to our call for
help”, said Pierre Kr?henbuhl, UNRWA Commis-
sioner-General, who added that "the Dubai airlift is
one of the best examples of how effective humani-
tarians can be when working together."

In less than 24 hours, IHC coordinated participa-
tion of member organizations including the Office
of the UN High Commissioner for Refugees
(UNHCR), the UN World Food Programme
(WFP)/UN Humanitarian Response Depot), the
UN Children's Fund, the International Federation
of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies (IFRC)
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and Emirates Red Crescent. The members planned
a joint logistics effort to ensure maximum effi-
ciency in delivering aid to 100,000 internally dis-
placed people amid deteriorating security condi-
tionsin Gaza.

Relief items included jerrycans, sleeping mats,
blankets, tarpaulins, hygiene kits and kitchen sets.
They were dispatiched from IHC warehouses,
which hold supplies, as well as some of the largest

global stockpiles, for

aid agencies including

UNHCR, WFP and IFRC, and then transferred to
the royal aircraft in the Dubai Air Wing.

In the coming days, more airlifts are scheduled
to arrive in Amman, from where UNRWA will
truck the aid into Gaza for distribution. UNRWA
plans to expand the scope of the donations to
include emergency food parcels as stocks of food
and other essential goods dwindle.

Saturday, 26 July 2014
Thousands of people
took to the streets of
New York City on Fri-
day evening to protest
Israel’s offensive in the
Gaza Strip and demand
an end to the violence
that has already killed
nearly 850 Palestinians.

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U.S. castslonely vote
against establishing war
crimesinquiry in Gaza

The U.S. has cast the sole vote against establishing an
investigation by the United Nations into war crimes
committed in Gaza.

Yesterday, the United Nations Human Rights Council
voted 29-1, with 17 abstentions, to establish an inquiry.
The United States was the only no vote. The European
nations on the council all abstained.

In a statement, the UN Human Rights Council said it
voted to “urgently dispatch an independent, international
commission of inquiry to investigate all violations’ of
international law “in the Occupied Palestinian Territory,
including East Jerusalem, particularly in the occupied
Gaza Strip, in the context of the military operations con-
ducted since 13 June 2014.”

The UN’s top human rights official, Navi Pillay, said
that “there seems to be a strong possibility that interna-
tional law has been violated, in a manner that could
amount to war crimes.”

The Israeli government immediately condemned the
vote. “The decision today by the UNHRC is a travesty
and should be rejected by decent people everywhere,”
the Israeli government said in a statement sent to jour-
nalists. “The predicable result will be the libeling of
Israel and even greater use of human shields in the
future by Hamas.”

The Israeli news website Y Net reported that officials
were contemplating whether or not to withdraw from the
UN Human Rights Council in response to the vote.

Israel has long decried the Human Rights Council’s
focus on Israel. Both the United States and Israel had
withdrawn from the council in recent years over its
focus on Israel, but had rejoined over the past two years.

A key U.S. priority at the UN has been shielding
Israel from criticism of its human rights record. In 2009,
then U.S. ambassador to the UN Susan Rice said the
U.S. rejoined the Human Rights Council so she could, in
part, “fight against the anti-Israel crap.” And in 2013,
Rice told Reform Jews that a“huge part”* of her job was
defending Israel.

Israeli assaults on Gazainevitably draw the council to
establish inquiries.

In 2009, the Human Rights Council’s decision to do
so lead to what became known as the Goldstone Report.
Respected South African Jewish jurist Richard Gold-
stone authored the comprehensive report which con-
demned Isreel’s attack, saying it was designed to
“humiliate and terrorize a civilian population, radically
diminish itslocal economic capacity both to work and to
provide for itself, and to force upon it an ever increasing
sense of dependency and vulnerability.” The U.S. voiced
strong criticisms of the report and ensured that its find-
ings of Israeli war crimes would not come up for a vote
at the Security Council or be referred to an international
court.

The impact of the Goldstone Report’s findings were
diminished after Goldstone himself recanted a key find-
ing of the report: that Israel deliberately targeted civil-
ians. The other three members of the inquiry sharply dis-
agreed with Goldstone’s recantation.

Whether this report on Israel’s “Operation Protective
Edge” will attract the attention the Goldstone Report
received likely depends on who is chosen to lead the
authoring of the report. Goldstone was demonized after
his report was published.

The UN Human Rights Council found that Israel’s
2012 assault on Gaza violated international law. They
also found that Palestinian militant groups violated the
law. But nothing substantive came from that report.

Being lauded for moral focus and moral
clarity by Binyamin Netanyahu isn't
exactly the sort of praise most people
would wish for. A bit like being taught
table manners by Jack the Ripper.

But our new Foreign Secretary, Philip
Hammond, didn’t seem fazed by it. After
al, he had just blamed Hamas for what is
now going on in Gaza. At a press confer-
encein Israel alongside Netanyahu, he
said:

‘Britain has also been very clear that
Israel hasire proposals.& rsquo
theright to defend itself and its citizens
but we are gravely concerned by the ongo-
ing heavy level of civilian casualties. We
want to see a ceasefire quickly agreed. We
welcomed the earlier ceasefire proposal by
Egypt. We are disappointed that Hamas
has once again apparently rejected cease-
fire proposals'

In other words, even Hammond and his hapless US counter-
part John Kerry are fairly nervous at the brutal attack on
Gaza and its consequences.

When aid agencies are saying that one child is dying every
hour in Gaza, when schools are ‘legitimate targets’ of the
IDF, and when already more than 700 people have been
killed, it doesn’t look good to just say, ‘we've supplied these
people with weapons, we back them politically and finan-
cially, and they can do what they want’.

Hence the call for a ceasefire. But it isn't happening. And
guess what, that’s the fault of Hamas. Actually, Hamasis for
aceasefire too but is saying, very reasonably, that this should
be accompanied by an end to the blockade which leaves
Gazans short of food, water, electricity...most of the essen-
tials of life.

Hammond brings in the ceasefire proposal by Egypt. But
that upstanding figure of moral rectitude, General al-Sisi, isa
major opponent of Hamas, and overthrew the democratically
elected former president Morsi in acoup ayear ago. Now,
despite his petty humiliations of Kerry and his imprisonment
of thousands, including recently al Jazeerajournalists, we are
expected to see Sisi as some kind of international arbiter of
justice.

Theterror weaponslsrael isusingin

If history is anything to go
by, Israel will not be held to
account for its violations of
international law and use of
horrific weaponsin its
attack on Gaza.

A Guardian article on 20

July reported on the accusa-
tions by the Palestinian Cen-
tre for Human Rights that
the Israeli military are using
fletchette shells -- which
spray out thousands of tiny
and potentially lethal metal
darts -- against civiliansin
Gaza.

And evidence is growing
that it is not just flechettes
that are terrifying the
trapped people of this
ghetto. To which the Israel
Defence Forces (IDF)
responds that, "As arule, the
IDF only employs weapons
that have been determined
lawful under international
law, and in a manner which
fully conforms with the laws
of armed conflict".

International laws and
conventions have been con-
structed to decide how kill-
ing can take place. Rule
books for war define
whether you can use weapon
X, but not weapon Y - asort
of thou-shalt-not-kill with'Y
because it is an indecent
way to murder your enemy.
Here are four horrific weap-
ons, for which there is grow-
ing evidence of deployment
by Israel inits current inva-
sion of Gaza.

Flechettes

Flechettes artillery or
rocket rounds contain thou-
sands of 4-cm feathered dart
needles that will penetrate
anything. These anti-
personnel weapons are deto-
nated in the air, spreading up
to 8000 metal darts over a
20-30 meter “kill zone”

The effect isindiscriminate
death or wounding.

The use of flechettesis
outlawed by the Hague Con-
ventions of 1899 and 1907

which forbid employing
“arms, projectiles or materi-
as calculated to cause
unnecessary suffering” and
by the 1949 Fourth Geneva
Convention.

White phosphorus

White Phosphorosis a poi-
sonous, combustible non-
metal isreferred to in the US
military as 'Shake 'n Bake'. It
ignites spontaneously, glows
in the dark and removes
oxygen from the air while
emitting highly toxic fumes.
The effect is death by
asphyxiation and/or by
inhaling poison.

White phosphorusis out-
lawed under the 1925
Geneva Protocol which pro-
hibits “the use in war of
asphyxiating, poisonous or
other gases”, by Protocol 111
of the 1980 Convention on
Certain Conventional Weap-
ons which “prohibits or
restricts the use of Incendi-
ary Weapons® and The Bat-
tle Book, published by the
US Command and General
Staff College states, “Itis
against the law of land war-
fare to employ white phos-

phoros against personnel tar-
gets.”

Dense Inert Metal Explo-
sive (DIME)

DIMES are made from a
mixture of explosive materi-
als such as HM X, a colour-
less liquid chemical explo-
sive, and RDX, an explosive
nitroamine and small parti-
cles of chemically-inert
material such as tungsten.
Upon detonation, the casing
breaks open into extremely
small particles. It is meant to
limit the distance at which
the explosive causes dam-
age.
The effect is horrific
wounds and severe biologi-
cal and carcinogenic ill-
nesses caused by the bomb's
micro-shrapnel. In 2009,
Italian scientists affiliated
with the New Weapons
Research Committee stated
that DIME wounds were
“untreatable” because the
powdered tungsten cannot
be surgically removed.

