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US Green leader Jill Stein in spat with Democrat’s AOC over ‘Gaza genocide denial’

Ocasio-Cortez (AOC) has run into a social me-

dia spat after the leader of America’s left-wing
Green Party accused her of supporting “genocide”
over Israel’s war on Gaza.

P rominent Democrat Congresswoman Alexandra

Jill Stein claimed in a radio interview that AOC was
promoting Democratic Party talking points which hint
at “colonialism and white supremacy” in response to a
discussion about the several times the Green Party had
failed to win elections.

Stein was interviewed by political commentator Angela
Rye on The Breakfast Club radio show, which aired on,
with a segment of the interview discussing AOC going
viral on social media and triggering a war of words be-
tween the two politicians.

The Green Party leader is running for the presidency in
US elections in November, giving voters a third option
alongside Democrat candidate Kamala Harris and Re-
publican Donald Trump, but the US political system his-
torically favours the two-party system and leaves little
room for minority groups or independents.

The Green Party historically has rarely performed well
in local or national elections and does not currently
have any seats in the Senate or House of Representa-
tives. It first gained national attention in 2000 when its

leaders gained 1.7 percent of the vote during the presi-
dential election won by George W. Bush.

During the radio interview, Rye listed the six times Stein
had lost elections and asked what
her “winning strategy” was this
time. Rye was criticised for the
harsh approach by social media us-
ers who defended Stein’s record.
In response, Stein said Rye was us-
ing a framing “of the empire, and
the oligarch, and colonialism and
white supremacy which wants you
to feel resistance is futile”.

Rye, an attorney, hit back and
said she was not “parroting white
supremacy” to which the Green
leader said she was promoting
“talking points” of the Democratic
Party.

Stein went on to claim that it was
a talking point recently used by
progressive Congresswoman Oca-
sio-Cortez to which Rye hit back, saying the AOC which
the Green Party leader doesn't is an election win.
The exchange was widely shared on social media plat-

form X on Thursday which prompted AOC to repost a
segment of the interview on X.

“Nobody needs talking points to know Jill Stein hasn’t
won so much as a bingo game in the last decade,” she
said.

Ocasio-Cortez, who was the
youngest woman to be elected to
Congress aged 29, went on to say
that if Stein gave “a damn about
people” then “you organise, build
power and infrastructure, and
win”.

In response, Stein wrote on X:
“Well @AOC, you supporting
genocide was NOT on my hingo
card, but the Democrats have a
way of changing people who say
they’re going to ‘change the party
from the inside.
Palestinian-American  politician
and Georgia State Representative
Ruwa Romman rebuked Stein, de-
scribing her comment as “vile” and
said AOC was “one of the first to call what’s happening
in Gaza a genocide”.

“And AOC, like so many of us, understand the seri-

ous threat of a second Trump term. No one would be
talking about Stein negatively if she'd focused her ef-
forts in safe states,” the representative wrote.
Stein currently leads Democrat presidential candidate
Kamala Harris among Arab-Americans, according to the
Council on Islamic-American Relations (CAIR), but has
been criticised by some for her party’s perceived soft
touch on Syria’s Bashar Al-Assad and Russia’s Vladimir
Putin.

Stein faced fresh scrutiny over past comments about
the Syrian regime and was forced to issue a statement
on to clarify that she held an “anti-interventionist” po-
sition on Syria but opposed Assad.

Ocasio-Cortez, recognised for her progressive policies
of the ‘Squad’, a four-member group of Democratic
women, has faced criticism for her apparent selective
approach to criticism of Israel’s war in Gaza.

She called Gaza an “unfolding genocide” during a
speech in the House of Representatives in March and
said Israel’s war was a “mass starvation of people”, but
critics say she has been quieter about the suffering in
the enclave since then.

AQC also called for the halt of US weapons transfers to
Israel, which recently received $3.5 billion to spend on
American-manufactured weapons and equipment.
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Historic US hate crimes hearing
overshadowed by senator’s ‘ex-
tremism’ on Muslim advocate

of hate crime in the US was overshadowed by a series
of questions seemingly accusing an Arab speaker of
supporting Hamas, Hezbollah and Iran.

A historic US congressional hearing on the proliferation

At the centre of the hearing was the case of Wadea Al-Fayoumi, a 6-year-
old Palestinian boy from Plainfield, Illinois near Chicago, who was stabbed
to death by his family’s landlord 11 months ago, reportedly because of his
background. According to New Arab.

In his remarks, Senator Dick Durban of lllinois, who was chairing the hear-
ing, pointed to the danger by white supremacists in the US.

“Since 2000, according to federal law enforcement, white supremacists
have been responsible for more homicides than any other domestic ex-
tremist group,” he said, adding that public figures have a responsibility to
not incite hatred.

However, by the end of the hearing, the focus on cases such as that Al-Fay-
oumi were had been overshadowed by an unusual line of questioning of
one of the speakers.

Republican US Senator John Kennedy accused a leading Muslim civil rights
advocate, Arab American Institute Executive Director Maya Berry, of sup-
porting extremism during a Senate hearing on hate incidents in the US,
drawing criticism from many rights groups.

“You support Hamas, do you not?” Kennedy told Berry, who replied by say-
ing: “You asking the executive director of the Arab American Institute that
question very much puts the focus on the issue of hate in our country.”

In a follow-up question, the senator asked, “You support Hezbollah, too,
don’t you?” He later told her, “You should hide your head in a bag.”
Berry repeatedly said in her responses that she did not support those
groups, and added that she found the line of questioning “extraordinarily
disappointing.”

Hamas, which carried out a deadly 7 Oct. attack on Israel, and Hezbollah are
both designated as “foreign terrorist organisations” by the US government.
Multiple rights advocates denounced Senator Kennedy.

“Itis absolutely reprehensible that a US senator would weaponise the racial
identity of a witness and accuse her of supporting terrorism by using an
anti-Arab and anti-Muslim trope in a hearing meant to tackle precisely that
kind of bigotry,” Council on American Islamic Relations Government Affairs
Director Robert McCaw told news agency Reuters.

“This harassment is alarming,” Muslim American advocacy group Engage
Action said.

James Zogby, president of the Arab American Institute, who attended hear-
ing, told The New Arab that he thought Berry’s answers were “masterful.”
“Maya didn’t take the bait. She focused on the broader issues after she was
asked demeaning questions. She remained on the high ground,” he said.
“In the end, Senator Kennedy provided her with the opportunity to re-
spond, and she scored the final point with her ability to turn the tables on
him,” he added.

Despite widespread praise for Berry’s responses by advocacy groups, Zog-
by pointed to a more concerning aspect to Berry’s exchange with Kennedy,
which is the possibility that his comments may have now exposed her to
public threats against her, the very reason many advocates felt the need to
convene such a hearing.

The Democratic-led Senate Judiciary Committee, which organised hearing,
also condemned the senator and called Berry’s response to him “powerful.”

Rights advocates have warned about rising threats against American Mus-
lims, Arabs and Jews since the eruption of Israel’s war on Gaza.

US incidents in recent months include the attempted drowning of a 3-year-
old Muslim girl in Texas, the fatal stabbing of a 6-year-old Muslim boy in
lllinois, the stabbing of a Muslim man in Texas, the beating of a Muslim man
in New York, threats of violence against Jews at Cornell University that led
to a conviction and sentencing, and an unsuccessful plot to attack a New
York City Jewish centre.
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Rashida Tlaib slams US
bill to ban ‘made in Pal-
estine’ labelling

S Congresswoman Rashida Tlaib has slammed attempts by
U lawmakers to ban the label ‘Made in Palestine’, after a Senate

Judiciary hearing on was used to promote the proposal.
The Palestinian-American representative urged her fellow lawmakers
to vote against the bill, saying that a ‘yes’ vote would be “erasing the
existence of Palestinians”. According to New Arab.
Tlaib, a member of the Democrat’s left-leaning ‘The Squad’ bloc, has
consistently criticised Israeli abuses against Palestinians.
“It seeks to erase Palestine, from products produced by Palestinians on
Palestinian farms,” Tlaib said on the House floor.
“It requires products, from large potion of Palestine, including on in-
cluding settlements, defined under international law, to be labelled
‘made in Israel’”
Israeli settlements are considered illegal under international law, how-
ever, their expansion has continued under successive Israeli govern-
ments, most notably with the current one.
The international community, including the US, do not recognise the
settlements as part of Israel, however Washington has long faced criti-
cism for doing little to curb their expansion.
In the same speech, Tlaib slammed lawmakers’ use of a Tuesday Sen-
ate Judiciary Committee hearing on the murder of Palestinian-Amer-
ican child Wadea al-Fayoume, to launch attacks on Palestinians and
their advocates.
Al-Fayoume was stabbed to death in October 2023 by his mother’s
landlord in what authorities have described as an anti-Palestinian, an-
ti-Muslim attack.
“Anti-Arab, anti Muslim and anti Palestinian hate was on full display at
the senates Judiciary Committee meeting,” Tlaib said.
“A hearing that-was intended Mr Speaker, to address The deadly ha-
tred that killed six-year-old boy Wadea. He was stabbed 26 times in
Chicago. That’s what our senators used, that moment to promote the
very hate that is against many of our communities.”
According to a report by The Chicago Sun Times on the hearing, Re-
publican representatives offered no condolences to Wadea’s mother,
who was also injured in the attack that killed her son.
The republicans present, including Senators Lindsey Graham, Ted Cruz
and John Cornyn, reportedly used the opportunity to speak about al-
leged anti-semitism on US college campuses
During the hearing, Republican Senator John Kennedy pressed one of
the witnesses, Arab American Institute executive director Maya Berry,
on whether she supports Hamas and Hezbollah.
“You support Hamas, don’t you?” Kennedy was quoted as saying to
Berry by the Chicago Sun Times.
“I think it is exceptionally disappointing that you are looking at an Arab
American witness before you and saying, ‘You support Hamas,'” Berry
replied, rejecting the accusations.
Tlaib, a Michigan representative and progressive Democrat, has shed
light on Israel’s brutal ongoing war on Gaza which has killed over
40,000 Palestinians and injured over 90,000 others so far.