Depleted uranium (DU)
Depleted uranium isthe
waste product produced

when uranium oreis
enriched. Because it is so
heavy, 1.7 times denser than
lead, a DU shell can punch
through buildings. On
impact, radioactive dust is
scattered.

The effect is death on imme-
diate impact or death years,
or generations, later. DU can
cause bowel diseases, kidney
failure, cancer and mutation
of chromosomes.

DU isoutlawed by the Uni-
versal Declaration of Human
Rights, the Charter of the
United Nations, the Geno-
cide Convention, the Con-
vention Against Torture, the
Fourth Geneva Convention
of 1949; the Conventional
Weapons Convention of
1980 and by the Hague Con-
ventions of 1899 and 1907.

Murder on an industrial
scale

Unsurprisingly, the | sraeli
military is reluctant to speak
openly about their muni-
tions, but it has admitted that
flechettes were fired on the
village of Khuzaa, east of

Khan Younis, in Gaza. This,
says B'Tselem, an Israeli
human rights organisation, is
against international law,
one of the most fundamental
principles of which isthe
obligation to distinguish
between those who are
involved and those who are
not involved in the fighting,
and to avoid to the extent
possible injury to those who
are not involved.

For the same reason, the
white phosphorus that | srael
is alleged to have dropped
on the al-Shujaiyaand al-
Tuffah neighborhoods of
Gaza City is tantamount to a
war crime. Israel used white
phosphoros extensively in its
2008/9 Operation Cast Lead
invasion, as reported by
Human Rights Watch.

Gaza'sAl Shifa Hospital
has found evidence of DIME
woundsto civiliansin the
current Israeli attack, and the
Al Ray MediaAgency
claims proof of their use.

DU has been widely used in
Israeli shells and other
ammunition for many years.

All of these weapons are

being used against civilians
in Gaza, and not for the first
time. International conven-
tions, protocols and agree-
ments prohibit their usein
war zones. But the bombard-
ment of Gazais not awar. It
is murder on an industrial
scale and, what is even
worse, an attempt at genera-
tional genocide. In the words
of the former Minister of
Internal Security and Shin
Bet director, Avi Dichter:
"Gaza should be wiped clean
with bombs."

On 23 July, the United
Nations High Commissioner
for Human Rights Navi Pil-
lay said, "Israel's military
actions in Gaza could
amount to war crimes. There
seems to be a strong possi-
bility that international law
has been violated.”

On 23 July 2014, the UN
Human Rights Council voted
to launch an inquiry into
potential violations of human
rights by Israel. The coun-
cil’sinquiry would investi-
gate “all violations of inter-
national human rights law
and international humanitar-
ian law” in Palestinian areas.

The resolution was drafted
by Palestine, and supported
by 29 of the 46-member
council. The US voted
against the resolution, while
European countries
abstained. Benjamin Netan-
yahu dismissed the UNHRC
inquiry asa“travesty”.

If history is anything to go
by, Israel will not be held to
account for these crimes, any
more than it hasin the past,
and it will continue to use
with impunity the terrifying
weapons described above, in
its endless war on Palestin-
ians and occupation of their
land.

LONDON - Emirates will
stop flying over Irag due
to concerns over jihadist
missile attacks following
the MH17 air disaster in
Ukraine, the airline's pres-
ident Tim Clark told The
Times on Monday 7-28-
2014.

Almost 300 people
aboard Malaysia Airlines
flight MH17 died when it
came down in eastern
Ukraine nearly two weeks
ago, with Washington and
Europe claiming it was
shot down by a Russian-
made surface-to-air mis-
sile fired by pro-Moscow
militants.

"Thisisapolitical ani-
mal but... the fact of the
matter is MH17 changed
everything, and that was
very nearly in European
airspace," Clark told The
Times in an interview
published on Monday.

"We cannot continue to
say, 'Well it's a political
thing. We have to do
something. We have to
take the bull by the
horns," added the British
president of the Dubai-
based carrier.

Clark predicted other
carriers would also decide

to stop flying over Iraqg, as
the global airline industry
reviews the risk of over-
flying combat  zones.
Malaysia Airlines flight
MH17, a Boeing 777 air-
craft, was flying from
Amsterdam to Kuala Lum-
pur with 298 people
aboard on July 17 when it
was downed close to the

Ukraine.

"The horrors that this

Clark told the daily paper.

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On Sunday meanwhile,
the commercial director of
Malaysia Airlines called
for a complete overhaul of
the way flight paths are
deemed safe following the
plane's downing by a sus-
pected missile.

Writing in the Sunday
Telegraph, Hugh Dunleavy
said the disaster would
have "an unprecedented
impact on the aviation
industry”, claiming that
airlines can no longer
depend on aviation author-
ities for reliable informa-
tion about flying over con-
flict zones.

"For too long, airlines
have been shouldering the
responsibility for making
decisions about what con-
stitutes a safe flight path,
over areas in political tur-
moil around the world," he
wrote.

"We are not intelligence
agencies, but airlines,
charged with carrying pas-
sengers in comfort
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loved each other very much.
But, as previously men-
tioned, while she was study-
ing Islam, her husband mis-
understood her apparent
changes and they separated.

She could not explain to
him what was happening.
"There was no way to make
him understand what was
changing me because | did
not know."

She had two little chil-
dren whom she loved dearly
and whose custody should
have rightfully be given to
her. But in a grave violation
of justice, she was denied
their custody just because
she became a Muslim.
Before giving the formal
verdict, the judge offered
her a harsh choice: either
renounce Islam and get cus-
tody of the children, or keep
Islam and leave the chil-
dren. She was given 20 min-
utes to make a decision.

She loved her children
very dearly. It is perhaps the
worst nightmare that a
mother can have: asked to
willfully leave her child —
not for one day, month, or
year, but forever. On the
other hand, how could she
keep the truth away from
her children and live as a
hypocrite?

"It was the most painful
20 minutes in my life", she
said in an interview. Those
of us who are mothers and
fathers, especially of young
children, little imagination
is needed to feel the pan
and torment that she must
have passed every second in
those 20 minutes. What
added further to her pain
was that according to doc-
tors, she could never bear
another child because of
certain complications.

"I prayed like | had never
done before. | knew that
there was no safer place for
my children to be than in the
hands of Allah (God). If |
denied Him, there would be
no way in the future to show
my children the wonders of
being with Allah."

She decided to retain
Islam. Her two dear children
—one little boy and onelittle
girl — were taken away from
her and given to her ex-
husband.

For a mother, is there a
sacrifice greater than this —
a sacrifice that is done for
no material reason but only
for faith and conviction?

"I left the court knowing
that life without my babies
would be very difficult. My
heart bled, even though |
knew, inside, | had done the
right thing." She found com-
fort in the following verses
of the Quran:

[God: there is no god but

Him, the Ever Living, the
Ever Watchful. Neither
slumber nor sleep overtakes
Him. All that is in the heav-
ens and in the earth belongs
to Him. Who is there that
can intercede with Him
except by His leave? He
knows what is before them
and what is behind them, but
they do not comprehend any
of His knowledge except
what He wills. His throne
extends over the heavens
and the earth; it does not
weary Him to preserve them
both. He is the Most High,
the Tremendous.](Al-
Bagarah2: 255)

Help of Allah Is Always
Near!

[Do you suppose that you
will enter the Garden
(Paradise) without first hav-
ing suffered like those
before you? They were
afflicted by misfortune and
hardship, and they were so
shaken that even [their]
messenger and the believers
with him cried, ‘When will
God's help arrive? Truly,
God's help is near] (Al-
Bagarah2: 214)

Perhaps the air of Colo-
rado was too thin for justice.
Or perhaps there was a plan
in Allah's greater scheme of
affairs. Aminah Assilimi
later fought back and took
her case to the media.

Although she did not get
custody of her children
again, a change was made in
the Colorado law that one
cannot be denied child cus-
tody on the basis of his or
her religion.

Indeed Allah's love and
mercy engulfed her so much
that it was as if she has been
granted the touchstone of
Islam. Wherever she goes,
people are touched by her
beautiful words and Islamic
manners and become Mus-
lim.

By accepting Islam, she
became a changed person,
and a much better person.
So much so that her family,
relatives, and people around
her started appreciating her
mannerism and the faith that
brought about such changes
in her.

Despite her family'sini-
tial reaction, she remained in
touch with them and
addressed them with respect
and humility, just as the
Quran enjoins the Muslims
to do. She would send cards
to her parents on different
occasions, but she would
aways write down a verse
from the Quran or the
Hadith (a saying of Prophet
Muhammad) without men-
tioning the source of such
beautiful words of wisdom.
It was not long before she
started making a positive

influence among her family
members.