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Muslim-American coalition
urges support for pro-Pal-
estine candidates in US
presidential election

coalition of Muslim-American groups announced that it
A will not endorse Democratic candidate Kamala Harris in
the November presidential election.
Instead, the coalition encouraged Muslim voters to support pro-Palestine
candidates such as Green Party nominee Jill Stein, Justice for All nominee
Cornel West, or others who back a ceasefire in Gaza and an arms embargo
on Israel. According to Anadolu Agency.
“After extensive consultation, discussion, and deliberation, the American
Muslim 2024 Election Task Force has decided to encourage American Mus-
lims to vote for any presidential candidate of their choosing who supports a
permanent ceasefire in Gaza and a U.S. arms embargo on the Israeli govern-
ment, such as candidates Jill Stein, Cornel West or Chase Oliver,” it said in a
statement.
It also noted a recent community poll show many American Muslims plan to
vote Stein while some others still plan to vote for Harris “to advance various
policy issues or help prevent former President Trump from returning to the
White House”.
The task force also condemned former President Donald Trump for his rhet-
oric toward Haitian and Latino migrants and for using “Palestinian as a racist
slur,” recommending that no American Muslim voters support his candidacy.
American Muslim 2024 Election Task Force is a newly formed coalition that
includes several prominent Muslim organizations, such as Americans for Jus-
tice in Palestine (AJP), CAIR, the ICNA Council for Social Justice, and the US
Council of Muslim Organizations (USCMO).
Explaining the reason why they cannot endorse Harris’ candidacy, the group
cited her refusal to consider imposing an arms embargo on Israel amid its
ongoing war in Gaza, which has killed nearly 41,300 people, mostly women
and children.
It added that the “ongoing genocide in Gaza remains a top priority” for the
Muslim-American communities, and praised lill Stein, Cornel West, and
Chase Oliver for showing “moral clarity”.
On the other hand, the group accused Harris of failing propose “any actual
changes to US policy”.
“As a matter of principle, we simply cannot support a presidential candidate
who participated in enabling a genocide and then refused to lay out any con-
crete plans to end that genocide, all while refusing to even acknowledge that
a genocide is occurring,” the statement said.
The Uncommitted National Movement, an organization that is mobilizing
“uncommitted” primary votes in protest of the Biden administration’s policy
in the Gaza Strip, also announced Thursday it would not endorse Vice Presi-
dent Kamala Harris for president.
Although Muslim-Americans represent just one percent of the US popula-
tion, their votes in key swing states such as Michigan, Georgia, and Pennsyl-
vania could sway the election.
In the battleground state of Michigan, over 300,000 individuals of Middle
Eastern and North African descent reside, accounting for about 3.1% of the
state’s population.
In February, more than 100,000 Democratic voters in Michigan chose “un-
committed” in the state’s presidential primary election after the uncommit-
ted campaign urged voters to protest President Joe Biden’s Gaza policy as
he sought reelection.
In 2020, Biden defeated Trump in Michigan by a margin of just over 150,000
votes, a significant contrast to 2016, when Trump won by less than 11,000
votes against Democratic candidate Hillary Clinton.

Trump’s campaign hopes to convince a signifi-
cant number of this community by leveraging
their fury at Biden’s support for Israel’s crimes
in Gaza. This could contribute to her loss in the
presidential elections, which opinion polls in-
dicate will be extremely close. After all, there
are precedents for Democratic nominees los-
ing due to lacklustre support in their elector-
al base, as Hillary Clinton did in 2016 - even
though opinion polls at the time predicted her

The Democratic Party’s alignment with Israel
and disregard for Palestinians was on display
at the party conference in Chicago last month,
where no Palestinian American was allowed to
speak about the suffering in Gaza - while an Is-
raeli hostage’s family member was readily giv-
en a platform.

Harris’s speech at the conference was also dis-
appointing, with the presidential hopeful reaf-
firming her staunch support for Israel, while
adding some hollow words of sympathy for
civilian victims in Gaza.

Nevertheless, many fear that not voting for her,
or voting for a third candidate, like the Green
Party’s Jill Stein or independent Cornel West,
will in effect be a vote for Republican presi-
dential nominee Donald Trump. He will likely
benefit from every vote the Democrats lose,
and even if he doesn’t win this time, such an
increase could change the course of the subse-
quent elections in his favour.

Though it may seem like a clear choice to some-
just a case of punishing the Biden administra-
tion for its complicity in the genocide being
perpetrated in Gaza - it isn’t that simple. Trump
is no better, nor less brutal, than Biden or Har-
ris, and his zealous support for Israel has no re-
straints, not to mention the danger he poses to
Arab and Muslim Americans themselves.

Weaponising fury

Faced with this dilemma, Arab and Muslim
American activists (not including African-Amer-
ican Muslims, most of whom historically vote
for the Democratic candidate) are considering
the options available. None are ideal, however,
and each present possible political and ethical
repercussions.

For most Arabs and Muslims, a clear red line
they will not cross is voting for Trump. Though
this doesn’t mean a minority won’t do so, as
in 2016. Trump’s campaign has also been keen
to attract some Arab and Muslim votes, espe-
cially in swing states like Michigan, Pennsylva-
nia, Georgia, Minnesota, Wisconsin and North
Carolina - or at least, stop them from voting
for Harris. To achieve this, special coordinators
have been appointed to communicate with
American Arabs and Muslims, like Trump’s
son-in-law’s father, Massad Boulos, a Leba-
nese-born business tycoon.

a landslide victory.

Former Vice President Al Gore also lost to Re-
publican candidate George W. Bush in 2000 by
a few hundred votes in Florida, where the Mus-
lim vote was decisive.

Limited choices

In reality, there are four options for Arab and
Muslim voters. The first is that they can swal-
low the bitter pill and vote for Harris and the
Democrats in the presidential, senate and
house elections. After all, Trump and the Re-
publicans are even more supportive of Israel,
and the ex-president has made public threats
to reinstate the ban on citizens from Arab and
Muslim countries entering the US, which he in-
troduced back in 2017.

Trump also threatened to cut scholarships for
American university students who demon-
strate in solidarity with Palestine, and ensure
those with student visas are expelled. Some of
his assistants have said he wants to shut down
Arab and Islamic organisations in the US.

Supporters of this voting strategy additionally
argue that there are sympathisers within the
Democratic Party who can be worked with
and who could exert pressure on Harris if she
becomes president. In contrast, there are no
genuine or influential allies among the Repub-
licans.

The problem with this, however, is that most

e

Arab and Muslim voters are unlikely to do this
on ethical grounds.

The second option is to punish the Demo-
crats in the presidential elections by voting
uncommitted, abstaining, or voting for a third
presidential candidate, and only voting for the
Democratic candidates in the senate and house
elections. This would result in a divided gov-
ernment if Trump wins the presidency with the
Democrats winning congress.

Some feel this would limit Trump’s ability to
harm American Arabs and Muslims, as Con-
gress wouldn’t be under his control. For the
same reason, it could curb his ability to sup-
port Israel - once the Democrats understand
they’ll pay a price for neglecting this voter bloc.
However, success is far from guaranteed with
this strategy. For a start, many voters may be
confused on the day when trying to distinguish
between the different nominees - with the
presidential, senate and house candidates all
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appearing on the same ballot.

Additionally, if Harris wins despite the absence
of this bloc of voters, this may further under-
mine their influence within the Democratic Par-
ty on issues that concern them.

Moreover, this approach could lead to a Trump
presidency for the next four years, with possi-
bly an even higher level of blind bias towards
Israel. Allies in social justice movements could
therefore blame them for Trump’s victory.
The other option would be to vote for a third
presidential candidate, as well as refusing to
vote for any democratic nominee in the con-
gressional and state elections, to punish those
who stood with Israel. This would see the Arab
and Muslim community endure four years of
harassment and marginalisation if Trump won
as a result, but the hope is that in exchange,
the Democrats would realise their error and
change their policies for the midterm elections
in 2026, and the presidential elections after
them in 2028.

Similarly to the previous option, the pitfalls
would be that Trump becomes president, and
the Republicans could also win a majority in
both the House and the Senate.

The final path that they could take is to vote
uncommitted in the presidential election, and
blame the Democrats if they lose. But, this
carries the same risks as the second and third
options.

In the end, there are no good options when
it comes to how Arab and Muslim Americans
could vote in November’s elections, and in or-
der for them to have any collective impact, the
outcome will need to be very close. Indeed,
with each path the risks seem to outweigh
the slim chance the outcome has of possible
positive aspects, which is why they will need
to weigh up every option before casting their
votes.

UN spokesman Stephane Dujarric said” Repeated
displacements separate families and erode social
protection systems, especially for women and chil-
dren”.

As for humanitarian missions, Dujarric reported that
only 37 humanitarian missions to the northern Gaza
Strip were facilitated during the first two weeks of
this month out of 94 planned missions, and only 50
percent of the 243 coordinated humanitarian mis-
sions in the southern Gaza Strip were facilitated.

The Paris court confirmed the September 2022 ruling, which had de-
manded Yemenia Airways pay a fine of 225,000 euros ($248,000), the
maximum allowed at the time by law. According to AFP.

Flight Yemenia 626 was on approach to Moroni, the capital of the Co-
moros islands that lie between Mozambique and Madagascar, on June
29, 2009, after departing from the airport in the Yemeni capital Sanaa.
Among the 142 passengers and 11 crew were 66 French citizens head-
ing to France’s overseas territory of Mayotte, part of the Comoros ar-
chipelago.

Just before 11:00 pm, the Airbus A310 plunged into the Indian Ocean
with its engines running at full throttle, killing everyone on board ex-
cept Bahia Bakari, then just 12 years old.

Investigators and experts found there was nothing wrong with the air-
craft, blaming instead “inappropriate actions by the crew during the
approach to Moroni airport, leading to them losing control”.
Prosecutors accused the company of pilot training programmes “rid-
dled with gaps” and of continuing to fly to Moroni at night despite
several non-functioning landing lights.