The first to become Mus-
lim was her grand-mother.
She was over 100 years old.
Soon after accepting Islam,
she died. "The day she pro-
nounced Shahadah (the testi-
mony of faith), al her mis-
deeds had been erased,
while her good deeds were
preserved. She died so soon
after accepting Islam that |
knew her book was bound to
be heavy on the good side. It
fills me with such a joy!"

Next to become Muslim
was her father, the one who
wanted to kill her after she
became Muslim. Thus, he
brought alive the story of
Umar ibn al-Khattab. Umar
was a Companion of the
Prophet who persecuted the
early Muslims before he
converted to Islam. When he
heard one day that his sister
became a Muslim, he went
out with an open sword to
kill her. But upon hearing
some of the verses from the
Quran that his sister was
reciting, he recognized the
truth and went straight to
Prophet Muhammad and
accepted Islam.

Two years after Assilmi
accepted Islam, her mother
caled and said that she
appreciated her faith and
hoped that she would keep
it. A couple of years later,
she called again and asked
her about what one would
need to do to become a
Muslim. Assilmi replied that
one had to believe that there
is only One God and
Muhammad was his Mes-

senger. "Any fool knows
that. But what do you have
to do?', she asked again.
She replied that if that is
what she believed, then she
was aready a Muslim! At
this, her mother said,
"Well...OK. But let's not tell
your father just yet".

She was not aware that her
husband (Assilmi's step-
father) had had the same
conversation with her a few
weeks earlier. Thus, the two
lived together as Muslims
for years in secret without
knowing that the other was
alsoaMuslim.

Her sister who wanted to
put her in a mental institu-
tion accepted Islam as well.
She must have realized that
becoming Muslim is indeed
the most healthy and sound
thing to do.

Her son, upon becoming
adult, accepted Islam. When
he turned 21, he called her
and said that he wanted to
become aMuslim.

Sixteen vyears after the
divorce, her ex-husband also
accepted Islam. He said that
he had been watching her
for sixteen years and wanted
his daughter to have the
same religion that she had.
He came to her and apolo-
gized for what he had done.
He was a very nice gentle-
man and Assilimi had for-
given him long ago.

Perhaps the greatest
reward for her was yet to
come. Assilmi later married
another person, and despite
the doctors' verdict that she
could never conceive
another child, Allah blessed

her with a beautiful boy. If
Allah Almighty makes a gift
to someone, who can pre-
vent Him? It was truly a

wonderful  blessing from
Allah, and so she named
him "Barakah" (blessing).

Radiating With Allah's
Love

The sacrifice that Assilmi
made for the sake of Allah
(God) was tremendous. And
so Allah turned in mercy to
her and rewarded her with
enormous blessings. Her
family discarded her after
she accepted |slam, and now
by Allah's mercy, most of
them are Muslim. She lost
her friends because of Islam,
and now she is being loved
by so many. "Friends who
loved came out of nowhere",
she said. Allah's blessings
came upon her so much that
wherever she goes people
are touched by the beauty of
Islam and accept the Truth.
Both Muslims and non-
Muslims now used to come
to her for advice and coun-
seling.

She lost her job because
of wearing hijab, and later
she became the President of
the International Union of
Muslim Women. She deliv-
ered lectures nationwide and
was in high demand. It was
her organization that suc-
cessfully lobbied for the
"Eid Stamp" and had it
approved by the United
States Postal Service, but it
took many years of work.
She was working on mak-
ing the Eid Day as a national
holiday.

She has tremendous trust
in Allah's love and mercy
and she never looses faith in
Him. She was once diag-
nosed with cancer some
years ago. Doctors said that
it was in an advanced stage
and that she would live for
another year. But her faith in
Allah remained strong. "We
must al die. | was confident
that the pain | was experi-
encing contained blessings."

As abrilliant example of
how much one can love
Allah, she mentions about a
friend of her named Kareem
Al-Misawi who died of can-
cer when hewasin his 20s:

"Shortly before he died,
he told me that Allah was
truly Merciful. This man was
in unbelievable anguish and
was radiating with Allah's
love. He said: "Allah intends
that | should enter heaven
with a clean book." His
death experience gave me
something to think about. He
taught me of Allah's love and
mercy."

All praise is due to Allah,
she continues to live in good
health. She now thinks that
having cancer was the great-
est blessing that she ever
had.

It is a story of tri-
umphant victory of faith. It
is a story of inspiration for
therest of us, and itisastory
of confidence and reliance
on Allah.

Aminah Assilmi's First
Seps

It al started with a com-
puter glitch. She was a
Southern Baptist girl, aradi-
cal feminist, and a broadcast
journalist. She was a girl
with an unusual caliber, who
excelled in school, received
scholarships, ran her own
business, and was compet-
ing with professionals and
getting awards — all these
while she was going to col-
lege. Then one day a com-
puter error happened that
made her take up a mission
as adevout Christian. Even-
tually, however, it resulted
into something opposite and
changed her life completely
around.

It was 1975 when for the
first time computer was
used to preregister for a
classin her college. She was
working on her degree on
Recreation. She pre-
registered for a class and
then went to Oklahoma City
to take care of a business.
Her return was delayed and
she came back to college
two weeks into the class.
Making up the missed work
was no problem for her, but
she was surprised to find
that the computer mista-
kenly registered her for a
Theatre class, a class where
students would be required
to perform in front of others.

She was a very reticent

girl and she was horrified to
think about performing in
front of others. She could
not drop the class for it was
too late to do so. Failing the
class was also not a choice,
for she was receiving a
scholarship that was paying
for her tuition and receiving
an 'F would have jeopard-
ized it.

Advised by her husband,
she went to her teacher to
work out some other alterna-
tive to performing, such as
preparing  costumes, etc.
Assured by the teacher that
he would try to help her, she
went to the next class and
was shocked by what she
saw.

The class was full of
Arabs and "camel jockeys'.
That was enough for her.
She came back home and
decided not to go back to the
class anymore. It was not
possible for her to be in the
middle of Arabs. "There was
no way | was going to sit in
a room full of dirty heath-
ens!"

Her husband was calm as
usual. He pointed out to her
that God has a reason for
everything and that she
should think about it more
before quitting. Besides,
there was the scholarship
that was paying her tuition.
She went behind locked
doors for two days to think
about it. When she came
out, she decided to continue
the class. She felt that God
had given her atask to con-
vert the Arabs into Chris-
tianity.

Thus, she found herself
with a mission to accom-
plish. Throughout the class,
she would be discussing
Christianity with her Arab
classmates. "l proceeded to
explain to them how they
would burn in the fires of
hell for all eternity if they
did not accept Jesus as their
personal savior. They were
very polite, but did not con-
vert. Then, | explained how
Jesus loved them and had
died on the cross to save
them from their sins.

All they had to do was
accept him into their hearts."
They still did not convert,
and so she decided to do
something else: "l decided
to read their own book to
show them that Islam was a
false religion and Muham-
mad was afalse God".

At her request, one stu-
dent gave her a copy of the
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Quran and another book on
Islam. With these two books
she started her research,
which she was to continue
for the next one and half

years.

She read the Quran fully
and another fifteen books on
Islam. Then she came back
to the Quran and re-read it.

During her research, she
started taking notes that she
found objectionable and
which she would be able to
use to prove that Islam was
afalsereligion.

Unconsciously, however,
she was changing from
within which did not escape
the attention of her husband.
"I was changing, just in lit-
tle ways but enough to
bother him. We used to go
to the bar every Friday and
Saturday, or to a party, and |
no longer wanted to go. |
was quieter and more dis
tant."

She stopped drinking and
eating pork. Her husband
suspected her of having an
affair with another man, for
"it was only for aman that a
woman changes'. Ulti-
mately, she was asked to
leave, and she soon found
herself living in a separate
apartment.

Throughout these times,
she continued  studying
Islam and although she was
changing subtly from
within, she remained a
devout Christian.

Then one day, there was a
knock on her door. It was a
man in a traditional Muslim
robe, who appeared to her as
a"man in along white night
gown with a red and white
checkered table cloth on his
head". His name was Abdul-
Aziz Al-Sheik and he was
accompanied by three other
men in similar dress. She
was very offended by Mus-
lim men coming to her in
nightgowns and pajamas.

She was further shocked
when Abdul-Aziz told her
that he understood that she
wanted to be a Muslim. She
replied that she was a Chris-
tian and she did not have
any plan to become a Mus-
lim. However, she had some
questions to ask if they had
thetime.

She now
brought up the questions and
objections that she noted
down while she was
researching. "l will never
forget his name", she said of
Abdul-Aziz who proved to
be a very patient and soft-

mannered person.  "He
was very patient and dis-
cussed every question with
me. He never made me feel
silly or that a question was
stupid.”

Abdul-Aziz listened to
every question and objection
and explained it within the
proper context. "He
explained that Allah (God)
had told us to seek knowl-
edge and questions were one
of the ways to accomplish
that.

When he explained some-
thing, it was like watching a
rose open — petal by petal,
until it reached its full glory.
When | told him that | did
not agree with something
and why, he aways said |
was correct up to a point.
Then he would show me
how to look deeper and from
different directions to reach
afuller understanding.”