The presiding judge in 2022 found that, even though the airline had
complied with all regulations, there were “two cases of carelessness
directly linked to the accident”.

She faulted the continued night flights to Moroni despite the light out-
ages and the assignment of a co-pilot with “weak spots” in his training.
Around 560 people had joined the suit as plaintiffs, many of them
from the region around Marseille in southern France, home to many
of the victims.

The presiding judge of the appeals court on confirmed the 2022 ver-
dict.

A is undoubtedly the most crucial. This divine connection shapes all other
relationships—whether with fellow humans, family, community, or state.

Notably, the Quran often pairs commands with references to divine attributes, em-
phasizing that each obligation stems from a specific attribute of Allah. Those who
observe Shariah duties with the understanding that these duties are linked to divine
attributes grasp the essence of the Shariah.
The Concept of lhsan and Its Role in Divine Awareness
By acting upon the commands of the Shariah with this knowledge, people can dis-
cern which divine attributes are reflected in them. The Prophet Muhammad (peace
and blessings be upon him) described this understanding as ihsan—worshiping Allah
as though one sees Him. This perception is rooted in the recognition of a divine attri-
bute within every command of the Shariah, coupled with the awareness that Allah’s
watchful eyes are always upon them.
Misconceptions About Divine Attributes and Human Aspirations
At this juncture, it is crucial to address a common misconception. Fulfilling the ob-
ligations derived from divine attributes is one thing; aspiring to become an incarna-
tion of divinity is quite another. The latter is patently false and un-Islamic.
The Shariah is intended to help humans maintain their relationship with Allah, with
the underlying goal that they should, both outwardly and inwardly, fulfill the obliga-
tions necessitated by divine attributes. Human perfection lies in striving towards this
goal in accordance with Shariah.
The Limits of Human Aspiration: Prophethood vs. Divinity
Prophethood, in itself, represents the pinnacle of perfection. However, it is a divine
favor and not something that can be acquired; Allah bestows it upon whom He wills.
However, some individuals, lacking sufficient knowledge and understanding, do not
seek to align themselves with divine attributes. Instead, they mistakenly aspire to
become an incarnation of the divine. Their practices are not aimed at becoming per-
fect servants of Allah but at acquiring divine attributes and merging with the divine.
This approach is contrary to the Shari‘ah, which aims only to mold individuals into
perfect and obedient servants of Allah.
The Proper Approach to Self-Development According to Sharia
The self-development recommended by the Sharia is directed towards this goal.
Those who attempt to approximate divinity are misguided both in their conception
and execution. They mistakenly believe that, since Allah is independent, they too
should strive for independence. Similarly, they attempt to emulate other divine attri-
butes, such as self-sufficiency and knowledge, including knowledge of the unseen.
They engage in spiritual exercises to attain these attributes, and even when they ful-
fill the obligations of the Sharia, their motives are flawed and un-Islamic. For them,
these obligations are merely means to an end. At some point, they become willing to
violate Sharia restrictions, viewing them as obstacles to their pursuits.

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Sudanese culture being looted, sold online
as conflict rages on

udan’s invaluable archaeo-
S logical treasures are being

looted from museums, with
smugglers transporting ancient
artifacts out of the war-torn country
and selling them online. Over a
year of conflict has left the nation’s
antiquities vulnerable, as the war
devastates the country. According
to AFP.

“The Sudan National Museum has
been the subject of major looting,”
said Ikhlas Abdel Latif, head of
museums at the National Antiquities
Authority, adding that “archaeolog-
ical objects stored there have been
taken in big lorries and transferred
to the west and to border areas,
particularly near South Sudan.”

UNESCO, the United Nations’s cultur-
al body, explained that the “threat
to culture appears to have reached
an unprecedented level, with reports
of looting of museums, heritage

and archaeological sites and private
collections.”

UNESCO further urged “the public
and the art market... in the region
and worldwide to refrain” from trad-
ing in Sudanese artifacts.

On his part, Hassan Hussein, a
researcher and former director of
the National Antiquities Authority,
explained that “because of the war,
the museum and the artifacts are
not being monitored.”

Moreover, a Sudanese archaeologist,
speaking anonymously for safety, in-
formed AFP that pottery, gold items,
and paintings being sold online seem
to originate from the National Muse-

um in Khartoum, though at least one
statuette was identified as a replica.

Moreover, as the conflict rages on
in Sudan, Nada al-Nashif, United
Nations Deputy High Commissioner

for Human Rights, spoke of grave
violations of human rights in Sudan
amid the ongoing infighting between
the government’s Sudanese Armed
Forces (SAF) and the insurgent para-
military Rapid Support Forces (RSF)
in the country.

At the Enhanced Interactive Dialogue
on Sudan, 57th session of the
Human Rights Council, al-Nashif

said that the respective allied armed
movements and militias of the two
sides are conducting the war “with
total disregard for international law.”

Al-Nashif said that her office and
designated experts documented
“violations of international hu-
manitarian law and human rights
violations and abuses by all parties
to the conflict.”

The Office of the United Nations
High Commissioner for Human
Rights (OHCHR) was “particularly
alarmed” by the employment of
“sexual violence as weapons of war”
in Sudan.

“We have documented 97 incidents
involving 172 victims, predominantly
women and girls — which is a gross
under-representation of the reality,”
al-Nashif revealed.

It said that the RSF and its allies com-
mitted 81% of these incidents, while
credible reports indicated that SAF
troops and allies committed similar
acts.

Al-Nashif also warned of “ethnically

motivated attacks and hate speech,”
especially targeting the Masalit com-
munity in western Darfur.

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For First Time In 400
Years, Artemisia Gen-
tileschi Painting Open
to Public

n Artemisia Gentileschi painting at the Kimbell
Art Museum in Texas is being publicly exhibited

for the first time in over four centuries.

Titled ‘Penitent Mary Magdalene’ (1625-26), the painting
features the prominent Bible figure in a position of deep
introspection. The work was bought by the 3rd Duke of
Alcald and Viceroy of Naples, who displayed it at his home
in Seville. After his death, the painting passed on to his
heirs. Sometime in the late 17th century, the painting dis-
appeared from all public records. According to art-insider.
In 2001, the painting resurfaced during an auction. At
the time, the work was cited as an ‘atleier’ of Artemisia
Gentileschi since many copies of the works by the artist
were in circulation. However, since then, art experts have
confirmed that the auctioned work in 2001 was indeed an
original. The buyer consigned the painting to Adam Wil-
liams Fine Art in New York. The gallery sold the work this
year, allowing Kimbell Art Museum to acquire the painting
finally.

Eric Lee (Director of the museum) said: “The Kimbell has
long wished to acquire a work by Artemisia Gentileschi but
until now never found the right painting for its collection
by this major figure of Italian Baroque art. We are thrilled
to present Artemisia Gentileschi’s dazzling Penitent Mary
Magdalene to the public for the first time since it was
painted in the seventeenth century.” The museum did not
disclose the amount paid for the work.

Despite her impressive works, Artemisia Gentileschi was
overshadowed during her life by her male counterparts.
It was only in the latter half of the 20th century that femi-
nist academics analysed her works and influence in a new
light.
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Netanyahu'’s request to
ban ‘The Bibi Files’ screen-
ing at TIFF rejected

ccording to the TIFF website, the documentary has “key informa-
tion regarding the investigation” of the Israeli prime minister, in-
cluding “never-before-seen leaked footage.”

Benjamin Netanyahu has ordered that “The Bibi Files”, a documentary including “nev-
er-before-seen leaked evidence” of corruption interrogations, be prohibited from TIFF.
The judges in Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu’s criminal case denied his plea for a
restriction on the release of the film, which is set to premiere at the Toronto Interna-
tional Film Festival (TIFF) late on Monday.

According to the TIFF website, the documentary has “key information regarding the
investigation” of the Prime Minister, including “never-before-seen leaked footage.”
The film was directed by Alexis Bloom, with production credits going to Bloom, Alex
Gibney, and Raviv Drucker, an Israeli Channel 13 reporter.

Amit Hadad, Netanyahu's lawyer, contended that the publishing of the interrogations
was illegal under Israeli law and that the fact that they were being broadcast overseas
did not change Drucker’s legal responsibility not to publish them, or at the very least
to obtain the court’s approval to do so.

Judge Oded Shaham refused the request for an urgent order prohibiting publication
and asked the entity and Drucker to respond .

The recordings feature a never-seen-hefore police interrogation of Netanyahu con-
ducted between 2016 and 2018 as part of an evidence collection determining if an
indictment should be made on charges of bribery, fraud, and breach of trust. He was
later charged in three cases in 2019.

“These recordings shed light on Netanyahu’s character in a way that is unprecedented
and extraordinary,” Gibney, who received the linked recordings in 2023, told Variety.
“They are powerful evidence of his venal and corrupt character and how that led us to
where we are at right now.”

The recordings are composed of thousands of hours of extensive interviews with the
occupation leader, his wife Sara, his son Yair, as well as his friends, associates, and
household employees. However, the footage was never seen since they were protect-
ed under Israeli privacy law.

“The Bibi Files” has been described by TIFF documentary programmer Thom Powers as
“a work of first-rate documentary journalism. Alexis Bloom and Alex Gibney obtained
revelatory footage that no one has seen before, then conducted in-depth interviews
with a wide array of figures including from the top ranks of the Israeli government.”
Netanyahu's character revealed

“Netanyahu's character comes through very strongly in the recordings,” Bloom, a pro-
ducer, said, adding, “I would say the difference between this film and a news item or
something that you might see on PBS about the Israel-Palestine conflict is that this is a
very human look at the people in the news headlines.”

The director highlighted that the film attempts to relate the interrogations and corrup-
tion trial to the ongoing Israeli genocide in Gaza.

The film is set in between the Prime Minister’s past and the present, revealing “some-
thing Shakespearean about the man in the sense that his slow corruption of character
and his desperate need to stay in power led him to do terrible things that we’re now
seeing evidence of,” according to Gibney.