It would not be long
before she would externally
submit to what she had
aready been submitting to
internally during the last one
and half years. Later in that
same day, this southern Bap-
tist girl would declare in
front of Abdul-Aziz and his
companions: "l bear witness
that there is no god but
Allah (God) and Muham-
mad is His Messenger." It

was May 21, 1977.

A Sacrificefor Faith &
Conviction

Conversion to Islam, or to
any other religion for that
matter, is not always a sim-
ple thing to do. Except for a
few fortunate ones, a new
Muslim usually faces tough
consegquences.

The convert may face iso-
lation from family and
friends, if not pressure to go
back to the family faith.
Sometimes, a convert may
even face sever economic
hardship, as in the case of
those who are asked to leave
the house because of con-
verting to Islam.

Some converts are fortu-
nate to continue to be well
respected by family and
friends, but most of them
face minor to severe hard-
ship especially during the
first few years after the con-
version.

But the difficulty that
Aminah Assilimi had to go
through and the sacrifice that
she had to make for the sake
of her conviction and faith is
amost unheard of. There are
few who could rely so much
on Allah (God) as she did,
standing firm and meeting
the challenges, making sacri-
fices, and yet maintaining a
positive posture and influ-
encing people around with
the beauty of what she found
and believed in.

She lost most of her
friends, for she was "no fun
anymore”.

Her mother did not accept
her becoming a Muslim and
hoped that it was a tempo-
rary zeal and that she would
soon grow out of it.

Her "mental health expert”
sister thought that she lost
her mind. She attempted to
put her in a menta health
institution.

Her father was a calm and
wise man. People would
come to him for advice and
he could comfort anyone in
distress. But when he heard
that his daughter became a
Muslim, he loaded his dou-
ble-barrel shotgun  and
started on hisway to kill her.
"It is better that she be dead
rather than suffering in the
deepest of Hell", he said.

She was now without
friends and without family.

She soon started wearing
hijab. The day she put it on,
she was denied her job. She
was now without family,
friends, and job. But her
greatest sacrifice was yet to
come.

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In Memory of
Mahmoud Darwish

For me, the most memorable of Darwish's work will always
remain his seminal poem, ‘Madeeh al-Thill a-'Aaly’ (In
Praise of the High Shadow). The poem was written on the
deck of one of the ships carrying Darwish, aong with thou-
sands of Palestinian fighters, from Beirut to Tunisia after
Israel’s barbaric destruction of Lebanon in 1982. Darwish
recounts the daily realities of living under shelling and under
siege in Beirut, the deafening silence of the rest of the world
towards the plight of the Palestinians and Lebanese, and the
harrowing details of the Sabra and Shatila massacre. Acer-
bic, witty and powerful, Darwish skewers everyone from the
Israeli government murdering civilians while pretending to
be the victim (‘You stole our tears, wolf’), to the American
government (‘The Plague’) giving every child a cluster
bomb toy as a gift, to the Arab governments (‘the bastard
nations’). Yet through it all, and as dark as the plight
becomes, Darwish never loses sight of the humanism at the
heart of his cause and at the heart of the Palestinian struggle.
He continuously disparages nationalism and mocks its silli-
ness. The ending of the poem, in particular, serves as a sort
of Palestinian anti-Zionist humanist manifesto. In it, Dar-
wish addresses the Palestinian fighter with powerful rhetori-
cal questions, asking him about the true nature of his cause,
and what he is really after. Mocking the trappings of nation-
alism and statehood, Darwish — in no uncertain terms —
asserts that the cause has always been about humans, about
freedom from oppression, about the revolution against per-
secution, about the ideals of liberty, and not about national-
ism and the toys of statehood.

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U.S. artist Warhol's soup cans seen
in personal light at Turkish show

A show of Andy Warhol's most evocative and familiar images at Istanbul's Pera Museum por-
trays the pop art great in avery personal light.

Opened by his nephew James Warhola, "Andy Warhol: Pop Art for Everyone", exhibits 87 of the
Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania-born artist's works, including favorites like "Campbell's Soup,” first
created in 1962 and revisited over the years.

"As family, we saw him working on the early soup cans," Warhola, 59, said in an interview at the
show's press viewing.

"We didn't understand what it meant, because we were just country people from Pittsburgh, but
we knew it was important.

"It all started with the soup cans."

Ten soup can prints occupy an entire wall in the first gallery room at the Pera, the floor of which
is dominated by massive pink metal letters spelling out the artist's name.

Warhol's career began as a graphic designer in advertising, and he was fascinated by the aesthet-
ics of mass culture.

That flew in the face of the American art establishment of the time, and Warhol created much
controversy before winning his place as one of the most important figures of art in the second
half of the 20th Century.

Twenty-seven years after his death, he is often exhibited, with two New York shows this past
spring.

He's also one of the top-selling. A silkscreen painting from his "fright wig" self-portraits from the
1980s sold for more than $30 million in June.

"In the years since his death, there have been so many shows, like every year, and in every major
city in the world. He never showed this much in his lifetime" Warhola said.
"He was a famous illustrator, then a Pop artist, but at the time of his death he wasn't considered
as important as he's become today."

Art for the masses

The pieces in the Pera show are on loan from the Zoya Museum in Modra, Slovakia, the country
of his parents birth. The Zoya claims the largest Warhol collection in central Europe.
"Pop Art for Everyone," running through July 20, offers a rare chance for outside audiences to
see late-career series all in one show, such as "Endangered Species’ from 1983, which depicts
animals in Warhol's characteristic lurid colors with off-register line drawings, and the more som-
bre "Ten Portraits of Jews of the 20th Century," from 1980.

"He did alot of seriesin his last decade at a time when his work was no longer considered that
much of a breakthrough,” said Warhola. "Now in recent years, we see these in a historical
view and realise he was still breaking ground in the '80s."

The Pera Museum, which opened in 2005, has helped bring work by history's best-known artists
to Istanbul, once a backwater on the exhibition circuit. In the spring it hosted rare ceramics and
engravings from another 20th-century master, Picasso.

At its latest show, the Pera highlights, as the most striking aspect, Warhol's bold use of color.
Set against neon-painted walls, garish portraits of Hollywood's John Wayne and Vladimir Lenin
adorn thewalls.

A portfolio of 10 works from "Flowers' also prove what an expert colourist Uncle Andy, as
Warholacalls him, was.

Warhol dropped the "a" from his surname after finishing college and moving to New York "just
because it was easier to say," said Warhola, an accomplished children's book illustrator who
began drawing after seeing his uncle's fanciful designs for shoe advertisements.

Warhola offered a link between Istanbul and Warhol, who was raised in the Byzantine Catholic
faith and found early inspiration in the gold-emblazoned icons adorning St. John Chrysostom
Church in Pittsburgh.

"My uncle'sinterest in gold started in hisillustration work from the 50s, and it led up through his
pop art. It was from the icons that he used to see at church as a boy. He would stare at these won-
derfully stylised figures from Byzantine art.

"In away, it completes acircle to have his art end up back here in (the former Byzantine capital
of) Istanbul shown in such a beautiful manner at this museum," he said.

oman show. In one scene, Malik is Noor, a crime survivor,
serving Shai bin Naui Naui and is Mama, Baba, and Joe, too.
Switching characters and accents within a scene, every scene,
provocative, rich with Muslim-isms, and laced with Islamic
phrases, references and terminology, familiar to Muslims, edu-

Drawing from her
own  experiences,
imagination and as
well as women in
the many commu-
nities that formed
her upbringing,
Rohina Malik is a
Pakistani-
American play-
wright from Chi-
cago, born and raised in London. Married, with four children
she travels around the country to schools, universities and
theatres to perform Unveiled; motivated by the rising hate
crimes against Muslims, Sikhs, Hindus and her personal expo-
sure with aggression. After Sept. 11, at her best friend’s wed-
ding, she was accosted by a man who disparaged her on her
appearance; her attire morphing her into the enemy, the terror-
ist- something we can all relate to.

The diversity of women are presented as an antidote for the
stereotype. “A hate crime never begins with violence, it has to
begin with an atmosphere, degrading language and stereo-
types, if we don't challenge it then the end result can be
deadly,” says Malik in a post-performance discussion, setting a
stage where people can come together. Many go back to their
churches, masgjid, synagogues and form an interfaith groups,
she shares. “The main message is get to know me; that's how
we can rid of large stereotypes,” declares Malik, who is aso the

artistic director of Salaam Arts, a non profit she formed to aid
religious tolerance and aresident playwright at Chicago Dram
atists. Premiering for the world at Chicago’s 16th Street thea-

trein 2009, for the first time the play is now available in writ-
ten form, so performers can perform it on their own

A group of middle school aged girl scouts from Virginia
brave the cold to watch the play. After the performance, they|
wait in line to get Malik’s autograph. Samia and Iman are
empowered by Malik’'s message of standing up for one's
beliefs.” It touched me; it was about the hijab, and how you
stand up for yourself instead of holding back,” expresses
Samia. Muslims bullied for 9/11 resonates with Iman, Malik’s
performance of people’s reactions gave her perspective.
Others, like Tala, were impressed with Malik's ability ta
“express what she thought from different points of view”. She
played the abused and the abusers in the same scene and that
was interesting to Nur.