Bloom stated that the 2023 Israeli judicial reform was the reason she took on the film.
“[Netanyahu'’s government] tries to overhaul the Supreme Courts and then waged the
war in a way that would have never happened if he did not have such an extreme
coalition,” she said.

“Netanyahu overstaying his welcome is something that many Israelis would agree on
and many Palestinians would agree on too. They might diverge when you go further
than that in terms of what's the solution to the Middle East crisis. They will certainly
diverge on that, but actually | think that most people, except for the hardcore Bibist,
would agree that Netanyahu has to go,” Bloom added.

“There is a certain urgency in terms of reckoning with this material and reckoning with
Netanyahu's character at a time when we are being told, ‘Oh, these discussions are
for another day because Netanyahu's in the middle of a war,” Gibney said, asserting

the importance of revealing Netanyahu's story amid his regime’s aggression against
Palestinians.

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The Technological Superiority of Israel since 1967

Abdulrahman Al-Rashed

hen the late Egyptian president
W Gamal Abdel Nasser was asked

why he was defeated in the 1967
war, he said it was due to “Israel’s air su-
periority over us.” That is why it fought us
(Egypt, Syria, and Jordan) simultaneously.
When a journalist responded, “But Egypt
also has a large fleet of fighter jets?” At
the time, Egypt had 420 fighter jets, includ-
ing the superior MiG-21. Nasser answered,
“They have more pilots than Egypt, three
Israeli pilots for each fighter jet, meaning
they can fly the same plane several times a

day.” His justification was correct, but Israeli
superiority was not based on acquiring ad-
vanced aircraft; it stemmed from developing
the entire Israeli military institution and the
supporting institutions, which were based
on highly advanced programs.

More than 4,000 people were killed or injured
in two sophisticated technical operations car-
ried out by Israel against Hezbollah, using
pagers and walkie talkies. We are in the age
of technological wars, not wars of bravery,
and the concept of conflict is “civilizational,”
not historical. Phones, other communication
devices, computers, televisions, electric cars,
and drones are all potential weapons. A car
like Tesla, armed with eight cameras, could
be hacked by someone who can monitor ev-
eryone inside and outside the car and even
hack it from a distant country, turning it into
a weapon.

Using wireless phones and pagers as tools for
killing widens the gap and makes it impossi-
ble to win conflicts through military means.
Abdel Nasser complained about Israeli su-
periority half a century ago, and today the
gap has doubled, making the idea of change
through armed force nearly impossible, if not
naive.

Throughout history, technology has played a
decisive role in wars and in one empire’s su-

periority over another. The Mongols designed
composite bows that allowed their horsemen
to shoot arrows accurately and continuously
while on horseback, enabling them to con-
quer half the world at unprecedented speed.
The Arabs crossed continents after devel-
oping chemical incendiary weapons made
from tar. Similarly, the Ottomans excelled
by inventing massive cannons that allowed
them to demolish formidable fortresses like
Constantinople. Britain, a small distant island,
conquered the world by utilizing the technol-
ogy of cannons mounted on ships that could
destroy fortresses from the sea, building ar-
mored ships, and extending railways that ac-
celerated the transportation of supplies and
soldiers. We cannot forget the nuclear bomb,
the pinnacle of human intellect in destruc-
tion, which decisively ended World War Il in
favor of the United States and its allies, and
its effects still resonate today.

Scientific superiority is the key to human vic-
tories, and the development of war machin-
ery is a direct result of the advancement of
institutions and society.

What makes Israel superior is its focus on in-
tellect in the field of technology, which has
granted it continuous victories to this day in
both peace and war and has distinguished
it economically despite the small size of its

markets.

Israel advances in the fields of cybersecurity,
military manufacturing, artificial intelligence,
autonomous vehicles, medical technology,
and irrigation and agricultural technology.

As for Hezbollah, like Iran, its strength lies in
its willingness to sacrifice its fighters, as well
as recruiting cheap fighters from Lebanon,
Irag, Afghanistan, and Yemen, and adapting
cloned weapons from Russia and China, nam-
ing them “Martyr,” “Conqueror,” “Al-Qassam,”
and “Al-Zalzalah.” Like Al-Qaeda, the party
relies on bravery and ideological preparation
for sacrifice. Yet even this strategy is ineffec-
tive in modern wars, as one analyst remarked
on the shock and heavy casualties within
Hezbollah ranks due to the detonation of
booby-trapped pagers by Israeli intelligence:
“You cannot fight technology with ideology.”
All the dead from both sides, Hezbollah and
Israel, believe they are going to heaven, but
the most important thing in wars is who wins.

These wars will continue without a decisive
result because one side is diligently working
to develop its capabilities and using its war
with its adversaries as a field for experimen-
tation, while the other side is entrenched in
metaphysical beliefs and places no value on
the loss of human lives.
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Iran accused of supply-
ing missiles to Russia via
Caspian Sea trade for
use in Ukraine war

now sanctioned ship for use in the war on Ukraine, with new
footage claiming to show a Russian ship docked in a Caspian
port and carrying such cargo. According to The New Arab.

T ehran has been accused of supplying missiles to Moscow via a

CNN released satellite imagery taken which shows the V Port Olya 3
docked at Port Olya in Astrakhan on 4 September after visiting the Ira-
nian city of Amirabad on 29 August before switching off its transporter.
The US Treasury has accused this ship of being used to deliver a cargo
of close-range ballistic missiles from Iran to Russia, and would likely
turn the dial regarding Western controls on weapons to Ukraine.

US Secretary of State Antony Blinken accused Russia of obtaining Ira-
nian Fatah-360 ballistic missiles and said Moscow “will likely use them
within weeks in Ukraine against Ukrainians”, having already acquired
Iranian-made HESA Shahed 136 drones - known as Geran-2 in Rus-
sian - which have been used to bombard Ukrainian cities and military
positions.

The CNN report comes as Washington sanctions the Port Olya 3 and
other entities and vessels allegedly involved in supplying Moscow with
Iranian missiles.

“As of early September 2024, Russia received the first shipment of
CBRMs (close-range ballistic missiles) from Iran,” the US Treasury an-
nounced.

The New Arab could not independently verify the claims the vessel
was carrying any weaponry but there have been numerous reports
that Iran has started to export missiles to Russia.

Two-and-a-half years after Russia’s invasion of Ukraine began, Mos-
cow has looked to outside suppliers for weaponry due to the depletion
of its own supplies, particularly rockets and artillery shells.

A tough sanctions regime on Moscow-linked entities by Washington
has led the Russian military to focus on ‘pariah suppliers’ such as
North Korea and Iran.

UK Foreign Secretary David Lammy said this week that the supply of
Iranian missiles to Russia would be a “dangerous” development and
hinted it could change the West’s views on Ukraine’s rules of engage-
ment with Moscow.

“As we see the Russians working with their partners, we see this trans-
fer of ballistic missiles from Iran to Russia, it is important that we do
more to support Ukraine to win in their efforts,” he told the BBC.

So far, the West has generally restricted the use of its weaponry out-
side Ukraine’s borders despite President Volodymyr Zelenskyy urging
the US and European nations to allow his forces to target facilities
deep inside Russia, as the war turns against Kyiv.

Tehran strongly denied supplying missiles to Russia and said such

India’s far-right Hindus seek to drive Muslims out of ‘holy land’

A year after extremists forced Muslim neighbours from
their homes in India, victims live in despair as their tor-
mentors seek to drive Islam from what they consider a
Hindu “holy land”. According to AFP.

Mohammad Salim shudders when he remembers the
campaign that erupted in May 2023 against his Mus-
lim minority community in Purola, a seemingly sleepy
town surrounded by forested hills in the northern state
of Uttarakhand.

“If | had not escaped that day, they would have killed
me along with my family,” said Salim, 36, a married fa-
ther of three young daughters.

Salim, whose clothes shop was looted, now lives in
basic accommodation with his family around 100 kilo-
metres away in the city of Haridwar, struggling to make
ends meet.

Rakesh Tomar, 38, is one of those who celebrated his
departure. The hardline Hindu nationalist activist,
based in the state capital Dehradun, spouts hate-filled

U N human rights experts criticised mostly Western states

The humanitarian catastrophe in Gaza as a result of more than
11 months of conflict has prompted questions about Western
states’ long-standing political and military support for Israel, in-
cluding from the United States and Britain which provide arms.
According to The New Arab.

“Shockingly, in the face of the abyss reached in the OPT (Oc-
cupied Palestinian Territories)...most member states remained
inactive at best, or actively aiding and assisting Israel’s criminal
conduct,” Francesca Albanese, UN Special Rapporteur on human
rights in the OPT, told a press conference in Geneva, repeating
allegations of genocide.

Albanese, an lItalian lawyer, said she was referring to Western
states as well as some Gulf nations and others.

“I think it’s unavoidable for Israel to become a pariah in the face
of its continuous, relentless, vilifying assault of the United Na-
tions, on top of millions of Palestinians,” she said, citing verbal
and military attacks on UN facilities in Gaza.

She also questioned Israel’s right to a seat at the United Nations,
acquired in 1949. “Should there be a consideration of its mem-
bership as part of this organisation which Israel seems to have
zero respect for?” she asked.

In response to her comments, Israel’s permanent mission to the
UN in Geneva criticised Albanese.

“She is not fit to hold any position at the United Nations, and this
has been made clear by many,” it said.

In the past, her remarks on the conflict have drawn scrutiny, in-
cluding from a US ambassador in Geneva who said she has a his-
tory of using “antisemitic tropes”.

Albanese was joined by three other UN independent experts
who accused Western countries of hypocrisy and double stan-
dards, for example by being more vocal over perceived rights’
violations by Russia since its invasion of Ukraine than of Israel’s
actions in Gaza.