Sharp Shabana, the rapper with her British accent is a favorite
amongst the girls.

On apersonal note, | took my daughters to see the play, so
they could witness what their mother and countless other sis-
ters experienced and are still experiencing after 9/11 so they
don't take their Islam and their right to practice their deen fol
granted. Malik didn’'t let me down as a Muslim woman; she
was uplifting, mature and emphatic. This play should be
shown to every Islamic school, Muslims Student Association
community center audience, sponsored by Muslim organizad
tions in a theatre, because it is American Muslim history dra
matized.

Before | launchinto a
ruthless and scathing cri-
tique, let me first say that |
think the premise of the
magazine is wonderful, and
| commend its creators for
marshaling the resources
and talents to put together
such aprofessional and
high-quality publication.
The layout is fantastic, the
photography is top-notch,
the entire thing isimpressive
and, at a glance, it's amost
everything | dreamed that a
Muslim  girl's magazine
would look like.

Until you get to the con-
tent.

The Good Suff

Let me be fair and at least
give credit where credit is
due. The magazine begins
with an editorial introducing
the issue's theme, which is
Ramadhaan. Features
included in the magazine
were the “Ask A Girl!” col-
umn's thoughts and tips
from readers on how to kick
bad habits during Ramad-
haan; medical experts sug-
gestions on how to eat well,
stay healthy, and benefit
from fasting in every way; a
reflection on the spirit of
Ramadhaan; and a report on
the growing phenomenon of
high school and university
Fast-A-Thons, sponsored by
the Muslim Students' Asso-
ciations. Fun pieces
included a “Ramadhaan |
Am” quiz, a“Top 10

Ramadhaan Resolutions”
list, and short anecdotes sub-
mitted by readers about their
Ramadhaan experiences
with friends, family, and
school.

Additional pieces of the

magazine aso caught my
interest, and | read them
carefully. The “Muslim Girl
Mailbox”  surprised me
somewhat, as it revealed
how diverse the magazine's
readership really is - from an
Indian Catholic girl and a
non-hijaab wearing 'average
Muslimah' to munagqabaat.
An interview with a Muslim
girl studying martial arts
with her father and uncle
was enjoyable, asit
reminded me of my own
brief stint in the field. Also
appreciated was a full-length
interview with sister Ingrid
Mattson, who had just been
elected as president of
ISNA, aswell as ashort arti-
cle titled “Finding the
Prophet in His People,” by
sister Ingrid herself.

Other commendable sec-
tions included a Hedth &
Lifestyle Q-&-A column, a
feature on cybersafety for
Muslim girls, and a full-

length report on the admira-
ble work of a Muslim girl
who single-handedly

founded a non-profit charita-
ble organization for Iragi
children whose lives were
devastated by the war. A
multi-cultural recipe corner
had me drooling. Finally, the
travel section was great (a
tour through Turkey), and |
really liked a cute little page
titled “Girl Space,” about the
girls and their relationship
with their masgjid.

The Bad Stuff

With all the good stuff in the
magazine, | thought at first
that the bad stuff would be
minimal, or at least easy to
gloss over. As | kept going
through the magazine and
thinking about its readers,
however, | just couldn't let it

0.
First of al, | was disap-

pointed with the fashion
spread. I'm as taken by
sparkly shiny pretty things
as the next girl out there, but
personally | didn't think that
a fashion spread featuring
made-up, de-hijaabed girls
was quite appropriate. Okay,
| get the whole “not al Mus-
lim girls wear hijaab” and
“modesty is the key, just
keep covered and you can
still look gorgeous!” thing,
but | still don't agree with it.
There are many other ways
to showcase pretty clothes
with showcasing the pretty
girlsaong with them.

What | found even more
upsetting, though, was the
inclusion of product and
media reviews that not only
mentioned, but praised,
musicians and other other
dubious, if not outright
haraam, characters’ behavi-
ours. There's an entire
spread on “Grammy Award-
winning Songwriter Zuriani
Zonneveld,” a page dedi-
cated to music as part of the
“Hot List” section, and a
review of the TV show

“Gossip Girls.” As some-
one involved in trying to
encourage young Muslim
girls to not listen to music
and pursue more halaa
forms of entertainment, |
didn't appreciate this publi-
cation — which should be
helping me out here — giving
a totally contrary message.

Nor was | impressed with
“Muslim Girl of the Month,”
and “Muslim Girl Interna-
tional,” where the girls fea
tured weren't exactly what
I'd encourage my girls to
look up to and follow. No
doubt, it's great that Muslim
girls are getting more expo-
sure and in a positive light,
but | for one do expect that
practicing Islam is one of

the main requirements in
order for someone to be con-
sidered a role model.

Conclusion

The magazine has a lot of
promise and potential and
does deliver some measure
of material that is quite
impressive; however, it also
has an undeniably
“progressive/ modernist”
slant to it which | find a
major drawback. As much as
| love seeing a magazine
aimed at Muslim girls,
employing techniques that
other mass media use to
draw in the readers, | would
be very, very hesitant to rec-
ommend this magazine to
Muslim girls. It may, per-
haps, be a way of inviting
and attracting the attention
of those interested in Islam,
or those with only atentative
connection to the Deen; but |
do think that for the majority
of Muslim families who are
trying to encourage their
daughters and sisters to be
stronger, this isn't the best
magazine for them to turn to.

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Death toll in Gaza
climbs as fragile cease-
fire reveals destruction

The death toll in Gaza soared to more than 1,000 Satur-
day as bodies were pulled from the rubble during a 12-
hour truce top diplomats urged Israel and Hamas to
extend.

After the fragile ceasefire went into effect at 0500
GMT, medics began digging through the remains of
hundreds of homes, and uncovered more than 100 bod-
ies underneath, medics said.

The grim discoveries pushed the Palestinian toll in
Gaza to more than 1,000 as US Secretary of State John
Kerry met counterparts from Europe and the Middle
East and urged that the truce be extended.

"We all cal on parties to extend the humanitarian
ceasefire," France's Foreign Minister Laurent Fabius
told reporters after meeting Kerry and foreign ministers
from Britain, Germany, Italy, Qatar and Turkey, as well
as an EU representative.

"We all want to obtain alasting ceasefire as quickly
as possible that addresses both Israeli requirements in
terms of security and Palestinian requirements in terms
of socio-economic development.”

There was no immediate response from Hamas, but
Israeli public radio cited a senior Israeli official as say-
ing the Jewish state was open to extending the truce if it
could continue to destroy militant tunnelsin Gaza.

On the ground, Palestinian ambulances sped into
Gaza neighbourhoods that have been too dangerous to
enter for days.

Nine hours into the truce, they had found the bodies
of more than 100 people in the debris, pushing the death
toll to 1,000 Paestinians killed since the conflict
erupted on July 8.

On the Israeli side, 37 soldiers have been killed, along
with two Israeli civilians and a Thai worker.

Pal estinians ventured onto Gaza's streets after the
truce took effect, some eager to check homes they had
fled, others to stock up on supplies while it was safe to
do so.

In many places they found astonishing devastation:
buildings levelled, entire blocks of homes completely
wiped out by Israeli bombardment.

In northern Beit Hanun, even the hospital was badly
damaged by shelling, and correspondents came across
the charred body of a paramedic as emergency workers
searched for more dead.

There were similar scenesin Shejaiya, where stiff
bodies lay on the floor of a room in one building, one
caked in dried blood, all of them covered in dust.

To the east of southern Khan Yunis, residents hesi-
tated to enter the Khuzaa neighbourhood, saying Israeli
forces remained inside the border area.

And in nearby Bani Suheila, where 20 people were
killed in a single Israeli air strike shortly before the
truce began, women and children wept as they discov-
ered their homes destroyed.

Hamas and Israel agreed to the "humanitarian win-
dow" early on Saturday morning, after Israel's security
cabinet on Friday night rejected a US proposal for a
seven-day truce during which the two sides would nego-
tiate alonger-term deal .

Speaking after the rejection, at a news conference in
Cairo with UN chief Ban Ki-moon, Kerry said Israel
and Hamas "still have some terminology" to agree to on
a ceasefire, but added they had "fundamental frame-
work" on atruce.

But the two sides remain at odds over the shape of a
final deal to end the fighting.
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Hamas says any truce
must include a guaran-
teed end to Israel's eight-
year blockade of Gaza,
while in lIsrael there are
cals for any dea to
include the demilitarisa-
tion of the Gaza Strip.

The situation in Gaza
has created tensions in
the West Bank, where
protests against Israel's
rolein the conflict
erupted  after
prayers.

Troops shot dead two
Palestinian teenagers
early Saturday in separ-
ate clashes in the north
and south of the West
Bank.

That followed the
deaths of six Palestinians
on Friday -- five shot
dead by Israeli troops and

Friday

one killed by an lsraeli
settler.

International concern
has mounted over the
number of civilians killed
in the Gaza conflict,
including in a Thursday
attack in which at least 15
people were killed in
aleged Israeli shelling of
aUN school.

The facility was shel-
tering some of the
100,000 Palestinians who
have fled their homes
during the fighting.