They are among dozens of independent human rights experts
mandated by the United Nations to report and advise on specific
themes and crises. Their views do not reflect those of the global
body as a whole.
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NATO chief says both
sides of Atlantic need
each other in face of
growing challenges

ATO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg said that
N both sides of the Atlantic need each other in the

face of growing challenges.
“We have heard voices on both sides of the Atlantic call-
ing for America and Europe to part ways. Focusing on
short-sighted national interests over longer-term cooper-
ation will not serve us well,” Stoltenberg said, speaking at
the German Marshall Fund event “Reflections on a Chal-

lenging Decade” in Berlin. According to Anadolu.

“Isolationism will not keep anyone safe. We live in an in-
terconnected world. Security challenges are too big and
competition is too fierce for any country to go it alone,”
he added.

Maintaining that only NATO can ensure safety and peace
in Europe, he revealed that 80% of the alliance’s defense
spending comes from non-European Union allies.

“It is also about geography. Without Tiirkiye in the south,
Norway in the north, and the US, Canada and the United
Kingdom in the west, it is impossible to envisage the secu-
rity of the European continent,” he added.

He noted that the alliance also serves US interests as much
as it does Europe’s.

“No other major power has as many friends and allies as
the United States. Any policy that seeks to undermine this
is squandering one of America’s greatest assets.”

Turning to the war in Ukraine, Stoltenberg said that sup-
porting Kyiv is the way to bring Russia to the negotiation
table, which would lead to peace.

“The paradox is that the more weapons for Ukraine we
are able to deliver, the more likely it is that we can reach
peace and an end to the war. And the more credible our
long-term military support, the sooner the war will end,”
he added.

When asked if Moscow had engaged in discussions
with regional players regarding the incident, Peskov
responded: “No, there have been no discussions so
far”

On 37 people were killed and more than 3,250 oth-
ers, including women and children, injured in a se-
ries of explosions involving wireless communication
devices, including pagers and two-way radios. Beirut
and Hezbollah have blamed Israel for the attacks.
Multiple media outlets reported that Israel placed
small explosive charges inside imported pager de-

vices before they reached Lebanon and then deto-
nated them remotely.

Israel has remained silent on the deadly attacks. The
office of Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu
distanced itself from a post on X by his advisor, To-
paz Luk, which hinted at Tel Aviv’s responsibility for
the explosions before it was deleted.

Separately, speaking at a news conference in St. Pe-
tersburg, Russian Foreign Ministry Maria Zakharova
voiced “deep concern” over “the dangerous devel-
opments” in Lebanon.

She voiced concern regarding the two waves of cy-
berattacks that exploded radios and communication
devices in Lebanon, describing it as an unprecedent-
ed moment in global history.

“While tragic terrorist attacks have occurred before,
this is an entirely new form of terrorism -- one that
combines both scale and the exploitation of civilian
technologies for terrorist purposes,” Zakharova re-
marked.

The spokeswoman reiterated Russia’s support for
Lebanon, strongly condemning the acts of armed

aggression that resulted in civilian casualties and
significant damage to critical infrastructure.

“Of particular concern are the sharply increased
risks of a full-scale armed confrontation in the Mid-
dle East against the background of these events,”

she said.

Responding to Israel’s announcement of a “new
phase” in “operation,” Zakharova warned that a
large-scale military offensive in Lebanon could have
devastating consequences for regional security, urg-
ing to avoid “such a catastrophic scenario.”

“We once again urge all parties involved to exercise
maximum restraint and stop hostilities. Russia is
ready to work with regional and international part-
ners to de-escalate tensions and stabilize the mili-
tary-political situation,” she said.

Numerous countries have condemned the pager
explosions and expressed solidarity with Lebanon,
while international human rights groups, including
Human Rights Watch, warned that such attacks en-
danger civilian lives and violate the laws of war.
The mass explosion of pagers came amid an ex-
change of cross-border attacks between Hezbollah
and Israel against the backdrop of a brutal Israeli
offensive on the Gaza Strip, which has killed over
41,300 people, mostly women and children, follow-
ing a Hamas attack last October.

This comes as Putin warned the US and its allies that al-

lowing Ukraine to use Western-made long-range missiles

against Russia would mean NATO countries are “at war”

with Russia.

The Wall Street Journal reported, highlighting concerns
among US officials that Putin may retaliate by supplying
arms to the Houthis, who have been engaged in a prolonged
campaign to attack ships in the Red Sea.

These warnings come as Western leaders are reconsidering
restrictions on Ukraine’s use of long-range weapons. This is
particularly significant as Iran has been sending short-range
ballistic missiles to Russia for use in Ukraine.

Among the long-range missiles in question is the Brit-
ish-made “Storm Shadow,” capable of hitting targets 155
miles away, potentially giving Ukraine a military advantage
amid Russia’s slow advances on the battlefield.

“Ukraine has also requested approval to use French “Scalp”
missiles and American tactical missile systems known as
ATACMS. While France appears inclined to lift restrictions
on the “Scalp” missiles, US President Joe Biden remains hes-
itant to allow Ukraine to use ATACMS for strikes against Rus-
sia due to Pentagon concerns over the American stockpile,”
as per the report.

National Security Council spokesman John Kirby reiterated
that “the Biden administration’s stance on providing long-
range strike capabilities to Ukraine has not changed,” em-
phasizing that “they take Putin’s threats seriously.”

Though some “Storm Shadow” missiles have already been
delivered to Ukraine, they have primarily been used to tar-
get Russian forces in occupied Ukrainian territories. How-
ever, Putin warned that using these missiles to strike within
Russia itself would “escalate tensions,” potentially drawing
NATO countries closer to the conflict. He remarked, “This
means NATO countries — the US and European states — are
at war with Russia,” underscoring that Russia would respond
accordingly to such threats.

British man jailed for 9 years for
arson at hotel housing asylum
seekers during anti-Muslim riots

the harshest sentence yet in connection to the recent wave of
disorder. According to Anadolu Agency.

According to British media reports, Thomas Birley, 27, pleaded guilty
to arson with intent to endanger life after he fueled a fire in a bin
placed by an entrance to the hotel near Rotherham on Aug. 4.

At the time, staff and asylum seekers were inside the building, which
was being used to temporarily host migrants.

Birley also pleaded guilty to charges of violent disorder and possession
of an offensive weapon.

The riots that led to the attack on the hotel followed the killings of
three young girls in Southport on July 29, an event that ignited a wave
of unrest fueled by misinformation.

Initial claims falsely linked the killings to a Muslim migrant, sparking
anger and protests across the country. Axel Rudakubana, 18, who was
born in Cardiff, has been charged in connection with the killings.
Judge Jeremy Richardson, presiding over the case, described Birley’s
actions as “suffused with racism from beginning to end.” He con-
demned the attack as part of a larger atmosphere of racial hostility
stoked by false online claims.

The violence involved arson, looting, and racist attacks, with around
400 people targeting the Rotherham hotel during the days of disorder.
Birley’s sentencing is the most severe punishment handed down so far
in connection to the unrest, with officials warning that further prose-
cutions are likely to follow as investigations continue.

Canadian court finds Montreal police
engaged in systemic racial profiling

high court in the Canadian province of Quebec ruled against
the Montreal police service and the City of Montreal over
systemic racial profiling, a local media report said.

CTV News said Quebec Superior Court decided to award C$5,000
($3,690) in punitive damages to anyone unlawfully stopped or ques-
tioned by Montreal police based
on their ethnic origin between
2017 and 2019. According to
Anadolu Agency.

The 100-page ruling by Justice
Dominique Poulin confirmed the
existence of systemic racial pro-
filing within the Montreal police,
holding both the police force
and the city accountable.
According to the report, a lawsuit was brought forward by the Mon-
treal Black Coalition after a 2017 incident where a man was violently
arrested outside a bar on St-Jacques Street.

The affected individuals are primarily from Black, Arabic, Latino and
Indigenous communities.

“As the first administration to recognize the existence of systemic rac-
ism, we will continue to work with all our partners and public organi-
zations in Montreal to ensure that every citizen feels safe and enjoys
the same rights,” the City of Montreal told CTV news.
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Amnesty calls for ‘war crimes’ probe of
Israeli military actions in Gaza

mnesty International called for a thor-
A ough investigation into alleged war
crimes by the Israeli military in Gaza
related to the “unlawful” destruction of civilian
infrastructure and agricultural land along the

eastern border of the territory. According to
Anadolu Agency.

In a report, it outlined the Israeli military’s ef-
forts to create a “buffer zone” along Gaza’s
eastern edge, indicating that such actions repre-
sent “wanton destruction” and “collective pun-
ishment.”

The organization’s Crisis Evidence Lab examined
satellite images and social media footage shared
by Israeli soldiers from October 2023 to May
2024. The analysis uncovered a newly cleared
strip measuring between 1-1.8 kilometers (0.62-
1.11 miles) wide along Gaza’s eastern border.

“Our analysis reveals a pattern consistent with
the systematic destruction of an entire area.
These homes were not destroyed as the result
of intense fighting,” said Erika Guevara-Rosas,
Amnesty’s senior director for research, advoca-
cy, policy and campaigns.

The report indicated that Israeli forces employed
bulldozers and explosives to demolish entire
neighborhoods, including homes, schools and
mosques, following their takeover of the area.
“The creation of any ‘buffer zone’ must not
amount to the collective punishment of the Pal-
estinian civilians who lived in these neighbor-
hoods,” Guevara-Rosas added.

As of the report’s release, Israeli authorities had
not responded to Amnesty’s requests for com-
ment regarding the allegations, the organization
highlighted.

UN chief warns

N Secretary-General Antonio Gu-

terres on warned of a “serious risk

of dramatic escalation” in Lebanon
after pager blasts.

“I think that what has happened is par-
ticularly serious, not only because of the
number of victims that it caused, but be-
cause of the indications that exist that this
was triggered,” Guterres told the reporters.
According to Anadolu.

His remarks came a day after at least 12
people, including children, were killed

and thousands wounded when Hezbollah
members’ pagers were detonated across
Lebanon.

The Lebanese group Hezbollah confirmed
that at least two members were killed and
many injured in the explosions and held
Israel fully responsible for the incident.
“Because obviously the logic of making all
these devices explode is to do it as a pre-
emptive strike before a major military oper-
ation. So as important as the event in itself
is the indication that this event confirms
that there is a serious risk of a dramatic
escalation in Lebanon, and everything must
be done to avoid that escalation,” Guterres
said.