Rights groups say
about 80 percent of the
casuaties so far have
been civilians, and the
UN agency for children
UNICEF said on Friday
that 192 children had
been killed during the

conflict.

The Israeli army on
Saturday announced the
death of two soldiers in
Gaza fighting on Friday
evening. It named one as
Staff Sergeant Guy Boy-
land, 21, but did not give
further details.

Three civilians have
been killed inside Israel
by rocket fire from Gaza,
which continued on Sat-
urday morning before the
truce, with three shot
down by anti-missile
defences and one falling
on open ground, the army
said.

It said militants fired
60 rockets into southern
Israel on Friday, with
another 15 intercepted.

The civilian casualty
toll and the destruction
of civilian infrastructure
in Gaza is appalling.
When will we ever learn
that  violence only
begets more violence?
And, sadly, in modern
warfare, innocent civil-
ians are usually the pri-
mary victims.

Civilized Norms for
Self-defense

During the current cri-
sis, Israel has portrayed
its military attacks as
self-defense. Surely,
every government has
the right — indeed, the
responsibility — to
defend its people. How-
ever, in civilized soci-
ety, there must be rules
delineating what is
legitimate self-defense,
as opposed to revenge
or retribution. To that
end, international con-
ventions were formu-
lated after WWII to help
prevent a repeat of the
Holocaust and other
atrocities the Nazis
committed in occupied
Europe. Among the
behaviors the world
agreed upon were pro-
portionality of response
and protection of non-
combatants. Moreover,
collective  punishment
was specificaly out-
lawed.

Israel’s deliberate tar-

geting of vital civilian
infrastructure in Gaza
has put at risk the lives
of hundreds of thou-
sands of Palestinians.
Imagine life with only
six hours or less of elec-
tricity a day during the
scorching Gaza summer.
As aresult of the short-
age of electricity, there
is a scarcity of clean
drinking water, unrelia-
ble power for hospitals,
a shortage of energy to
power fans and the
refrigeration of food,
etc. The Israeli attacks
clearly violate the norms
established in the
Geneva  Conventions,
and its disproportionate
military actions call into
question any claims of
pure self-defense.

The barbarity of the
Israeli strikes on civil-
ians and civilian infra-
structure have outraged
much of the world. For
example, Amnesty Inter-
national called them war
crimes. Noted author
Mario Vargas Llosa, for-

mer candidate for presi-
dent in Peru and Jerusa-
lem Prize winner in
1995, was quoted in the
July 12th issue of the
Israeli newspaper

Ha aretz as saying he
was ashamed to be
Israel’s friend.

The Vatican spokesper-
son argued that Israel’s
right to self-defense
“does not exempt it
from respecting the
norms of international
law, especially as
regards the protection of
civilian populations. In
particular, the Holy See
deplores the attack on
Lebanon, a free and
sovereign nation.”

free its soldier and to
stop the firing of home-
made rockets into Israel.
However many believe
Israel had a greater

agenda, for example,
that the attack was a part
of the campaign to
remove the Hamas-led
government. This effort
began immediately after
the Palestinian election,
when the U.S. and Israel
led a campaign to cut
off aid to the Palestin-
ians. This aid cutoff, a
form of collective pun-
ishment, was intended

to cause severe hard-
ships for innocent civil-
ians. A senior Isradli
advisor spoke about the
cutoff: “The idea is to
put Palestinians on a
diet but not make them
die of hunger.” This sad-
istic attitude reflects
Moshe Dayan’'s advice —
Israel should tell the
Palestinian refugees in
the territories “that we
have no solution, that
you shall continue to
live like dogs, and
whoever wants to can
leave — and we will see
where this  process
leads.”

Others point to the tim-
ing of Israel’s attack
immediately after the
June 27th agreement
between Hamas and
Fatah that offered the
prospect of restarting
negotiations with Israel.
They claim that Israel
fears negotiations
because it would have to
make painful conces-
sions to reach an accept-
able agreement. With its
attack, Israel destroyed
the chance for negotia-
tions in the near future.

Collective Punishment
According to an article
by Alexander Cockburn
on antiwar.com, the
2001 Jerusalem Prize
winner, Susan Sontag,
spoke about collective
punishment when she
accepted her award. “I
believe the doctrine of
collective responsibility
as arationale for collec-
tive punishment is never
justified, militarily or
ethically. And I mean of
course the dispropor-
tionate use of firepower
against civilians, the
demolition of  their
homes, the destruction

of their orchards and
groves, the deprivation
of their livelihood and
access to employment,
to schooling, to medical
services, or as a punish-
ment for hostile military
activities in the vicinity
of those civilians.” She
was addressing ‘normal’
Palestinian life under
Israeli occupation. For
some reason, the corpo-
rate media and U.S
leaders are unable to
acknowledge the terror
Palestinians  routinely
face under the collective
punishment of the Israeli

Israeli air strikes on the
Gaza Strip killed 52 peo-
ple Saturday, including
two severely handi-
capped women in acare
facility, medics said.

The toll made Saturday
the bloodiest day yet in
the five-day conflict, and
hiked the overall tall to
157.

The deadliest strike came
in the Tuffah district in
eastern Gaza City, where
18 people werekilled in
strikes that hit ahome
and amosque, emer-
gency services spokes-
man Ashraf al-Qudra
said.

Among at least 50 people
injured in the strike was
Hamas police chief Tay-
seer al-Batsh, who was
reportedly in critical con-
dition.

Elsewhere, three people
werekilled in Rafah in
southern Gaza, and one
person in Jabalia, in the
north of the coastal
enclave.

The evening strikes came
after defiant fightersin
Gaza responded to the
relentless I sraeli assault
by firing rockets towards
Israeli occupied territo-
ries, including long range
armaments that hit Tel
Aviv.

Earlier, eight people
werekilled inraids on
Gaza City, central al-
Bureij and northern

Jabalia

They included a
woman aged 25, and a
16-year-old, Qudra said.

And six men, includ-
ing two nephews of for-
mer Hamas premier
Ismail Haniya, were
killed in an afternoon
strike on the Sheikh Rad-
wan district of western
Gaza City.

Aged from 21 to 58, they
were sitting outside their
homes in the area when
the strike hit, eyewit-
nesses said.

Their deaths followed an
early morning strike that
killed two women at a
charitable association
housing the disabled in
Beit Lahiyain northern
Gaza.

The women, SuhaAbu
Saada and Ola Washahi,
both had severe mental
and physical handicaps,
association director
JamilaAlaywa said.

Four others were
wounded in the attack —
threeresidents and a
helper, she said.

Another three people
wereKkilled in eastern
Gaza City and threein an
attack on the western
side of town in early Sat-
urday attacks.

Earlier, Qudra announced
the deaths of eight other
Palestinians in raids that
hit targets including a
bank, two mosques and
the houses of Hamas
officials.

On Friday, the United
Nations said 77 percent
of those killed in the

Israeli raids were civil-
ians.

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to develop 'smart’
contact lens

Swiss drugmaker Novartis has struck an agreement with Goo-
gleto develop "smart" contact lenses that would help diabetics
to track their blood glucose levels or restore the eye's ability to
focus.

The device for diabetics would measure glucose in tear fluid
and send the data wirelessly to a mobile device, Novartis said.
The technology is potentially life-changing for many diabetics,
who prick their fingers as many as 10 times daily to check their
body's production of the sugar.

Success would allow Novartis to compete in aglobal blood-
sugar tracking market that is expected to be worth more than
$12 billion by 2017, according to research firm Global Data.
Diabetes afflicts an estimated 382 million people worldwide.

Many people with Type 1 diabetes and some with Type 2 dia-
betes monitor their blood glucose level to help to manage their
condition and reduce the risk of health complications such as
amputation and blindness.

Simon O'Neill, director of health intelligence at the charity
Diabetes UK, said the field would "welcome any investment in
new technology that might one day have the potential to make
this easier for people or to offer them more choice.”

He added, however, that without knowing more about this
technology "we have no idea how likely it is to develop into
something that is routinely available or how long this might
take to happen.”

The second element of the Google agreement is centred on
presbyopia, in which ageing eyes have trouble focusing on
close objects. Novartis hopes the lens technology will help to
restore the eye's ability to focus, almost like the autofocus on a
camera.

Embedded Technology

Non-invasive sensors, microchips and other miniaturized
electronics would be embedded into the contact lenses.

Under the dedl, Novartis's Alcon eyecare unit will further
develop and commercialise the lens technol ogies designed by
Google, the American company's devel opment team.

Financial details were not disclosed.

The alliance comes as drugmakers explore ways for technol-
ogy to reshape healthcare, helping patients to monitor their own
health and lowering the costs of managing chronic diseases.

In turn, technology companies such as Apple, Samsung Elec-
tronics and Google are trying to find health-related applications
for wearable devices.

Executive Joe Jimenez said he hoped that a product could be
on the market in about five years.

"Thisreally brings high-technology and combines it with
biology - and that's a very exciting combination for us," Jime-
nez told Reuters.

"I think you're going to see more and more areas of unmet
medical need where companies like Novartis are going to take a
non-traditional approach to addressing those needs."