The pager blasts came amid mounting bor-
der escalation between Israel and Hezbollah,
which have been engaged in cross-border
warfare since the start of Tel Aviv’s deadly
war on the Gaza Strip, which has killed over
41,200 people, mostly women and children,
following a Hamas attack Oct. 7 last year.
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Team develops new one-step
method to make multiple
edits to a cell's genome

Now, a team of scientists at Gladstone Institutes has developed a new meth-
od that enables them to make precise edits in multiple locations within a
cell—all at once. Using molecules called retrons, they created a tool that can
efficiently modify DNA in bacteria, yeast, and human cells.

“We wanted to push the boundaries of genomic technologies by engineer-
ing tools to help us study the true complexity of biology and disease,” says
Associate Investigator Seth Shipman, Ph.D., senior author of a new study
published in Nature Chemical Biology.

Conquering limitations

Shipman is a leader in the nascent and fast-growing field of retrons, which
are molecular components from a bacterial immune system that can pro-
duce large quantities of DNA. In 2022, by combining retrons with CRIS-
PR-Cas9 genome editing, his lab pioneered a system to edit human cells
quickly and efficiently.

With the new study, the researchers wanted to use their system to over-
come a limitation of current genome editing methods.

“If you wanted to edit a cell in multiple locations of the genome that are not
near each other, the standard approach before now was to make the mod-
ifications one after the other,” explains Alejandro Gonzélez-Delgado, Ph.D.,
one of the first authors of the study and a postdoctoral scholar in Shipman’s
lab. “It was a laborious cycle: You would first make an edit, then you would
use the edited cells to introduce another edit, and so on.”

Instead, the team found a way to encode a retron so it can generate differ-
ent portions of DNA. When delivered to a cell, these engineered retrons—
called multitrons—can make multiple edits simultaneously.

Another benefit of multitrons is their ability to delete large sections of the
genome.

“With multitrons, we can make sequential deletions to cut out and collapse
middle portions of the genome region we're targeting, bringing the far-
apart ends closer together until the entire region is completely deleted,”
says Gonzalez-Delgado.

Many potential applications

As part of their study, Shipman and his team demonstrated immediate ap-
plications for their new method in molecular recording and metabolic en-
gineering.

Retrons, they have previously shown, can be used to record molecular
events in a cell, providing a detailed log of the cell’s activity and changes to
its environment. With multitrons, the researchers have expanded this ap-
proach and can now record with greater sensitivity.

“Multitrons allow us to record very weak and very strong signals at the same
time, expanding the dynamic range of our recordings,” says Gonzalez-Delga-
do. “Eventually, we could imagine implementing this type of tool in the gut
microbiome to record a signal like inflammation.”

As for metabolic engineering, the scientists showed that multitrons can be
used to simultaneously edit multiple genes in a metabolic pathway to rapid-
ly increase the production of a targeted substance within a cell. They tested
their approach on a powerful antioxidant called lycopene and successfully
increased the production of this compound threefold.

“In order to start modeling complex genetic diseases and eventually find
treatments or cures, we need to make many different mutations to cells at
once,” says Shipman, who is also an associate professor in the Department
of Bioengineering and Therapeutic Sciences at UC San Francisco, as well as
a Chan Zuckerberg Biohub Investigator. “Our new approach is a step toward
that.”

The company claimed iPhone 16, the smartphone’s new model, had been designed
“from the ground up” for its “Apple Intelligence” range of Al features, which include
the ability to generate and edit text to fit certain tones, as well as use the device’s
camera to recognize real-world objects.
The event — held at Apple’s headquarters in Cupertino, California — featured the tag-
line “It’s glowtime”, with the company’s logo surrounded by a colorful aura. Through
a series of high-production videos, the company’s executives advertised a range of
new hardware, and tried to highlight the ways Apple was integrating Al into its prod-
ucts.
“We are thrilled to introduce the first iPhones designed from the ground up for Ap-
ple Intelligence, and its breakthrough capabilities,” Apple’s CEO, Tim Cook, said in a
prerecorded video during the event.
The company’s “Apple Intelligence” system will allow iPhones to perform a range
of tasks that include photo editing, using the camera to identify objects in the real
world and generating text. During a segment promoting Apple Intelligence, the com-
pany promised an ability to create custom emojis based solely on prompts like “cow-
boy frog”.

The Al features will also allow users to search through photos,
emails and texts through typing in descriptions or giving
audio commands to the Siri voice assistant.

The company will provide its Al integrations for
US English language users as a free soft-
ware update next month.
Apple’s shares fell slightly, around 1%,
following the event.
The new iPhone 16 also promised a
“bold new palette” of colors and a
more resilient display screen. It in-
troduces an “action button” to the
phone that can perform customizable
activities, as well as a new A18 chip
intended to provide better perfor-
mance.
Apple also rolled out a new version
of its AirPod headphones during the
event, and a new design for the Apple
Watch that included a larger screen
and faster charging, as well as health
app features, like sleep monitoring.
The AirPods Pro 2 will also now have
the ability to function as a hearing
aid for people with mild to moderate
hearing loss.
Apple’s fall product launch has become
one of the company’s most important
annual events as it typically showcases a
series of new devices and sets the tone for the holiday shopping season, Apple’s
busiest and most profitable period. These new products are routinely the cause of
immense speculation inside the tech industry and among the company’s fans.
In the lead-up to the event, reports around Apple switching from LCD to OLED
screens, and rumors of a dedicated photo button circulated widely. Early coverage
of the event also predicted that the tech giant would expand on its Al “Apple Intel-
ligence” features.
Earlier this year at Apple’s Worldwide Developers Conference (WWDC), the company
announced a range of ways that it intended to integrate Al features into its products
and services. One of the biggest reveals was a partnership with OpenAl to merge
ChatGPT technology with Apple’s Siri voice assistant, with executives promising a
more “natural” mode of interaction.
Apple’s announcements at its WWDC event and promises to include more artificial
intelligence were a pivot for the company after it held off longer than competitors
such as Microsoft in debuting consumer-facing Al tools. The company’s hesitancy
to roll out new generative Al features had previously been a source of frustration
for investors and analysts awaiting the company’s release of its own take on the
technology.
Apple’s share price has risen considerably this year as market enthusiasm for gener-
ative Al and revenue growth has buoyed big tech stocks. The company has struggled
with a global downturn in smartphone sales in recent years, however, as well as the
rise of rivals such as Huawei in key markets, particularly China. Huawei is expected to
release its own line of new products within hours of Apple’s event.
Also looming in the background is the Department of Justice’s sprawling antitrust
lawsuit against Apple, which alleges that the company built and maintained an illegal
monopoly over the smartphone market. Apple has rejected the allegations in the
case, which could take years to be decided.

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Camel Wrestling Festival:
A Legacy of the Yoruk
Culture in Turkey

nimal wrestling is held in various regions around the
A world, and bulls are one of the animals imported for

this type of wrestling, but camels have another atti-
tude towards this competition, as the camel wrestling festival
in western Turkey attracts thousands of people every year to
see the animals trying to outdo each other without violence.
According to Al Khaleej newspaper.

This festival remains one of the most prominent features
of the “Yoruk” culture, or the nomadic culture in Turkey,
in which camels played a decisive role, as camels are con-
sidered essential animals that bear the burden on long
journeys. The festival is a prominent point in similar camel
wrestling events that are organized every winter in western
and southern Turkey, from “Cana Kale” to Antalya.

The roots of camel wrestling go back to the early nine-
teenth century, and the city of “Incirliova”, located in Aydin
province, is seen as the main place for wrestling, but over
time, the Selcuk Festival has overshadowed it, in which
thousands of citizens participate, with hundreds of camels
inside the wrestling rings in “Pamuk” Square.

The festival, which has broken attendance records in the
past, is still very popular. Last winter, people from all over
Turkey flocked to the Pamuk Arena, where camels were
presented by their owners for wrestling. The cold weather
did not deter wrestling fans as they watched the camels,
decorated with colorful saddles, parade around the arena
before the main event. Some spectators also wore color-
ful traditional costumes such as camel saddles, reflecting
Yoruk culture.

For the spectators, camel wrestling is part of an enter-
tainment experience that includes folk dances and feasts
around fires on the sides of the arena. Amidst thunderous
applause, drums and the zurna, a traditional wind instru-
ment, 162 camels enter the arena, all of them Tulu camels,
a hybrid camel born from the Arabian and Bactrian camels.

The male camels compete in four different categories and
are trained to use skills against their rivals. Each camel is
mated according to its weight, and camels with different
skills are mated. Some try to trip their opponents with
foot tricks, while another applies a headlock and sits on
his opponent. Others simply push the opponent until he
surrenders and retreats. The competitor who scares his op-
ponent, makes him scream or causes him to collapse is de-
clared the winner. Each camel is equipped with a muzzle to
prevent them from biting each other during the wrestling,
while their owners stand nearby to separate the camels
with ropes and sticks if they become too violent.
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First and largest ancient

“It highlights the advanced astronomical knowledge of
the ancient Egyptians, including their ability to determine
the solar calendar and significant religious and agricultural
dates,” said Mohamed Ismail Khaled, Secretary-General of
the Supreme Council of Antiquities (SCA).

The structure also gives an insight into the sophisticated
techniques employed by the ancient Egyptians using simple
tools, he added.

Among the key discoveries are a rare slanted stone sundial
and remnants of a large mudbrick building, believed to be
the largest of its kind from that era.

The observatory is an expansive structure with an L-shaped
central hall, a large mudbrick wall resembling the iconic py-
lon entrances of ancient Egyptian temples, and several stor-
age rooms.

Ayman Ashmawy, head of the ancient Egyptian antiquities
sector, said that the mission also uncovered several arte-
facts, including a statue from the 26th Dynasty, a merkhet
measuring tool, and various religious items and pottery re-
lated to daily life and rituals.