Although the licensing deal is only for the eye, Jimenez said
the drugmaker was also thinking about how technology could
be applied in other areas, such as remote patient monitoring in
heart failure.
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UN human rights body to investigate
claims of | srae€li violationsin Gaza

The United Nations
Human Rights Council
(UNHRC) has agreed to
launch an international
inquiry into violations
that may have been com-
mitted during Israel's lat-
est military offensive in
Gaza.

Navi Pillay, the UN
high commissioner for
human rights, warned
earlier that lIsrael may
have committed war

crimes in its offensive
against Hamas in the
Gaza Strip, where hun-
dreds of Palestinian
civilians have been killed
in the past two weeks.

Pillay told an emer-
gency debate at the
UNHRC in Geneva that
Israel had not done
enough to protect civil-
ians.

"There seems to be a
strong possibility that

international law  has
been violated, in a man-
ner that could amount to
war crimes," Pillay said,
citing air strikes and the
shelling of homes and
hospitals. The killing of
civilians in Gaza, includ-
ing dozens of children,
raised concerns over
Israel's precautions and
its respect for propor-
tionality, she said.
She also condemned
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Hamas, the Islamist
movement that rules
Gaza, and other armed
Palestinian groups, for
their "indiscriminate

attacks” on Israel.

At the end of an emer-
gency session, the 47-
member Geneva state
forum adopted a resolu-
tion presented by Pales-
tinians by a vote of 29
states in favour, one
against (the  United
States) with 17 absten-
tions (including some
European Union mem-
bers).

Pillay's comments, in
a debate held at the
request of Egypt, Paki-
stan and the state of Pal-
estine (which has
observer status at the
UN), were in response to
a resolution calling for
an investigation into the
Gaza campaign,
launched on 8 July with
the declared objective of
halting rocket fire into
Israel.

The UN human rights
council body has a
majority that is pro-
Palestinian. Israel only
recently rejoined it after
a 20-month boycott.

The resolution called
for the urgent dispatch of
"an independent, interna-
tional commission of
inquiry" to investigate
"al violations of interna-
tional human rights law
and international human-
itarian law in the occu-
pied Palestinian territory,
including East Jerusa-
lem, particularly in the
occupied Gaza Strip".

On past precedent,
Israel would be highly
unlikely to cooperate
with any such investiga-
tion. That was its posi-
tion with the Goldstone
investigation into its
Operation Cast Lead
offensive of 2008-09,
which killed about 1,400
Palestinians in the Gaza
Strip. Israel rejected that
report as prejudiced and
full of errors, and dis-
missed the charge that it
had a policy of deliber-
ately targeting civilians.

Pillay also caled for
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an end to the blockade of
Gaza, the underlying rea-
son for the conflict and
an issue that will have to
be tackled if any cease-
fire is to endure

Israel's envoy to the
UNHRC, Eviatar Manor,

responded to Pillay's
comments by accusing
Hamas of committing

war crimes and insisted
that Israel was acting as
any other state would in
seeking to defend its citi-
zens. "There can be no
moral symmetry between
a terrorist aggressor and
a democracy defending
itself," he argued.

Hamas, he said, was a
terrorist organisation, not
the Salvation Army. It
was responsible for civil-
ian casualties because it
was using people as
"human shields’.

Riyadh Malki, the Pal-
estinian foreign minister,
appealed to the interna-
tional  community for
Israel to be held account-
able for its actions in
Gaza. "How many mar-
tyrs must die before
Israel puts an end to its
aggression?"' he asked.

Pillay, whose term at
the UNHRC is due to
end shortly, has been
active in trying to high-
light the issue of war
crimes committed in
Syria. But she has failed
to overcome divisions in
the UN security council,
which have prevented
attempts to get the Syr-
ian government referred
to the international crim-
inal court.

Thelast major cli-
mate change was an
ice age and the world
isin thefinal stages of
that event.

the polar ice cap. Many
highly-respected scientists
disagree that global warming
isthe result of human-
caused pollution any more
than it can cause powerful
hurricanes, tsunamis, earth-
quakes, floods, and even
solar flares. This school of
thought views earth changes
as being the result of the nat-
ural processes found in an
evolving living planet and its
sun. While the cause of glo-
bal warming remains contro-
versial, both sides agree that
it'savery rea environmental
threat to the world as you
know it.

3. Deforestation
When aregion losesiits bio-
diversity, it becomes more
vulnerable to other environ-
mental elements. Deforesta-
tion disrupts the natural bal-
ance of ecological systems
in the area where the trees
have been harvested and far
beyond. Food production
can be impacted due to
drought and erosion directly
linked to the loss of forests.

4. Ozone Deterioration
Chemicals and chlorofluoro-
carbons pollutants are
created by industry and agri-
culture. They have anega-
tive impact the ozone layer.
The lack of strict enforce-
ment of laws to prevent the
use of such pollutants com-
pounds the situation. World
governments that continue to
alow various pollutants into
the environment impede the
recovery of the ozone layer.

5.Acid Rain
Acidrain is created by
excessive sulfuric and nitric
acid being pumped into the
atmosphere, rivers, oceans,
and land. While some acid
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rain is the byproduct of the
natural processes of decay-
ing vegetation and volcanic
activity, the current crisis
comes directly from the
burning of fossil fuels. Water
becomes toxic when acid
rain imbues the oceans or
lakes with an absorption
quality that cause the water
to absorb soil-based alumi-
num and poisons the aquatic
plant and marine life.

6. Dead Zonesin the
Ocean
Another harmful source of
excessive nitrogen being
dumped into the oceans can
be traced back to agricultural
practices of over-fertilization
of crops, lawns and gardens.
The end result has been the
creation of over 160 dead
zones throughout the world's
oceans.

The oceans' eco-systems
are dependent upon the natu-
ral process of organic ocean
matter known as phyto-
plankton, which is found on
ocean surfaces. This eventu-
ally breaks down and filters
to the bottom of the ocean
floor where it's broken down
further by ocean floor bacte-
ria. This processis called
bacterial respiration.

When too much nitrogen
feeds the phytoplankton, like
any fertilized crop, it begins
to overproduce. The bacteria
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are unable to break down the
plankton fast enough and the
chemical processes that con-
vert carbon dioxide into
oxygen can't keep up. The
oxygen is used up quicker
than it can be produced. The
plankton chokes out the
flow of water and oxygen so
that marine and plant life die
from the lack of oxygen.

7. Species Extinction
An alarming rate of species
extinction is happening
worldwide. As of 2010, the
rate of lossis estimated to
be more than 1,000 times
the normal rate. Greater
preservation tactics and
strategies are needed with
laws put into place to protect
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species. Once more, man-
made pollution is the culprit
aong with land encroach-
ment by developers. Both
causes are created by consu-
mer demands as people
branch out into areas that
were once remote habitats
for various species.

An example of successful
endangered species preser-
vation isthe American
national symbol, the bald
eagle. In the 1960s, there
were fewer than 470 eagle
nestlings. As of 2010, there
were over 7,000 nestlingsin
the United States. This
increase in the bald eagle
population demonstrates
how threatened species can
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be brought back from the
brink of extinction. More and
more animal's and other
forms of wildlife are being
added to the endangered spe-
cieslist each year.

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U.S. Mortgage Applica-
tions Uptick Early July

According to the Mortgage Bankers Association's
(MBA) Weekly Mortgage Applications Survey for the
week ending July 4, 2014, mortgage applications
increased 1.9 percent from one week earlier.

The Market Composite Index, a measure of mortgage
loan application volume, increased 1.9 percent on a sea-
sonally adjusted basis from one week earlier. Onan
unadjusted basis, the Index decreased 19 percent com-
pared with the previous week.

The Refinance Index increased 0.4 percent from the
previous week. The seasonally adjusted Purchase Index
increased 4 percent from one week earlier. The unad-
justed Purchase Index decreased 17 percent compared
with the previous week and was 10 percent lower than
the same week one year ago.

The refinance share of mortgage activity decreased to
52 percent of total applications from 53 percent the pre-
vious week. The adjustable-rate mortgage (ARM) share
of activity remained unchanged at 8 percent of total
applications.

The average contract interest rate for 30-year fixed-
rate mortgages with conforming loan balances
($417,000 or less) increased to 4.32 percent from 4.28
percent, with pointsincreasing to 0.16 from 0.14
(including the origination fee) for 80 percent oan-to-
valueratio (LTV) loans. The effective rate increased
from last week.

The average contract interest rate for 30-year fixed-
rate mortgages with jumbo loan balances (greater than
$417,000) decreased to 4.24 percent from 4.26 percent,
with points increasing to 0.16 from 0.06 (including the
origination fee) for 80 percent LTV loans. The effective
rate increased from last week.

The average contract interest rate for 30-year fixed-
rate mortgages backed by the FHA increased to 4.02
percent from 3.99 percent, with pointsincreasing to -

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You Are Not Alone — 85%
of Americans Will Suffer
From Back Pain

As the title indicated above,
the vast majority of Americans
will at one point of their life
suffer with back pain. In this
column, | will be addressing
this condition and attempt to
deliver a basic understanding
of this condition. | will also
talk about the major causes of
back pain and how it can be helped.