The discovery provides deeper insights into the ancient
Egyptians’ scientific and religious practices, underscoring
the significance of Egyptian archaeological efforts in explor-
ing new aspects of the country’

Sometimes sleep behaviour can look like a problem, but it’s a common part of
development According to raising children.

- Bedtime routine

Too much noise, activity or screen use before bed can overexcite or overstimulate
your child and make it harder for them to feel ready for sleep. A solution for this
is a bedtime routine that includes up to an hour of quiet time. This will help your
child wind down for sleep.

Sometimes changes to your child’s normal bedtime routine can affect how well
they relax or settle for sleep — for example, daylight saving, jet lag or a new bed-
room. These sleep problems usually sort themselves out within a week or so, as
your child’s sleep cycle adjusts to a new routine.

Sleep environment

Some sleep environments might make it harder for your child to get to sleep.

A comfortable environment for sleep is usually quiet, dimly lit and neither too
hot nor too cold.

Good sleep habits like bedtime routines and comfortable sleep environments can
help with sleep problems. You might have to try a few things to find what most
helps your child. If you don’t see any improvements after 2-4 weeks, it’s worth
talking to your child’s GP. There might be medical or psychological reasons for
your child’s sleep problems.

Eating habits

What and when your child eats and drinks can affect their ability to settle down
at night.

If you think your child’s eating habits during the day might be causing sleep prob-
lems, you can make sure that your child:

avoids caffeine for at least 6 hours before bed - there’s caffeine in energy drinks,
coffee, tea, chocolate and cola

has a satisfying evening meal at a reasonable time - feeling hungry or too full
before bed can make it harder for your child to get to sleep

has enough iron in their diet from red meat, legumes or other sources — iron
deficiency can cause restless sleep and waking during the night.

Physical activity

If your child isn’t doing enough physical activity during the day, they might not be
feeling physically tired enough to sleep at night.

It's a good idea to encourage your child to be more active during the day. Even a
family walk before dinner can make a difference.

It's great if your child can be active outside, because plenty of natural light during
the day also helps with sleep.

Australian guidelines recommend that children aged 5-17 years have at least 60
minutes of moderate to vigorous physical activity every day.

Common childhood illnesses

Common illnesses like colds or ear infections can sometimes make it hard for
children of all ages to settle or sleep well. This is normal.

But if your young child has been sick, you might have been getting up in the night
to soothe and settle them. Once your child is better, they might like to keep hav-
ing that extra night-time attention. If this sounds like your situation, you might
need to be firm about getting your child back into their normal bedtime routine.
Chronic health conditions

Chronic health conditions like eczema, asthma or epilepsy can also affect chil-
dren’s sleep.

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Tackling terrorism is just the tip
of the iceberg

here is an insidious force
T that lurks within society:

extremist thinking. It
keeps spreading in communities.
Governments in the region and
around the world have had signif-
icant successes in their coun-
terterror security campaigns,
with many of the most extreme
terror groups being turned into
shadows of their former selves.
But are we winning the battle
against extremist thought that
prevails in some sections of
societies?
If one were to use the analogy of
an iceberg, terrorism is just the
tip. Extremist thought is the vast,
submerged mass of the iceberg.
It constitutes deep-seated belief
systems within some communi-
ties. Such thinking likely comes
from times past, when rigid
societal structures prevailed. In
some cases, these old ways have
continued — and they are in di-
rect conflict with modern society.
They often manifest themselves
in both subtle and overt forms
of discrimination and radicaliza-
tion, which in turn lead to acts of
terrorism.

There still exists in many societ-
ies a reservoir of radicalization,
just like the underwater expanse
of an iceberg. This is where

an invisible pool of extremist
thought resides and is nurtured.
And since family is at the core of
society, children internalize what
they see around them. If families
hold extremist views, the children
see this as nothing out of the
ordinary and imbibe such views.
Draining this reservoir of radi-
calization can help communities
to stem the supply of potential
extremists.

Many governments and counter-
terror organizations have made
substantial progress in reducing
the threat of terrorist groups and
their affiliates. The global system
has also successfully cracked
down on the financing of terror
organizations. However, despite
these achievements, extremist
ideologies continue to find fertile
ground in vulnerable communi-
ties around the globe. Today, we
have active cells and groups in
countries across the Sahel, the
Middle East, Horn of Africa and
Southeast Asia, as well as estab-
lished networks in Europe and
North America.

A new approach is needed to
face these challenges; the cur-
rent strategies are not effective
enough. Governments, civil
society leaders, the private sector
and religious authorities must
collaborate to ward off the dan-
gers of religious extremism early
on. The paradigm should shift
from merely countering terror-
ist organizations and stopping
individual radicalization to also
addressing the ideological reser-
voir at the bottom of the iceberg.
These efforts would complete ex-
isting counterterrorism policies.

Combining security measures
with strong moderate religious
messaging and socioeconomic
initiatives is essential. Economic
disenfranchisement and a lack of
opportunities can drive people
into the arms of radical groups.
Improving living conditions for
the general population and
addressing the marginalization
of some communities would
significantly reduce the allure of
extremist ideologies.

The new approach should also
seek to deconstruct extremist
narratives and therefore reduce
the transmission of extremist
ideas within communities and so-
cieties at an early stage. Extrem-
ist ideologies — not only those
propagated by violent extremist
organizations such as Daesh and
Al-Qaeda, but also groups that
may not always use violence to
achieve their aims, such as the
Muslim Brotherhood — thrive
on conspiracy theories, black-

and-white worldviews and the
exploitation of socioeconomic
grievances. Additionally, radical
and intolerant mentalities and
narratives existed long before
any of these armed groups were
formed and, as such, they are not
solely a product of these organi-
zations but also of societal men-
talities rooted in divisive rhetoric
and narratives.

Extremists derive much of

their ideological strength from
historical misinterpretations and
twisted narratives, especially
those linked to the Golden Age
of Islam, a period marked by
significant cultural, scientific and
intellectual achievements. By
deconstructing these narratives
and actively supporting local and
national identities, we can under-
mine the ideological foundations
of extremist doctrines and reduce
their appeal.

This is why education is key to
building resilience and immunity
against extremist ideologies. It
can break the cyclical transmis-
sion of extremist thought in
communities. The promotion of
critical thinking, tolerance and
inclusivity in schools can help
mitigate any extremist beliefs
that children might observe
within their families. UNESCO has
stated that education plays a key
part in preventing extremism and
terrorism. Studies show higher
levels of education are associat-
ed with lower levels of support
for extremist ideologies. In the
broader society, community
leaders and family elders have an
important role to play in fostering
a culture of peace and tolerance
and speaking out against discrim-
ination and radical thinking.

While the physical, security-cen-
tric aspect of the fight against ter-
rorism has seen major victories
and succeeded to a large extent,
the battle against the underlying
extremist thought requires a
more concerted and proactive
effort — one that is generational.
Only by tackling both the tip and
the invisible parts of the iceberg
can the scourge of extremism be
rooted out of communities.

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Australia to place age limit on
social media use for children

rime Minister Anthony
P Albanese said his govern-

ment would soon trial age
verification technology before
banning children from opening
social media accounts later this

year.

He said the limit would likely be
between the age of 14 and 16.

“I want to see kids off their devic-
es and onto the footy fields and
the swimming pools and

the tennis courts,” Mr
Albanese

told the Austra-
lian Broadcast-
ing Corp.

“We want
them to have
real experi-
ences with real
people because
we know that social
media is causing social
harm.”

The law would make Australia
one of the first countries in the
world to impose such an age
restriction on social media.
Meta, which owns Facebook and
Instagram and has a self-imposed
minimum age of 13, said it want-
ed to empower young people to
benefit from its platforms and
provide parents tools to support
them “instead of just cutting off
access”.

Four-fifths of Australia’s popu-
lation of 26 million are on social
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media, according to tech industry
figures, making it one of the
world’s most online populations.
It comes amid a parliamentary
inquiry into social media’s effects
on Australian society, which has
heard about the poor mental
health impacts on teenagers.
But it has also heard concerns
about whether a lower age limit
could be enforced and whether it
could inadvertently harm young-
er people by encouraging them to
go online in secret.

Australia’s internet
regulator, the
eSafety Com-
missioner,
warned in a
submission
to the inquiry
that “restric-
tion-based
approaches
may limit young
people’s access to
critical support” and
push them to “less regu-
lated non-mainstream services”.

TH Chan School of Public Health, UC Santa Barbara
(UCSB), and the Global Alliance for Improved Nutrition
(GAIN) has revealed
significant global inad-
equacies in essential
vitamin and mineral
intake. Published in The
Lancet Global Health

on August 29, the study
estimates that over half
of the global population
is not getting enough
vital micronutrients
such as calcium, iron,
and vitamins C and E.
The study marks a signif-
icant advancement as

it estimates inadequate
micronutrient intake

for 34 different age-sex
groups in nearly every
country. The study eval-
uated the global intake
of 15 essential vitamins and minerals: calcium, iodine,
iron, riboflavin, folate, zinc, magnesium, selenium,
thiamin, niacin, and vitamins A, B6, B12, C, and E. The
findings indicate widespread deficiencies. lodine was
found to be particularly lacking, with 68% of the global
population affected, followed by vitamin E (67%),
calcium (66%), and iron (65%).

Calcium, iron, and vitamins C and E play essential

roles in maintaining immunity, heart, and bone health.

Calcium:

An essential mineral for healthy bones, calcium forti-
fies teeth and bones and guards against diseases like
osteoporosis.

Iron:

Hemoglobin, which transports oxygen throughout the
body, is made possible by iron. It enhances cardiovas-
cular health by preventing anemia and guaranteeing
enough oxygen delivery, and it boosts immunity by
assisting immune cells in performing their functions
correctly.

Vitamin C:

Well-known for enhancing immunity, vitamin C pro-
motes the generation of white blood cells to combat
infections. By lowering inflammation and enhancing
blood vessel function, it also supports heart health by
promoting the synthesis
of collagen for strong
bones.