Back pain is a very common condition; in fact it is the
second most common reason for doctor’s visits in the
United States. It accounts for approximately $100 billion
of the healthcare cost. There are many causes to this
back pain. Serious causes of which require thoroughly
investigation by the physician include but not limited to,
infections, tumors, and inflammatory diseases.

Fortunately, the vast majority of back pain causes
(approximately 85%) are what we call “mechanical
causes’, these include but not limited to joint misalign-
ments, work-place and car accident injuries, overuse of
back muscles, degeneration of spina joints, postural
changes, and disc problems. While there are many
causes of back pain, | would like to address a common
cause which | see frequently in my clinic — overuse of
the back muscles also known as overuse syndrome.

Overuse syndrome is basically when a person who
works in a certain occupation, such as a factory assembly
line or arestaurant uses the same repetitive body motion
over and over again. Just like any other part of the body,
the back muscles can be affected with overuse syndrome.
This repetitive motion creates microtraumas to the mus-
cles, which are basically small tears, that cause the mus-
cles and surrounding joints to traumatize, weaken, and
become painful .

There are many ways back pain can treated. Depend-
ing on the cause, treatment can include chiropractic reha-
bilitation, physical therapy, medications, steroid injec-
tions, or as a last option, surgery. However, back pain
caused by overuse syndrome can be managed in a more
conservative manner without the need of invasive proce-
dure.

The patient and doctor should first focus on the cause
of pain by addressing the work environment. To accom-
plish this, the patient should, first, and before his or her
job starts warm up with basic stretches to the muscles. It
is also appropriate to take small breaks after vigorous
repetitive motion. In addition, proper techniques to per-
forming the job should be taught to the patient to avoid
injuries.  Second, treatments such as spinal manipula-
tions in conjunction with other rehabilitative modalities
such as ice, heat, electrical stimulation, exercises and
muscle release techniques can be beneficial in reducing
muscle and joint involvement of this disease. Third, if
pain persists and conservative management fails, a spe-
cialist referral should be encouraged. Finally, and as
always, it is best to consult your doctor early on before
other parts of your body become involved and prior to
starting any treatment.

Lat-
ter in biblical times, Frank-
incense and Myrrh, the
most valuable commodity
of that time, originated in
Yemen.  Also then most
goods from Indiaand China
passed through Yemen on
their way to the Mediterra-
nean.

Unofficial esti-
mates are that gat accounts
for one-third of the domes-

tic economy.

After traveling for several
days we returned to Sanaa
to have teawith Sharaf's
family, where | met and
played with his twin grand-
daughters. Early the next
morning we would start a
week-long trip that would
take us to the southern coast
at Bir Ali and Al-Mukalla,
then to Wadi Hadramawt,
and then into the eastern
desert. We would then travel
across the desert on the
boarder with SaudiaArabia
to Marib, which was home
to the Queen of Sheba.

In order to travel outside
the western highlands, one
needsto file atravel itiner-
ary with the government and
carry lots of copiesto give
out at the police check-
points. Given that Yemen
wants safe tourists, there are
alot of police checkpoints.
Often policeman will often
ride in the vehicle between
checkpoints.

AK-47s & Knives

After crossing the central
desert highlands, wego to a
fertile valley called Wadi
Hadramawt. As Sharaf
rounded a corner, the five
hundred tightly-clustered
skyscrapers of the town of
Shibam jutted out from the
flat valley floor. Rightly so,
Shibam is often called "The
Manhattan of the Desert”.

Many of the tower houses
are 7 stories tall and rise
over 100 feet tall. Amaz-
ingly they are built from
adobe, then the facades are
covered in patterns of brown
and light-colored lime plas-
ter.

After seeing many of
townsin Wadi Hadramawt
we headed back across the
desert, somewhat near the
Saudi boarder, to Marib the
ancient center of the Sheba
Civilization. Thisciviliza-
tion had amazing accom-
plishments including adam
that was 2,200 feet long and
was 50 feet high at its mid-
point that lasted for over
1,300 years.

Lexus recently unveiled the
production version of its all-
new NX compact crossover
in majestic Whistler, British
Colombia, a couple hours
northeast of Vancouver.
While the automaker essen-
tialy created the crossover
segment with itswildly
popular RX, thisisitsfirst
offering in the compact
arena, which isliterally
bursting at the seams with
talented options like the
AcuraRDX, Audi Q5,
BMW X3 and Mercedes-
Benz GLK....

It'sthe nose, isn't it? You're
still looking at the nose.
And | don't blame you.

How could you not? The
NX's fascia has the most
Predator-like design of any
modern Lexus. In profile
and from adistance, the NX
reminded me of one of
those phallic-shaped three-
wheelers driven by Gold-
member in an Austin Pow-
ers movie. But that image
faded as | started my walk
around the mini ute, and the
awkward looks grew on me
after acouple of daysin the
saddle.

One could mistake the
NX for amini version of
RX, the superstar in the
Lexus stable. But compar-
ing the two vehicles side-
by-side dispels any real
comparisons. Unlike the
RX, which is based on the
Camry, the NX getsits
bones from the Toyota
RAV4. While that raised
some concern, Lexus prom-
ises that 90 percent of the
platform has been upgraded,
strengthened or modified, so
much so that the two vehi-
cleswouldn't feel related at
all. And they were right.

Set to ship late thisfall,
the NX will be offered with
two engine options. The
200t will use an all-new 2.0-
liter turbocharged direct
injection four-cylinder, a
first for Lexus. Using a
twin-scroll turbocharger, the
new engine produces 235 hp
and 258 |b.-ft. of torque —
landing between the boosted
2.0-liter found in the Audi
Q5 (220 hp) and the BMW
X3 (240 hp). Lexus claims
the AWD NX should
achieve 21 mpg city and 28
mpg on the highway.

For the Toyota hybrid

crowd power, the NX 300h
employs Lexus Hybrid
Drive system with a 154 hp,
2.5-liter Atkinson-cycle
engine paired to a 141 hp
electric motor. It's basically
the same setup found in the
ES 300h, but makes alittle
less power. In addition, the
300h is aso outfitted with a
continuously variable trans-
mission (CVT), instead of
the 200t’s six-speed auto-
matic transmission. The
300h should realize 33 mpg
city and 30 on the highway.
If you can get past the
bulbous nose — and that's a
sizable "if" to overcome —
the NX is arather attractive
machine, incorporating
Lexus's spindle grille,
which is surrounded by pair
of LED headlamps, fog
lamps, and daytime running
lamps. Inside, the NX is
stylish and comfortable. The
front seats are designed with
alow hip point for an
improved driver position as

well as increased headroom.
Both the regular and sport
seats are comfortable and
support you in all the right
areas. However, the sport
seats are not designed for
“big boned” lads like
myself, and come off abit
claustrophobic.

The rear seats are spec-
tacular; Lexus spent extra
time ensuring adult passen-
gerswill fit comfortably.
Like most compact utes, it
looks like a full-size person
will have to be shoe-horned
into the back (officially
rated at just 36.1 inches of

legroom). The NX feels far
more spacious in the back
than those numbers would
suggest, and is one of the
roomier compact Crossovers
I’'ve sat in. In fact, we
coaxed one of our 6-foot, 3-
inch hoststo sit in the NX’s
rear seat and he had plenty

of head and leg room
to move about, even
with the front seat set
far back. (Well, more
room than an econ-
omy seat in any air-
plane.)

That spaciousness
takes atoll on storage,
where the trunk only

petitor. You'll have to
pack prudently for a
weekend getaway,
especialy if you have
kids.

Technlogy-wise, the
NX isalittle above
average. All of the lat-
est driver assists are
ontap like apre-
collision system,
adaptive cruise con-
trol, blind spot moni-
toring, rear cross traf-
fic aert and lane
departure warning;
inside, there's anew
touchpad controller in
the center console that
operates all the navi-

gation and radio functions.
Despite Lexus' effortsto
position this crossover asa
sportier vehicle, it just isn’t.
That isn’t to say the car was
apleasure to drive; The
steering is responsive and
lively, it held the road
admirably during fast

sweeping turns, and
absorbed all road imperfec-
tions quite well. The ute did
heel alittlemorethan |
would' ve liked, but that
won't be a problem, unless
you drive the vehicle like a
sports car.

Lexus claims the NX will
accelerate from zero to 60
mph in seven seconds flat
with the optional all-wheel
drive (AWD) system. Front-
wheel drive (FWD) is atad
slower. On the road, both
engines provided adequate
get-up-and-go, but the
nearly 4,000-1b. vehicle
could use more power.
Determining valueis
quite hard here as Lexus
wasn't forthcoming about
price. However, it did say
the NX will be positioned
competitively with its peers
and lower than the $42,000
RX. We're guessing the NX
will carry aprice tag
between $37,000 and
$40,000. At that price, lux-
ury buyers should be happy.
Yes, the NX could use more
power, but offers top-notch
styling, superb comfort and
an above averageride. And a
surprising amount of interior
room.
That is, if you don't mind
people looking like they've
just seen a Predator.