Vitamin E:

A potent antioxidant
that strengthens the
immune system by
shielding cells from
oxidative damage.
Additionally, it improves
bone health by lowering
inflammation, which
over time can weaken
bones, and helps to
improve heart health by
inhibiting the oxidation
of LDL cholesterol.
Other nutrients such as
riboflavin, folate, and
vitamins C and B6 also
showed high rates of

Plans are to build the two-row QX65
based on the existing three-row QX60, and carrying its 2.0L tur-
bocharged four-cylinder engine. It will be Infiniti’s first new model
since 2021.

Automotive News reports that Infiniti sold 64,699 vehicles in the
U.S. in 2023, after five years of sales declines. In Canada, total
Infiniti sales were 6,208 vehicles in 2023, an increase of 14% over
2022. The Q60 was the top seller at 3,245 units, while 812 Cana-
dians bought the QX50, and 501 of them purchased a QX55 — a
31% decline for each of them compared to 2022. In comparison,
Nissan sold a total of 85,170 vehicles in Canada in 2023, an in-
crease of 20% over the previous year and with the Rogue emerg-
ing as the sales champion.

We've already reported that Infiniti plans to discontinue the Q50
sedan, its last-standing car, after the end of 2024, although the
automaker said the “Q50’s spirit will certainly live on” in its up-
coming first all-electric sports sedan.

However, that battery sedan may be slow in coming to market.
In a memo to its suppliers, Nissan said it has adjusted its EV pro-
duction schedule at its plant in Canton, Mississippi and has asked
them to “pause all development activities” related to the electric
sedan due to customer demand. Jeremie Papin, chairperson of
Nissan Americas, told Automotive News that the company is be-
ing “pragmatic and reactive” in response to EV interest.

It isn’t alone in that, of course. While some automakers are forg-
ing ahead, including Honda with a $15-billion investment to make
EVs in Alliston, Ontario, others are cutting back.

To lose 1Ib of fat per week —a realistic starting point for healthy sustain-
able weight loss — we need to be in a 500 calorie deficit per day, says
Sam Quinn, a personal training lead at Nuffield Health. This is around
1,500 for women and 2,000 for men. One way to achieve this is to cut
250 calories (for reference, a four-finger KitKat is 209 calories while a
KitKat Chunky is 263 calories) from our diet and burn an additional 250
through exercise, he notes.

So how do we go about burning those 250 calories? “My biggest piece
of advice is to find what works for you, and do the activities you enjoy,”
Quinn advises. “There is no best form of exercise to burn calories. It's
about finding the types which are most suitable for your ability.”

But if you want to know exactly what 250 calories worth of exercise looks
like, Quinn has broken it down for us. Here’s what’s typically required of
popular exercises — including walking, running and swimming — to burn
250 calories.

Walk 3,500 steps

“Walking is free, simple and effective and shouldn’t be underestimated
when attempting to burn calories,” says Quinn.

As a rough guide, adding a 35-minute walk to your day (approximately
3,500 steps), at a brisk pace, will burn around 250 calories, he says.
Walking counts as a moderate aerobic exercise, meaning it makes our
heart and lungs work harder, improving our cardiovascular health and
reducing our risk of heart disease and strokes. The quads (muscle at the
front of thigh), hamstrings (muscle at back of thigh) and calf muscles are
all engaged and therefore strengthened by regular walking.

“It is a low impact form of exercising, so can be good for people who are
starting their weight loss journey, or if high intensity and high impact
exercise isn’t suitable for them,” Quinn adds.

Run 4 kilometres

“Running or jogging is one of the most popular forms of exercise,” Quinn
says. “It can transform strength, fitness levels, mental health and body
composition. It’s a great form of exercise for burning calories.”

The average person would need to run around 4 kilometres (2.5 miles) to
burn 250 calories. Though the figure will depend on the intensity of the
run and the gradient, Quinn notes.

As well as aiding weight loss, running is a vigorous, high-impact exer-
cise that improves cardiovascular and mental health, he says. It also
strengthens joints and muscles, including the glutes (buttocks), core and
upper body, on top of those engaged when walking.

Swim 35 lengths

“Swimming is a low-impact full-body workout which is great for burning
lots of calories,” Quinn says. Swim 35 lengths in a 50-metre pool to burn
250 calories, he suggests.

As well as supporting weight loss, “swimming helps build muscle and
strength while putting minimal strain on the joints compared to exercis-
es such as running or HIIT,” he notes.

Swimming has the added bonus of toning muscles in the shoulders, tor-
5o, core and glutes, as well as improving posture and flexibility.

It will also increase physical fitness and cardiovascular health, Quinn
says. To burn more calories, simply increase the duration or intensity
of your swim or swap up the stroke (butterfly will burn the most, while
breast stroke will burn the least), he suggests.

As well as supporting weight loss, “swimming helps build muscle and
strength while putting minimal strain on the joints compared to exercis-
es such as running or HIIT,” he notes.

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A space oddity—small
exoplanet challenges
existing theories on
planet formation

discovered a small planet that displays peculiar orbital

motion. The shimmying planet, located 455 light-years
from Earth, shows that planetary systems can be considerably
more complex than researchers have previously thought. Ac-
cording to phys.org.

A research team led by Lund University in Sweden has

The newly discovered planet TOI-1408c has a mass equivalent to
eight Earths and circles very close to a larger planet, the hot gas
giant TOI-1408b. After starting to study both planets and their star,
TOI-1408, in detail, the researchers felt puzzled. The small planet
has a very peculiar orbital motion. The interactions between the
two planets and their star can be likened to a rhythmic dance.

“The small planet exhibits very unusual orbital behavior and shows
considerable variations regarding the time when it passes in front
of its star, which is something that we don’t see as a rule. The small
planet’s existence challenges existing theories on the formation
and stability of planetary systems,” says Judith Korth, astrophysicist
at Lund University and leader of the study.

The new study, published in The Astrophysical Journal Letters,
shows that planetary systems can be considerably more complex
than researchers have previously thought.

The discovery of a small planet between a star and a gas giant is
rare and offers a unique case study for the development of plane-
tary systems. This could help the researchers to understand more
about how planets are formed in other solar systems.

“Our results will help researchers to learn more about how planets
are formed and how they behave when they are very close to each
other, particularly in systems with giant planets,” says Korth.

Exoplanets are planets located in a solar system other than our
own. The first confirmed discovery was made in 1995. Since then,
more than 5,700 exoplanets have been discovered. The research-
ers’ discovery of the space oddity TOI-1408c was made possible
by using NASA’s Transiting Exoplanet Survey Satellite (TESS). Since
TESS was launched in 2018, it has observed more than 7,000 poten-
tial exoplanets.

“I hope that our results can be used in future studies to discover
even more planets in other systems, but also to better understand
the large range of planetary systems that exist in our galaxy,” con-
cludes Korth.

Australia, Japan, parts of China and Norway all experienced
their hottest August on record, according to meteorological
agencies.

“It's clear that the temperatures are rising... above what we
would like,” said Celeste Saulo, head of the World Meteoro-
logical Organization (WMO).

“And it is because the action is not enough.”

While the exact average global temperature for August 2024
is not yet known, the EU’s Copernicus Climate Change Service

(C3S) has established it will be above the record 16.82 de-
grees Celsius (62.28 Fahrenheit) measured in August last year.

“Thresholds are all the time being beaten,” Saulo said, speak-
ing in Singapore at a regional climate forum of local meteoro-
logical services.
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Saulo also called for better monitoring and support for meteo-
rological agencies, adding that “we need more resources”.

The forum comes days after the WMO released its latest
assessment on the impacts of climate change in Asia and the
Pacific, warning that sea-level rise is above average in many
areas.

And the record August continues a near-unbroken 15-month
streak, where each month eclipsed its own temperature
record for the time of year, according to the C3S.

The climate forum also announced the designation of Sin-
gapore as a regional hub for monitoring pollution caused by
vegetation fire and smoke.

One of only two such centres in the world, the facility will of-
fer better quality information on fires and pollution forecasts,
plugging a gap in regional data, officials said.

woman, Helen Roberts, in Swan-
sea, UK has met long-lost relatives
for the first time in her life after a

121-year-old postcard was finally delivered
to an address earlier August month.

The postcard arrived at the Swansea Building
Society which used to be Roberts’ grandfa-
ther’s childhood home and she still lives in the
area, as per Sky News.

Her grandfather was a brother of Ewart — the
sender of the postcard — and the recipient,
Lydia.

Itis understood that the sender was staying at
their grandparents’ house when he sent the
postcard to his sister.

“Dear L | could not, it was not possible to get
the pair of these. | am so sorry, but | hope you
are enjoying yourself at home. | have got now
about 10/- [shillings] as pocket money not
including the train fare so | am doing alright.

Remember me to Miss Gilbert and John. With
love to all from Ewart,” the 121-year-old post-
card reads.

Interestingly, Roberts had been tracing her
family tree online when she received a mes-
sage soon after the postcard was first shared
on the internet.

“It was from a lady who'd seen the article
on social media, and she put the name and

address of the person the postcard was sent
to into Ancestry and then traced her [to] my
family tree,” Roberts stated as quoted by Sky
News.

“As soon as | saw the address and the name, |
recognised it straight away as being my grand-
father’s family home as a child and Lydia be-
ing his sister.”

The family has since reunited with Roberts
and her sister Margaret Spooner meeting on

Wednesday with Ewart’s grandson, Nick Da-
vies and great-granddaughter of Lydia, Faith
Reynolds.

“It was great on Wednesday, meeting two
members of my extended family who I'd nev-
er heard of before, let alone met,” Roberts
added.

Roberts also revealed that this has enabled
her to “close a few loose ends” and learn
more about her grandfather’s siblings adding
that they have exchanged emails enabling
them to keep in touch and learn more about
their families.

Surprisingly, another family member surfaced
in Canada who contacted Davies after the
whole debacle was first shared online.
“The whole thing has been mind-blowing.
Not just the postcard turning up, but how it
connected the family and how much it’s gone
viral globally. It’s astonishing,” Roberts con-
cluded.
