Property Tax Payment Plans are Available Now!

Interest Reduction Stipulates Payment Agreement (IRSPA)

This payment plan reduces the interest rate from 18% to 6% per year for eligible taxpayers. To sign
up, you must own and live in your home, and have a Principal Residence Exemption (PRE) and ID
that proves residency.

Stipulated Payment Agreement (SPA)

Available to everybody, this plan allows a taxpayer to pay taxes pursuant to a payment schedule.
The plan will avoid foreclosure provided that payments are submitted per the agreed upon
schedule.

Distressed Owner Occupant Extension (DOOE)

This program is not available to everyone. If you own and live in the property, and are suffering
financial hardship, you may qualify for this program. Proof of ownership, occupancy, and hardship
are required.

Pay As You Stay Payment Agreement (PAYSPA)

Only for taxpayers who live in a community that opted into the PAYS program, have applied for the Poverty

Tax Exemption (PTE) at their local assessor’s office and were approved. Once notified by your local Assessor's
office and deemed eligible, our office will mail you a notification letter with your Reduced Amount Due. You
will have the option of paying a lump sum (additional 10% off) or enrolling into a PAYSPA.

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US lawmakers de-
mand arms embargo,
end support for Israel

manded an arms embargo and an end to US support for
Israel following a resumption of airstrikes in the Gaza
Strip that killed more than 404 victims.

U S Reps. Rashida Tlaib, Ilhan Omar and Summer Lee de-

The lawmakers condemned the resumption of violence, which
shattered a ceasefire that has been in place since Jan. 19. Accord-
ing to Anatolia.

“The Israeli apartheid regime has resumed its genocide, carrying
out airstrikes all across Gaza and killing hundreds of Palestinians,”
Tlaib wrote on X. She said Israel would never stop until there are
sanctions and an arms embargo.

Omar echoed that sentiment.

“Netanyahu has shattered the ceasefire agreement, indiscrimi-
nately killing hundreds of people in Gaza ... Arms embargo NOW,”
she said.

Lee highlighted the humanitarian crisis, noting that “Israel has
consistently violated the ceasefire and cut off all aid to Gaza ...
This US-backed genocide must end.”

The demand comes amid growing criticism of US support for Isra-
el’s military campaign in Gaza, which has killed more than 48,500
Palestinians, mostly women and children, since October 2023.
The International Criminal Court has issued arrest warrants for
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu and former Defense
Minister Yoav Gallant for war crimes, while Israel faces a genocide

case at the International Court of Justice.
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US to bring down
forces in Syria to less
than 1,000 in coming
months: Pentagon

US forces in Syria under the Combined Joint

Task Force — Operation Inherent Resolve, reduc-
ing troop numbers to less than 1,000 in the coming
months. According to Anatolia.

T he Pentagon announced that it is consolidating

“Recognizing the success the United States has had
against ISIS, including its 2019 territorial defeat under
President Trump, today the Secretary of Defense direct-
ed the consolidation of U.S. forces in Syria under Com-
bined Joint Task Force — Operation Inherent Resolve to
select locations in Syria,” spokesman Sean Parnell said
in a statement.

The consolidation reflects the “significant” steps the US
has made toward degrading the operational capability
of the Daesh/ISIS terror group regionally and globally,
Parnell added.

“This deliberate and conditions-based process will bring
the U.S. footprint in Syria down to less than a 1,000 U.S.
forces in the coming months,” he stressed.

Stressing that in the last 10 years, the Global Coalition
to Defeat ISIS has made “major gains,” Parnell said US
Central Command (CENTCOM) launched dozens of air-
strikes in the last year to further degrade the capabilities
of Daesh/ISIS.

CENTCOM will “remain poised to continue strikes against
the remnants of ISIS in Syria,” he said, adding the US will
work with coalition partners to maintain pressure on the
terror group.

The Pentagon continues to maintain a “significant
amount of capability in the region and the ability to
make dynamic force posture adjustments based on
evolving security situations on the ground,” he stressed.

US President Donald Trump said in late January that the
US “will make a determination” on troops in Syria fol-
lowing a report that said he intends to withdraw Amer-
ican forces.

“l don’t know who said that, but we’ll make a determina-
tion on that,” Trump told reporters at the White House.
“We’re not involved in Syria. Syria is in its own mess.
They’ve got enough messes over there. They don’t need
us involved.”
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US Judge allows Columbia graduate Palestini-
an student Mahmoud Khalil's deportation

can deport Mahmoud Khalil; a Columbia Uni-
versity graduate detained last month over his
role in pro-Palestinian protests.

A US judge has ruled the Trump administration

Mr Khalil, a permanent legal US resident, has not been
charged with a crime. In a letter written from the facili-
ty, he has said his “arrest was a direct consequence” of
speaking out for Palestinian rights. According to the BBC.
The government has cited a Cold War-era immigration
law, declaring that his presence in the US was adverse to
American foreign policy interests.

The immigration court’s ruling does not mean Mr Khalil
would be immediately removed from the country. The
judge gave his lawyers until 23 April to appeal against
the order.

The activist has been held at a
Louisiana detention centre since
8 March, when immigration offi-
cers told him he was being de-
ported for taking part in protests
against the war in Gaza.

Who is Mahmoud Khalil, Pales-
tinian student activist facing US
deportation?

The 30-year-old was a promi-
nent voice at Columbia Univer-
sity’s protests against the war in
Gaza last year.

The Trump administration has
cited a 1952 law that empowers
the government to order some-
one deported if their presence
in the country could pose unfavourable consequences
for American foreign policy.

The judge said the Trump administration was allowed to
move forward with its effort to deport Mr Khalil because
the argument that he poses “adverse foreign policy con-
sequences” for the US is “facially reasonable”.

Mr Khalil, who was otherwise silent, addressed the court
after the ruling.

“I would like to quote what you said last time that
there’s nothing that’s more important to this court than
due process rights and fundamental fairness,” Mr Khalil
said in court.

“Clearly what we witnessed today, neither of these prin-
ciples were present today or in this whole process,” he
said. “This is exactly why the Trump administration has
sent me to this court, 1,000 miles away from my family.”
The American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) described the
decision as “pre-written”.

The rights group said the ruling came less than 48 hours
after the US government “handed over the ‘evidence’
they have on Mr. Khalil - which included nothing more

than a letter from Secretary of State Marco Rubio that
made clear Mr Khalil had not committed a crime and
was being targeted solely based on his speech”.

The government, particularly Rubio, has said its ef-
forts to deport Mr Khalil were also to “protect Jewish
students from harassment and violence in the United
States” even if his activities were “otherwise lawful”.
Department of Homeland Security Secretary Kristi Noem
praised the judge’s ruling on.

“It is a privilege to be granted a visa or green card to live
and study in the United States of America,” she wrote on
social media. “When you advocate for violence, glorify
and support terrorists that relish the killing of Ameri-
cans, and harass Jews, that privilege should be revoked,
and you should not be in this country. Good riddance.”
Mr Khalil’s legal team has repeatedly said evidence of
antisemitism has not been pre-
sented.

His lawyer, Marc Van Der Hout,
condemned the decision and
said his team was going to fight
for Mr Khalil's “right to speak
out against what’s happening in
the US”.

The legal team also said they
expected further hearings in
the case.

“| actually had a long conversa-
tion with him after the hearing,”
Johnny Sinodis, another mem-
ber of Mr Khalil's legal team,
told the BBC later on Friday.
“He’s feeling confident. He's
feeling supported.”

“Mahmoud is not against the United States, he is not an-
tisemitic,” he said. “He has done nothing wrong.”

Mr Khalil has also filed a federal court lawsuit in New
Jersey challenging his arrest as unconstitutional. His law-
yers have said the outcome of that case could block his
deportation if they win.

The Trump administration has separately alleged that
the student committed immigration fraud by failing to
disclose certain information on his green card applica-
tion.

This includes working for the British embassy in Beirut
and the United Nations agency for Palestinian migrants
and refugees. But the government has not submitted
any new evidence related to this.

In a statement, White House Assistant Press Secretary
Taylor Rogers said the Trump administration is “commit-
ted to the enforcement of our immigration laws and
will take swift action to remove aliens who pose seri-
ous adverse foreign policy consequences for the United
States”.

The Wayne County Executive Warren C. Evans’ Speech

2025 State of the County : Collabora-
tion is The New Currenc

he Wayne County Executive
T Warren C. Evans’ 2025 State

of the County Address is so
insightful that | listened to it a second
time to fully absorb its impact. It is not
merely a recitation of achievements
but a narrative of transformation, one
that emphasizes the power of collabo-
ration as the driving force behind com-
munal prosperity. His speech, rooted in
both pragmatism and idealism, paints
a portrait of a county that has turned
collective effort into tangible progress,
proving that unity, not division, is the
cornerstone of effective governance.

At the core of his address there is a
simple yet radical insight, «Collabora-
tion is the New Currency». By recalling
«currency», Executive Evans does not
merely speak in economic terms. He
suggests that collaboration holds tan-
gible, transactional value, an exchange
rate for progress. In a county of 43 di-
verse communities, from the growing
core of Detroit to the rural stretches,
isolation is a luxury no one can afford.
Wayne County’s strength is latent in its
diversity including, industrial cities, ag-
ricultural towns, immigrant hubs, and
innovation corridors, all with different
needs but mutual fates. Executive
Evan»s vision acknowledges that true
unity is not about silencing differ-
ences, but about leveraging them.
When Dearborn’s cultural institutions
collaborate with Detroit’s artists, when
Taylor’s workforce training programs
align with Plymouth’s small business-
es, the entire region appreciates in
value. His emphasis on unifying Wayne
County’s 43 distinct communities
speaks to a leadership philosophy

that values cohesion over isolation.
This ethos is reflected in initiatives

like the medical debt relief program,
which erased $40 million in burdens
for 70,000 residents, a policy that does
not just alleviate individual suffering
but strengthens the collective well-be-
ing of the county. The ambition to
eliminate medical debt entirely is not
just fiscal responsibility; it is a moral
statement, positioning government as
an instrument of equity.

The reported drop in crime and invest-
ments in Juvenile & Youth Services
connotes a shift from reactive policing
to preventative care, a recognition
that safety is not just about enforce-
ment but about opportunity. Likewise,
the $20 million workforce develop-
ment initiative through WayneLINC
program and $10 million affordable
housing project signal an understand-
ing that economic stability is the foun-

dation of civic peace. These are not
isolated expenditures but intercon-
nected strands in a broader safety net,
designed together by the principle
that a county thrives when its most
vulnerable are supported. Wayne
County’s infrastructure renovation
($170 million spent on 76 projects,
$45 million in drain upgrades, 450
lane miles paved, and $63 million in
broader infrastructure improvements)
reads like a blueprint for moderniza-
tion. The $100 million PACE financing
for eco-friendly projects in Taylor, Ro-
mulus, and Detroit further illustrates
a forward-thinking approach, where
development does not come at the
expense of sustainability. These are
not just repairs; they are investments
in the county’s future viability. This

is clearly evident in his emphasis on
young generation.

Beyond the numbers, Executive
Evans’ speech grounds itself in human
stories, 102,000 community service
hours by student volunteers, 1 million
meals delivered, and a $1.7 billion
total economic impact from public-pri-
vate partnerships. These figures are
not cold statistics but indicators to a
county that values civic engagement
and shared responsibility, incarnating
moral sentiments. The $360 million

in FEMA aid for homeland security af-
firms resilience, framing Wayne Coun-
ty as a community that does not just
endure crises but emerges stronger
from them. This is not collaboration
for its own sake, but for measurable
impact. Infrastructure projects that
cross municipal lines, regional transit
solutions, shared emergency services,
these are all regarded the dividends of
this new currency. In Evans’ frame-
work, public servants are not just

administrators but brokers of cooper-
ation, ensuring that no community is
left to languish while others flourish.
Executive Evans’ address is, at its
core, a celebration of what can be
achieved when leadership prioritizes
unity over division, action in the field
over stagnation behind computer.

His closing remark: “I am willing to
work with anyone to make Wayne
County better” is both a pledge and

a challenge, an invitation to continue
the work of building a county where
progress is not the exception but the
expectation. Wayne County is more
than a geographic entity; it is a living
commitment to the idea that collab-
oration, when wielded with vision
and determination, can transform not
just policies but lives. The state of the
county, as Executive Evans presents it,
is not just strong, rather it is striving,
growing, and, above all, united.

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Yemen: Why did‘fﬁe US deéfro; R;s
Isa, the Houthi-controlled oil port?

t least 80 people were
A reportedly killed when Amer-
ican warplanes attacked the
Ras Isa port in Yemen, making it the
single-deadliest attack since the US

began bombing Houthi targets 15
months ago.

The strike caused “significant dam-
age” to the port and led to the dis-
ruption of fuel supplies, the Houthi-af-
filiated Red Sea Ports Corporation
said. According to newarab.

The Ras Isa port is located 60 kilo-
metres (around 37.28 miles) north of
Hodeida on Yemen'’s Red Sea coast,
and was established in the 1980s as
oil exploration and production in the
country took off.

The facility has a storage capacity of
three million barrels of oil, making it
the second-largest oil terminal in the
country.

It is connected to the oil-rich Marib
province in the centre of the country
via a 440-kilometre pipeline with
capacity to transport 200,000 barrels
of oil per day.

Prior to the outbreak of the civil war
in 2014, it served as a hub for export-
ing fuel and was operated by Yemen
Hunt Oil Company, a Texas-based
energy firm.

In late 2014, militants blew up the
pipeline supplying the terminal,
halting oil exports.

Prior to the US attack, the facility was

used by the Houthis to import gaso-
line, diesel and liquefied petroleum
gas.

Significantly, it is the only major oil
terminal controlled by the Houthis,
and thus vital for its ability to import
fuel into the country.

Docked off the coast of the terminal
is a floating oil supertanker, the FSO
Safer, which was used to supplement
the capacity of the main complex but
began to break apart following years
of inactivity during the civil war.

The decaying vessel was close to
causing an environmental disaster
before a UN-led mission succeeded
in offloading the 1.1 million barrels of
oil held in the ship in 2023.

Ras Isa has been targeted multiple
times by the US-UK-Israel coalition
since it began bombing Yemen 15
months ago.

The port was among several sites
attacked by Israeli warplanes last
September.

The US, Israel and UK have carried
out airstrikes against Houthi sites
since January 2024 after the rebel
group began targeting Israel-linked
ships in the Red Sea in response to
the devastating war on Gaza.

The Trump administration has
escalated the bombing campaign
since it took office in January this
year and has vowed to continue until
the Houthis stop disrupting Red Sea
shipping.
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UN chief ‘gravely concerned’ about US airstrikes in Yemen

S Defense Secretary Pete
U Hegseth shared detailed
information about forthcoming
strikes in Yemen on March 15 in a pri-

vate Signal group chat, the New York
Times reported.

Citing four people with knowledge of
the chat, the Times said it included his
wife Jennifer, brother Phil and person-
al lawyer Tim Parlatore. According to
Anatolia.

Hegseth shared the flight schedules for
the F/A-18 Hornets targeting the Houthi
group -- essentially the same attack
plans that he shared in a separate
Signal chat the same day, according to
the report.

Last month, Jeffrey Goldberg, edi-
tor-in-chief of The Atlantic magazine,
said he had been inadvertently includ-
ed in a messaging group where Vice
President JD Vance, National Security
Adviser Mike Waltz, Hegseth and other
senior officials discussed plans for an
attack on Houthi targets in Yemen hours
before it took place on March 15.
Hegseth used his personal phone to
create the newly revealed Signal chat as
a forum for discussing routine adminis-
trative or scheduling information, said
two of the people familiar with the

chat.

He shared information about the
Yemen strikes in the “Defense | Team
Huddle” chat -- that included about

a dozen of Hegseth'’s top aides -- at
approximately the same time he was
putting the same details in the other
Signal chat group that included senior
US officials and Goldberg, the people
familiar the chat group said.

A US official declined to comment on
whether Hegseth shared detailed tar-
geting information but maintained that
there was no national security breach,
the report said.

One person familiar with the chat said
Hegseth’s aides had warned him ahead
of the Yemen strikes not to discuss such
sensitive operational details in his Sig-
nal group chat which, while encrypted,
is not considered as secure.

The “Signalgate” incident raised ques-
tions about the administration’s han-
dling of classified military information
after sensitive details about weapons
packages, targets and timing were
reportedly shared on the unsecured
platform.

Earlier this month, the Pentagon’s act-
ing inspector general, Steve Stebbins,
announced that a formal investiga-
tion into Hegseth’s use of the Signal
app to discuss military operations in
Yemen against Houthi targets would be
launched.

“The objective of this evaluation is

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Spain public broadcaster
calls for ‘debate’ over Isra-
el’s Eurovision participation

(EBU), which manages the event, “requesting a debate on
the participation of Israeli public television (KAN)” in the
contest, the Spanish public broadcaster said in a statement.

R TVE has sent a letter to the European Broadcasting Union

The Swiss city of Basel will host the glitzy annual extravaganza --
one of the world’s biggest live television events, which involves
countries from Europe to Australia -- at the St. Jakobshalle indoor
arena, with the semi-finals on May 13 and 15, and the final on
May 17. According to AFP.

Public broadcasters of participating nations select the candidate
to represent them, so the absence of KAN would mean there
would be no Israeli performer at this year’s event.

RTVE said it “reiterates its support” for Eurovision “but also ac-
knowledges the concerns that the situation in Gaza and the par-
ticipation of KAN public television are raising within Spanish civil
society.

“It would be appropriate for the EBU to recognise the existence
of this debate and provide a forum for discussion between EBU
member broadcasters on the participation of Israeli public televi-
sion,” the statement added.

The EBU said it appreciated “concerns and deeply held views
around the current conflict in the Middle East”, but added that all
its members were eligible to compete at Eurovision.

“We remain in constant contact with those participating this year,
including RTVE, on all aspects of the contest,” it added in a state-
ment.

October 7 survivor

Thousands protested at last year’s contest in the Swedish city of
Malmo against Israel’s participation against the backdrop of the
war between Israel and Hamas in Gaza.

Israeli competitor Eden Golan had to change her lyrics over their
apparent references to the deadly Hamas attack against Israel on
October 7, 2023, which sparked the war.

A survivor of that attack will represent Israel in Basel.

When Hamas militants killed more than 370 people at the Nova
music festival, Yuval Raphael survived by hiding under a pile of
bodies. She said she would be ready to face the kind of hostility
Golan did.

Finland’s public broadcaster Yle received two petitions last month
demanding it push for Israel to be banned from the contest due
to the war in Gaza.

One was signed by more than 500 music and culture industry
professionals, while a public petition was signed by over 10,000
people.

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5 Ways to Raise Practicing Muslim Children

eing a parent can be a harrowing ex-
perience. At every age and stage in

life we worry about our children. We
worry about whether our babies have had
enough to eat. We worry about whether
our toddler might scrape their knees. And
we worry about how our teenager will deal
with pressure at school.

But, to be honest, many of these concerns
are trivial and they make us lose sight of
the things that truly matter, like whether
our children will remain Muslim. Because at
the end of the day, our primary mission as
parents is to protect and prepare our kids
for the hereafter.

Allah instructs us in the Qur’an:

“O believers! Protect yourselves and your
families from a Fire whose fuel is people
and stones.” [ Qur’an, 66:6]

In this day and age, this feels like a daunting
task. We're living in a world that is drowning
us in un-Islamic ideas and values, from
cartoons and movies, to teachers and
classmates.

So what can we do to best protect our
children? | thought about my experience as
an Imam for the past decade and all the kids
I've met in my community. I've interacted
with children and youth from all sorts of
backgrounds, and some have undoubtedly
stood out through their devotion to Islam
and beautiful character.

When | met these kids, | couldn’t help but
wonder: What did their parents do differ-
ently? After a lot of reflecting, | realized
that all of their parents shared five essential
habits: According to Yageen Institute.

1 - They take their kids to the masjid often.
One common theme is that their parents
bring them to the masjid nearly every day.
One father, for example, would be at the
masjid multiple times a day, bringing his kids
practically once a day with him. The masjid
provides a strong Islamic environment

and provides an opportunity for children

to meet other kids who are being raised
similarly.

In general, we underestimate the
power of the masjid. Even

if nothing is happening

and the masjid is
empty, there is a
spiritual benefit
just being there.
We know there

is tremendous
reward in our

deen in merely
waiting in the
masjid from

prayer to prayer.

It has a serenity
within and reminds
us constantly of our
Creator, which strength-
ens our mental health—
even that of a child.

2 - They are best friends with their kids.
Not in an overbearing way. Yes, these kids
also have close peers their age but they are
still very close to their parents. They’ve de-
veloped an intimate relationship where they
feel comfortable sharing their experiences
and talking to their parents about their en-
tire day. No doubt, it takes time to develop
this level of rapport and connection, but it

is a result of the parent and child spending

a lot of time together. Being in the company
of your child is important—especially being
‘present’ with them. This helps us create
closeness and the ability to communicate
easily.
3 - They develop supportive peer connec-
tions.
These parents find families with simi-
lar-aged kids, who are raising their children
the same way, and spend time together. As
a parent, you can befriend your child but
you can never be their peer. They
need a peer connection in
'S their life, but one that
: does not undermine
the values and ideals
that you are raising
your own chil-
dren with. That
means you have
to be aware and
selective of who
your children
are befriending
and ideally play
arole in ensuring
they are spending
the right time with
the right kids. The ear-
lier you can establish this,
the better.

As the saying goes, it takes a village to
raise a child. By finding like-minded families,
these parents have created their own
village.

4 - They are serious about Islamic educa-
tion.

They make use of community programs like
youth halagahs, weekend schools, etc. But
they go beyond this too. These parents are
committed to learning about Islam them-
selves. The vessel can only pour forth what

Fp

it contains.

Even if your kids attend Islamic programs,
they need religious education reinforced

at home. You need to be educated enough
to teach them their religion, give them
resources to learn, and have conversations
about the “why,” like why God asks us to
worship Him and why evil exists.

You can check out some great resources at
Yageen like Conversations or Curriculum to
help you along the way!

5 - They own the conversation on difficult
topics.

Kids are now easily exposed to difficult
topics like sex, masturbation, drugs, and
gender identity. Whether in a public school,
a playground, or browsing online, they are
often exposed early and outside of a proper
Islamic framing.

That means that you need to talk to your
kids about these topics much earlier than
you would prefer. You need to ‘own’ this
conversation. Talk to them about it, openly
and sincerely, allowing for two-way commu-
nication. Your kids need to feel comfortable
talking to you about these topics.

You need to not only frame these issues
within a framework of Islamic ethics, but
you need to help them think through and
manage situations at school where it may
be difficult to navigate as Muslim kids.
Role-play situations that might happen in
the classroom or on the playground to help
them build their confidence in social set-
tings so they can stay true to their beliefs.
While raising children in today’s world is no
easy feat, we can take comfort in know-

ing that, after we try our best, ultimate
guidance is in the hands of Allah. May Allah
guide us all and our children to His Straight
Path - ameen.

The van Gogh master-
piece ‘The Starry Night'’
is more art than science,
researchers report

he Dutch master Vincent van Gogh may have paint-
T ed one of Western history’s most enduring works,

but “The Starry Night” is not a masterpiece of flow
physics — despite recent attention to its captivating swirls,
according to researchers from Virginia Commonwealth
University and the University of Washington. According
to vcu news.

The post-Impressionist artist painted the work (often re-
ferred to simply as “Starry Night”) in June 1889, and its
depiction of a pre-sunrise sky and village was inspired in
part by the view from van Gogh’s asylum room in southern
France. The painting is part of the permanent collection of
the Museum of Modern Art in New York City.

Last year, a paper published in the September issue of Phys-
ics of Fluids — “Hidden Turbulence in van Gogh'’s ‘The Starry
Night"” — received considerable notice by positing that the
eddies, or swirls, painted by van Gogh adhere to Kolmog-
orov’s theory of turbulent flow, which explains how air and
water swirls move in a somewhat chaotic pattern. “[van
Gogh] was able to reproduce not only the size of whirls/
eddies, but also their relative distance and intensity in his
painting,” the paper read.

However, those conclusions are unfounded, according
to Mohamed Gad-el-Hak, Ph.D., the Inez Caudill Eminent
Professor in VCU’s Department of Mechanical and Nuclear
Engineering, and James J. Riley, Ph.D., the inaugural Paccar
Professor of Mechanical Engineering at the University of
Washington. Their report — “Is There Hidden Turbulence
in Vincent van Gogh'’s ‘The Starry Night’?” — appears in the
latest issue of Journal of Turbulence.

“The Kolmogorov theory, which is named for the 20th-cen-
tury Soviet mathematician Andrey Kolmogorov, is perhaps
the most famous theory in turbulence research,” Gad-el-
Hak said. “That theory applies to the velocity field in fluid
flows.” The theory was extended independently by Alex-
ander Obukhov, Ph.D., and Stanley Corrsin, Ph.D., to scalar
fields in a turbulent flow, such as fluid density, tempera-
ture, pressure, and related quantities. As doctoral students
at Johns Hopkins University, Gad-el-Hak and Riley studied
under Corrsin, and were well-versed in the theory.

It was this extension of the theory to scalars in turbulent
flows that was employed by the authors of the paper in
Physics of Fluids, but Gad-el-Hak and Riley said that was er-
roneous. “Our foundational objection ... is that there is no
identifiable, measurable scalar fluid property in the paint-
ing that can be used to apply the theory of Obukhov and
Corrsin,” Riley said. “Furthermore, the atmospheric flow
field assumed does not even closely satisfy the assump-
tions required of the theory.” Gad-el-Hak and Riley there-
fore infer that the conclusions in the Physics of Fluids paper
are unfortunately totally flawed, and “that the painting is
fascinating and very abstract, and in fact this is an element
of what makes it such an iconic work of art.”

al Kilmer’s children have spoken out for the

He underwent radiotherapy and chemotherapy, as
well as a tracheostomy, which damaged his vocal
cords.

Kilmer was also known for playing Batman in 1995’s
Batman Forever and starred in a number of west-
erns including 1989 film Billy the Kid and 1992's
Thunderheart.

The moment of silence followed a string of trib-
utes from Hollywood figures including Cher, Fran-
cis Ford Coppola, Antonio Banderas and Michelle
Monaghan.

And in the wake of his death, his Top Gun co-star
Tom Cruise paid tribute to Kilmer, honouring his
“dear friend” and wishing him “well on the next
journey”.

Speaking at the CinemaCon film event in Las Vegas,
Cruise asked for a moment’s silence to reflect on the
“wonderful” times shared with the star.

Kilmer rose to fame starring alongside Cruise in
the 1986 hit Top Gun, playing Iceman, a rival pilot
to Cruise’s character Maverick, and his final acting
role was a cameo in the 2022 blockbuster sequel Top
Gun: Maverick.
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Omar El Akkad’s New Book
Critiques American Hypoc-
risy on the Gaza War

mar El Akkad’s latest book, One Day, Everyone Will Always Have
O Been Against This, articulates the emptiness, anguish, and contra-

dictions many of us have experienced while witnessing our govern-
ments’ complicity and even justification for the genocide in Gaza. The liberal
establishment’s silence and inaction is appalling, but as El Akkad argues, it
is not out of character.

Over the past 18 months, this ongoing genocide has claimed over 50,000
lives, with many others unaccounted for, disappeared, or trapped under rub-
ble. These numbers add to the unimaginable horrors, losses, and atrocities
endured by those who have survived. What we have collectively learned is
that if our liberal institutions and well-meaning colleagues and neighbors can
remain silent in the face of such atrocities, then no crime will be too great to
ignore. Anything can be—and has been—normalized. El Akkad argues that
Western liberalism’s moral collapse is not a sudden failure, but an exposure
of its long-standing contradictions. He describes a “cascade of institutional
gutlessness” in the arts, media, and political establishment.

Drawing on his experiences as a journalist reporting from Afghanistan and
Guantanamo Bay, and as an immigrant growing up in Qatar and then Can-
ada, El Akkad exposes how certain lives are deemed dispensable, invisible,
and even cheap. Much of the book revolves around the absence of words
to adequately describe the callousness of our political class, who normalize
and fictionalize atrocities in Gaza like they have done many times before and
will continue to do so to pursue their interests. EI Akkad argues that one day,
these same liberals will offer empty condemnations and land acknowledge-
ments—only when it is politically convenient.

El Akkad examines how language is used to obscure responsibility and down-
play violence. Media narratives frame injustices as complex or unresolvable,
statistics and facts as inherently contested, and stray bullets that kill children
as tragic accidents—allowing those in power, and those launching the mis-
siles, to evade accountability. He does not focus on figures like Donald Trump,
who make no pretense of caring for Palestinians. Instead, he indicts Western
liberals—particularly Democrats—who demand that people choose them
over Trump promising to be the relatively better choice while greenlighting
genocide. El Akkad urges us to consider that Democratic inaction enables
Republican extremism and rejects the “lesser evil” argument, stating that rel-
ative harm cannot justify absolute injustice. The same institutions that cham-
pion a rules based order also set those rules aside to criminalize and punish
those who refuse to stay silent, commenting on the campus encampments
that saw record number of arrests and disciplinary measures. Liberal institu-
tions dismiss acts of defiance and resistance, framing moral imperatives as
mere inconveniences to be managed rather than confronted.

The book also condemns well-meaning artists, funders, and journalists who
win accolades for ‘breaking the silence’ on injustices—only to remain silent
when fellow artists and young students are killed, arrested, detained, and
blacklisted for their solidarity with Palestine. From his vantage point as a
writer living in the woods, El Akkad points to the the absurdity of a capitalist
world order in which the greatest panic among those in power is not about
genocide or the funding of a state that has violated numerous human rights
convention—but about disruptions to global shipping routes. If this system
responds only to self-interest and allows a privileged few to decide how much
death and destruction warrants action, then nothing will be off-limits. It is
only a matter of time before our lives, too, conflict with the business interests
of the ruling class.

For socialists, this analysis of the world and capitalism is both familiar and
deeply resonant. However, what makes El Akkad’s work so compelling is his
precision, depth, and ability to weave his personal experiences with an un-
flinching examination of Western wars against Palestinians, and those caught
in imperial wars for extraction. His writing is accessible yet profound, forcing
even liberals and the silent bystanders to confront why they remain passive in
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the face of such atrocities—and who ultimately benefits from their inaction. ¢ s
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In the final sections, El Akkad does not leave us in despair but accounts for

those who are bravely walking away from the world order that has enabled
genocide and other atrocities—those who refuse to be silent until history
deems it convenient to speak. He points to the activists who are imagining
and working toward a different system, and are invested in solidarity instead
of collective annihilation. Our duty is to stand in solidarity, not to stand in
silence—no matter what our ruling class says or doesn’t say.
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Trump’s Tariff Fire Works

espite the great deal of sound and
fury that it has generated, it is per-
haps too early to assess the lasting

impact of President Donald Trump’s latest
fireworks on tariffs.

Some things, however, are certain.
Contrary to assertions by talking heads on
the small screen, we are not heading for a
global trade war.

True, the US is the world’s biggest econo-
my and ranks second as a trading power.
But its share of world trade hovers around
12 percent or under 10 percent of its GDP.
The remaining 88 percent of world trade
by 192 nations won’t be immediately
affected.

Moreover, almost half of US foreign trade
is with its two neighbors Canada and
Mexico which had a tussle over tariffs
with Trump in his first term but managed
to reach a deal and are poised to do the
same this time.

Apart from his blanket 10 percent tariff
for all imports, higher tariffs have been
suggested for some 60 countries including
the 30 or so that account for 40 percent of
US foreign trade.

By the time of this writing, several of those
had indicated readiness to negotiate a
compromise. Even the European Union,
which initially threatened hell and high
fire, is beginning to realize that if you are
in a hole, you stop digging. The forthcom-
ing G-7 summit may provide an opportu-
nity for that.

Even China which seems to have embarked
on a game of chicken against the US is al-
most certain to realize that it cannot afford
a full-scale trade duel with the US.

Some pundits like Columbia University’s
Professor Jeffrey Sachs claim that tariffs
suggested by Trump could lead to a
recession.

To back that claim, they cite the
Smoot-Hawley act of 1930, which imposed
a set of tariffs on US imports. According to
Sachs, the act caused the Great Depres-
sion.

The erratic behavior of stock exchanges
across the world in the past few days has
raised the specter of another recession. |
doubt that will happen. But even if it does,
it would be the result of poor perception
by financiers gripped by fear and greed.
Factories around the world would con-
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tinue to work and farms would not stop
producing.

The Washington Post goes further by com-
paring Trump to President William McKin-
ley, implicitly designating the US as an
“Imperialist” power. However, the paper
forgets the key features of “Imperialism”
none of which apply to the US.

An Imperialist power exports people
whereas the US, thanks to immigration,
has been a net importer throughout its
history.

Trump is accused of protectionism. But
here, too, a measure of protection is con-
ducive to economic development. Without
protectionism, Victorian England would
not have been able to build its industrial
revolution and create a global empire.
Bismarck’s Germany would not have
become 19th century Europe’s industrial
powerhouse. Similarly, the Japanese Meiji
“miracle” was prompted by protectionist
policies.

To be sure, too much protectionism could
be deadly as it discourages competition
and innovation and rewards scientific and
intellectual laziness.

Like Trump, Adam Smith, the father of
economics as an academic discipline,

was a fan of tariffs while holding up the
free market as an ideal in which compar-
ative advantages of all nations become
operational. However, that ideal depends
on that troublesome Latin phase; ceteris
paribus (other things being equal).

In other words, availability of raw mate-
rials, presence of competitively priced
labor, proximity to markets, standards of
scientific and technological development,

legal and political stability and regulations
come into play. It is obvious that achieving
parity in most if not all those domains
isn’t a realistic aspiration and that in any
trading relationship one partner is at a
disadvantage.

That fact now applies to the US and is
highlighted by its huge balance of pay-
ments deficit, overall indebtedness and
the high tariffs it has faced throughout the
globalization saga.

Trump tried to undo some of that dis-
advantage in his first term and imposed
tariffs that his successor Joe Biden, a
champion of globalism, maintained.

Now in his second term, Trump intends to
go further by addressing other problems
inherent in the global system including the
vulnerability of supply chains and the dan-
ger inherent in strategic dependency on
foreign sources of vital goods and services.
If the proposed scheme is really imple-
mented, the US is likely to correct other
problems including loss of industrial mem-
ory in many sectors, the downgrading of
large areas of the country caused by ship-
ment of jobs overseas and an addiction to
relatively cheap and low quality consumer
goods.

An unintended consequence could be a
reduction in the share of the US dollar in
trade transactions.

Contrary to Trump’s belief that the current
“dollar is king” situation in world trade
transactions is in US advantage, a lowering
of that profile could contribute to his other
aspiration of sheltering the US from some
of the uncertainties of a global system that
could run out of control.
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NATO partners form
‘electromagnetic
warfare’ coalition to
support Ukraine

support Ukraine in “electromagnetic warfare”
capabilities, German Defense Minister Boris Pis-
torius announced.

S everal NATO partners have formed a coalition to

Speaking to reporters in Brussels before a Ukraine De-
fense Contact Group meeting, Pistorius announced that
Germany and its allies would boost their support to
Ukraine in response to ongoing Russian attacks. Accord-
ing to Anatolia.

“As you know, we are helping Ukraine develop military
capabilities not only for the present but also for the
postwar period,” Pistorius said.

He noted that allies and partners have already formed
eight capability coalitions to support Ukraine in various
areas, including artillery, armored vehicles, and missile
defense.

“Germany has now formed a ninth coalition, with 10
partners joining to date. This coalition focuses on elec-
tromagnetic warfare — an increasingly important field
that encompasses securing our own communications,
conducting reconnaissance, disrupting enemy commu-
nications, and defending against drones,” he said.

Representatives from approximately 40 countries —
mostly NATO allies — are gathering at alliance headquar-
ters on Friday for the 27th Ukraine Defense Contact
Group meeting. The UK and Germany are co-chairing
the meeting for the first time since the US administra-
tion transferred leadership of this format to European
allies.

Pistorius said US Defense Secretary Pete Hegseth would
join the meeting through videoconference, while a sep-
arate US delegation would attend in person.
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UK governmeht pushes for stronger US trade
ties amid promising economic growth

he UK government reiterated its
T commitment to strengthening inter-

national trade ties, particularly with
the US, after the latest economic figures

showed a stronger-than-expected recovery.

Rachel Reeves, the UK’s Treasury chief,
highlighted the need for a favorable trade
deal with the US after President Donald
Trump unilaterally imposed a 10% tariff on
UK goods. According to Anatolia.

Speaking to broadcasters in the wake of
February’s GDP data, Reeves stressed that
the government remains focused on driving
long-term growth across the country.

“It is welcome news that the economy grew
strongly in February and, of course, the
numbers as well for January were revised
up,” she said. “But we do know that we

need to go further and faster on delivering
growth that is felt by families up and down
the country.”

She emphasized that the Labour govern-
ment, led by Prime Minister Keir Starmer,
is “resolved to do everything we can” to
secure better trading relationships globally,
with the US high on the priority list.

“But, at the same time, we also want to
improve trading relations with other coun-
tries around the world. It’s why | hosted
the Indian finance minister in London this
week as part of our economic and financial
dialogue, and to try and secure a free trade
and investment treaty with India,” she said.
The remarks come as the UK economy
recorded a 0.5% rise in GDP for February,
beating analysts’ expectations and suggest-
ing early signs of a broader recovery.

Data from DXBinteract shows villa
sales were up by 43.1% year-on-
year to $11.23bn (AED 41.3bn) from
8,369 deals, while apartment sales
rose by 12.6% to $16.95bn (AED

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NATO chief expresses support

for US-led Ukraine talks as he
meets Zelenskyy in Odesa

ATO Secretary-General Mark Rutte on backed US Pres-
N ident Donald Trump’s push for peace in Ukraine as he
met Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy in the
city of Odesa and reiterated continued support against Russia.

Rutte and Zelenskyy visited a military hospital, and met wounded
soldiers in the aftermath of Russia’s latest missile strike on Sumy.
According to Anadolu Agency.

Rutte reaffirmed the alliance’s “unwavering” support for Ukraine
during a joint press conference with Zelenskyy, saying its com-
mitment is “clear and concrete.”

“NATO stands with Ukraine. You and | know that this has been
true all along,” Rutte said, addressing doubts over continued sup-
port. “But let there be no doubt. Our support is unwavering.”
He said NATO continues to deliver security assistance and train-
ing through its command in the German city of Wiesbaden, and
works closely with Kyiv and Brussels.

“In the first three months of 2025, NATO partners have already
provided more than €20 billion to help Ukraine,” he said, refer-
ring to additional pledges made at the latest Ramstein meeting
in Brussels.

Rutte emphasized that the goal is to ensure Ukraine remains
strong and sovereign, capable of defending itself and deterring
“future aggression.”

On Trump’s diplomatic efforts to end the more than three-year-
long war, Rutte said: “These discussions are not easy — not least
in the wake of this horrific violence — but we all support President
Trump’s push for peace,” he said.

“Other allies — including through efforts led by France and the
United Kingdom — are ready, willing and able to shoulder more
responsibility in helping to secure a peace when the time comes.”
“Ukraine’s people have endured so much — not least Russia’s
Palm Sunday attack on Sumy. NATO support is unwavering,” Rutte
separately said on X. “We will continue to help Ukraine so it can
defend today and deter future aggression, ensuring a just and
lasting peace.”

Zelenskyy, for his part, said it is important that Britain, France
and other NATO countries are “already actively preparing the ba-
sis for a security contingent in Ukraine.”

“It is important that we all be fast enough and effective in this
process,” he wrote on Telegram. “And the NATO mission to pro-
vide security assistance and training for Ukraine in Wiesbaden
must also work as effectively as possible.”

He presented state awards to injured servicemen and praised
their “strength and resilience” and honored combat medics for
saving lives under fire in Kherson, Kharkiv and Mykolaiv.

“I thank everyone who defends, treats, endures, and supports
Ukraine. You are our strength,” he added.

Axios: Iran seeks to
consider interim nucle-
ar deal in talks with US

ran may offer an interim nuclear deal in talks with the US before
continuing dialogue on a full agreement. This is reported by Axios,
citing sources.

The US President Donald Trump has set a two-month deadline for talks with
Tehran, but he has also ordered a buildup of the US military forces in the Mid-
dle East as a backup option if diplomacy fails, in which case Washington could
strike Iran@s nuclear facilities or support an Israeli strike.

According to Axios, the Iranians believe it is unrealistic to reach a complex nu-
clear deal with the United States in two months, so they want more time to
avoid escalation.

Under the interim agreement, Tehran could suspend some uranium enrich-
ment activities, reduce its stockpile of enriched uranium to 60%, and grant UN
inspectors greater access to its nuclear facilities.

These steps would only slightly increase the time it takes for Iran to build a
nuclear bomb, but could build credibility for further talks, experts say. The
interim agreement could also be an extension of the Snapback mechanism
information reference

Snapback is a mechanism that allows for the automatic reinstatement of UN
sanctions against Iran if it fails to comply with the nuclear deal.

that was part of the 2015 nuclear deal, which expires in October.

The interim agreement would likely require Trump to suspend his “maximum
pressure” campaign on the Iranian economy. It is not yet clear whether the US
president would be willing to do so.

Trump's position on Iran

Last September, during the election campaign, Trump said he was open to a
new nuclear deal with Iran. At the time, Politico noted that his statements
were an attempt to ease tensions with the Iranian government — the Repub-
lican had been told a week earlier that Iran was plotting to assassinate Trump.
Trump did not go into details about future cooperation with Iran, but noted
that negotiations are needed in any case — because of the threat posed by
Iran with its desire to have nuclear weapons.

In early February, the American president signed a document

that restores “maximum pressure” on Iran to reduce Iranian oil exports to zero
and prevent the country from obtaining nuclear weapons.

And on February 6, the US Treasury Department imposed sanctions against an
international network that funnels revenues from the sale of Iranian oil to the
Iranian army, circumventing existing restrictions.

In March, Bloomberg wrote that Putin had agreed to help Trump in nuclear
negotiations with Iran.

What preceded

The Iran nuclear deal was signed in 2015 by the US, UK, Russia, France, China,
Germany and the EU. They agreed that the Iranian authorities would give up
their nuclear program in exchange for the lifting of economic sanctions.

In 2018, then-US President Donald Trump withdrew the country from the Iran
nuclear deal and imposed new sanctions against the Iranian regime.

Tehran resumed uranium production after Trump pulled out of the deal. Un-
der Joe Biden's presidency, Iran’s nuclear program has “advanced significantly,”
Axios noted.

The Biden administration has been conducting indirect talks with Iran to revive
the Iran nuclear deal. Those efforts collapsed in late 2022 when the United
States accused Iran of making “unfounded” demands related to an Interna-
tional Atomic Energy Agency investigation into unexplained traces of uranium
found at undisclosed Iranian sites. In the months that followed, the Trump
administration maintained that the Iran nuclear deal was “off the table”.

The decision follows a lawsuit from the
National TPS Alliance, which represents
thousands of TPS holders.

Chen condemned the administration’s
justification for ending TPS, particularly
claims that Venezuelan migrants are tied
to the Tren de Aragua gang.
“Generalization of criminality to the
Venezuelan TPS population as a whole
is baseless and smacks of racism predi-

cated on generalized false stereotypes,”
Chen wrote in his ruling.

He further noted that TPS holders “work,
spend money, and pay taxes,” making
them vital contributors to the US econ-
omy.

The court also criticized the administra-
tion’s claim that Venezuelan migrants

are imposing financial burdens on local
communities, calling it “entirely lacking
in evidentiary support.”

Chen’s ruling preserves protections ex-
tended under the Biden administration
due to political instability and econom-
ic turmoil in Venezuela under President
Nicolas Maduro.

The Trump administration has one week
to appeal the decision. Meanwhile, a
separate legal battle looms over a similar
policy targeting 25,000 Venezuelans and
500,000 Haitians.

In a related case, Judge James Boasberg
is reviewing whether the administration
defied a previous court order by secretly
invoking the Alien Enemies Act to deport
Venezuelans accused of gang affiliation.
On March 15, a federal judge blocked
a deportation flight to El Salvador, or-
dering the plane to turn back before
reaching its destination. The administra-
tion has since appealed to the Supreme
Court.

Despite the legal setbacks, the Trump
administration deported 17 alleged gang
members to El Salvador over the week-
end under the Immigration and Nation-
ality Act, rather than the contested Alien
Enemies Act.

And that could bring
physicists one step closer to understanding
how everything in the universe came to be.

T here’s a newfound mismatch between mat-

For the most part, particles and their oppositely
charged antiparticles are like perfect mirror imag-
es of one another. But some particles disobey this
symmetry, a phenomenon known as charge-pari-
ty, or CP, violation. Now, researchers at the Large
Hadron Collider near Geneva have spotted CP vio-
lation in a class of particles called baryons, where
it’s never been confirmed before. According to
sciencenews.

Baryons are particles that contain three smaller
particles called quarks. The most famous examples
of baryons are protons and neutrons. Previously,
scientists had seen CP violation only in mesons,
which are particles containing one quark and one
antiquark.

For the new study, researchers with the LHCb col-
laboration studied particles called lambda-b bary-
ons. The scientists looked at a decay of a lamb-
da-b baryon into a proton and three lesser-known
particles: a kaon and two pions. The rate of this
decay is slightly different than that of its antimat-
ter counterpart, the team found. This difference
indicates CP violation, the researchers report in
a paper submitted March 21 to arXiv.org and in a
March 25 talk at the Rencontres de Moriond meet-
ing in La Thuile, Italy.

here are still many unusual tribes in Africa that amaze

Among the African tribes, especially in West Africa, which are
known for their extravagant rituals, the Fulani tribe can be distin-
guished. Other tribes do not have such difficult trials compared to
the practice of Sharo, which usually precedes the marriage of a
young man and a girl in the Fulani tribe.

In any part of the world, when a man proposes to his beloved, he
is expected to perform certain traditional rites as dictated by cus-
tom. They differ in different African tribes: worship in the Yoruba
tribe, offering a long list of items in the Igbo tribe, bride price,
etc. But in the Fulani tribe everything is different - more painful,
stressful and painful.

In the Fulani tribe, the bride-to-be has several ritual options from
which to choose. Some of them choose a process called Sharo.
To marry in this tribe in Nigeria, you have to pay a high price, en-
during severe punishment to prove what a man is willing to do for
his future wife. This has always been the case, but the Fulani tribe
really stood out.

Sharo has been around for a very long time, so long that it is im-
possible to separate this event from the tribe itself. Sometimes
this process is seen as a competition, where suitors who have de-
clared their desire to win the girl’s heart compete. It helps and get
blessings from her parents for marriage.

So, if the bride chooses the practice of Sharo as a test for the men,
then they are invited to an elaborate ceremony with the participa-
tion of the elders, parents and all the villagers who have gathered
to watch the spectacle. In those moments when there is no com-
petition, the process also takes place for the only groom.

Men are punished by beating with wooden sticks to test their
readiness for marriage. While potential suitors receive beatings,
the villagers applaud every blow that lands. The better a man can
bear pain, the more he deserves the respect of his people and
loved ones, who then look to him as a man ready to become the
“head of the family.”

Usually the number of blows a man must receive is uncertain and
depends on the elders. If a man cannot bear the pain and loses
consciousness during the process, the upcoming wedding is can-
celed and the man is branded a loser, a disgrace to the tribe. This
humiliation affects their future efforts to find a wife.

Sometimes the ritual gets out of control and the man dies from
his injuries. At least two such cases have been documented in the
last decade.

The Fulani tribes live not only in Nigeria, but also in many other
African countries such as Senegal, Cameroon, Guinea and others.
Therefore, the details of the ritual and traditional clothing, of
course, may differ, but the main meaning is the same - to endure
the beating.

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America’s Al Iron Curtain

s we enter the second half of the
A 2020s, Al capabilities are increasingly

becoming the key determinant of
economic and military might.

Hence, after years of ratcheting up US controls
on exports of advanced semiconductors to
China, the Biden administration, as one of

its final acts in office, issued an “interim final
rule” to establish a Framework for Artificial
Intelligence Diffusion.

If this Al Diffusion Rule (as it is known) re-
mains intact, the US inputs needed to develop
frontier Al models will be accessible only to a
tight circle of allies.

In fact, even most NATO and EU members
would be sidelined from Al development —a
prospect that ultimately could undermine
America’s own strategic objectives. For
example, Central and Eastern Europe — Eu-
rope’s industrial powerhouse — needs access
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to frontier Al chips to remain economically
competitive and militarily secure over the next
decade. Yet if America is no longer a reliable
partner and supplier, the region’s economies
could gravitate toward China.

Specifically, the Al Diffusion Rule creates a
three-tiered hierarchy of access. The bottom
tier comprises China, Russia, and the other
usual suspects, which are effectively barred
from the market. The most privileged tier
comprises 18 trusted allies and trade partners,
including the other members of the so-called
Five Eyes — America’s intelligence-sharing
alliance with Australia, Canada, New Zealand,
and the United Kingdom — and Asian technol-
ogy powerhouses such as Taiwan and South
Korea.

That leaves the middle tier, which includes
most NATO and EU members. Despite being
close US allies, they face rigorous restrictions,
including a cap on imports of high-end Al
chips (50,000 per country through 2027).
Moreover, the rule extends beyond hardware
to include things like model weights (which
embody an Al's learned capabilities). Any
country that wants to access such assets must
pass through stringent, burdensome security
protocols.

Without these hurdles, Central Europe would
be well placed to build on its robust industrial
base to drive technological progress for all of
Europe. Poland, among the best capitalized
economies in the region, recently launched

a $240 million initiative to help develop the
first Polish large language model. Just days
before the US tightened its Al chip restrictions,
the Polish government announced plans to

invest nearly $1.2 billion this year in Al-based
technologies. And in February, Polish Prime
Minister Donald Tusk signed a memorandum
of understanding with Alphabet (Google) CEO
Sundar Pichai to speed up Al adoption in cy-
bersecurity, health, energy, and other sectors.
By relegating Central and Eastern Europe to
second-tier status, the US has threatened

the region’s economic future in at least three
ways. First, the restrictions will make it more
difficult to upgrade legacy industries such as
auto manufacturing at a time when Europeans
need to press ahead with autonomous

and self-driving vehicles, Al-augmented
manufacturing, and predictive maintenance
technologies.

Second, now that the region’s Al aspirations
depend on the whims of policymakers in
Washington, long-term planning and many
new investments are on hold. As import-de-
pendent US companies are also recognizing,
there is nothing worse for business than
persistent policy uncertainty.

Third, with high-performance chips out of
reach, Central and Eastern Europe’s budding
Al startup ecosystem may be forced to migrate
to tier-one countries, crippling a strategic
sector before it has the chance to mature. If
its startups leave or wither away, the region
will be set back at least a decade. No wonder
public discontent has rippled across European
capitals, from Brussels and Prague to Riga and
Warsaw.

Of course, US policymakers would say that
they are making a calculated trade-off: safe-
guarding America’s technological edge and
national security interests, even if that means

causing friction with long-standing allies. But
the Al chip restrictions also risk fracturing
NATO's cohesion and stalling its military
modernization. The war in Ukraine has shown
that combat increasingly revolves around Al
capabilities — from cyber defenses to drones.
Given that the Trump administration wants
NATO’s European members to step up and do
more, it makes no sense to maintain limits on
Central and Eastern Europe’s ability to develop
these technologies.
True, most countries in the region cannot yet
reach the quota imposed by the Al Diffusion
Rule anyway, owing to a lack of computing
power and other requirements. But as their
capacities grow, they may begin to look
for other partners. In 2023, Hungary alone
absorbed 44% of Chinese foreign direct invest-
ment in Europe — eclipsing France, Germany;,
and Britain combined. Similarly, despite
Poland’s strong Western orientation, China
is already one of its largest trading partners,
and the broader Central and Eastern European
automotive cluster has robust indirect supply
links to China.
Given that these ties could facilitate a broader
geopolitical realignment, the US would do
well to devise a more targeted approach.
Ultimately, Al leadership is not just about
controlling the hardware and the software.
It is also about setting global standards for
how the technology is developed, deployed,
and governed. By sidelining allies from the Al
frontier, the US risks losing influence over the
technology’s trajectory. That cannot possibly
be what America wants.
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Investigation finds Meta profiting from ads
promoting Israeli settlements in West Bank
eta has profited from more than 100
M advertisements promoting illegal Is-
raeli settlements and far-right settler

activity in the occupied West Bank, an investi-
gation by Al Jazeera revealed.

The ads include listings for property develop-
ments in settlements such as Ariel, located 20
km east of the Green Line, as well as calls for the
demolition of Palestinian homes, schools, and
playgrounds. Some also solicit donations for Is-
raeli military units operating in Gaza. According
to Arab News.

One of the most prominent advertisers is a Face-
book page called Ramat Aderet, promoting lux-
ury apartments with amenities such as saunas,
jacuzzis, and cold plunges. The company, valued
at $300 million according to financial data firm
PitchBook, has received funding from the First
International Bank of Israel.

Another 48 ads were posted by Gabai Real Es-
tate, marketing homes in the West Bank settle-
ments of Ma’ale Adumim and Efrat.

At least 52 of the ads were placed by Israeli real
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estate firms targeting buyers in Israel, the UK,
and the US. Many remain active on Facebook
after being published in March 2024, Al Jazeera
reported.

Meta defended its ad policies, stating: “We have
robust processes and teams to review ads, and
our ad review system is designed to review ads
before they go live. This system relies primarily
on automated technology to apply our adver-
tising standards to the millions of ads that run
across our apps, while relying on our teams to
build and train these systems and, in some cas-
es, to manually review ads.”

Legal experts argue that by failing to take down
and profiting from these ads, Meta “becomes
complicit in their criminal activity” and could
face legal consequences. They also warn that
allowing ads soliciting donations for military
equipment in Gaza may violate international
humanitarian law, as well as Meta’s own policy
prohibiting the promotion of “the sale or use of
weapons, ammunition, or explosives.”

To take apple cider vinegar before bed, dilute
it in water and drink the mixture 2-3 hours be-
fore bed to prevent acid reflux.

Apple cider vinegar (ACV) is made by ferment-
ing apples, resulting in a tangy, acidic liquid.
It's commonly used as a flavor enhancer and
food preservative.

Some people claim ACV promotes sleep or
that taking it before bed provides the best
health benefits.

Research suggests that apple cider vinegar
may have potential health benefits that could
indirectly support sleep or be most effective
at night. However, more studies are needed
to confirm these findings. According to the
“health”.

1. Supports Blood Sugar Control
Maintaining steady blood sugar levels is im-
portant for overall health, especially for peo-
ple with prediabetes or type 2 diabetes.

A small, older study examined the effects of
apple cider vinegar in adults with type 2 di-
abetes. Participants who took ACV alongside
1 ounce of cheese before bed had a greater
reduction in fasting blood sugar than those
who had water and cheese.

A recent review found that apple cider vine-
gar consumption significantly lowered fasting
blood sugar and HbA1C (average blood sugar
levels over time) in adults with type 2 diabe-
tes. The more ACV they took, the better the
results were. However, the review did not
specify whether the timing of consumption
affected these results.

Since apple cider vinegar helps control blood
sugar, it may help reduce fluctuations that
cause sleep disruptions, like waking up from
low blood sugar or energy crashes. However,
more research on this specific effect is need-
ed.

2. Lowers Total Cholesterol

Aresearch review found that apple cider vine-
gar may help reduce total cholesterol. The re-
view didn’t specify whether taking it at night
played a role in these effects.2 However, re-
searchers suggested that regular intake over
time may be key for reaping the cholesterol
benefits.

Drinking apple cider vinegar at night could be
a convenient way to stay consistent, especial-
ly if you're more likely to remember to take it
before bed.

3. Aids Weight Management

In addition to the proposed blood sugar and
cholesterol benefits of daily ACV consump-
tion, a recent study also found that partici-
pants experienced significant reductions in
body weight, body mass index (BMI), waist
and hip circumferences, and body fat ratio.5
Participants took ACV each morning on an
empty stomach, but it is generally considered
safe to take at any time. If you tend to eat
your last meal or snack earlier in the day and
feel like your stomach is empty in the evening,
it may make sense to take apple cider vinegar
then.

4. Curbs Nighttime Cravings

The study mentioned above also found that
taking ACV before meals could help reduce
appetite and increase feelings of fullness.5
Taking it in the evening might help curb night-
time cravings, which may be helpful if your
nighttime cravings are more about habit or
emotional eating than actual hunger.

5. Supports Gut Health

One study looked at how diet affects gut
health and the immune system in young
adults without related health conditions. Par-
ticipants followed two diets for three weeks,

one high in short-chain fatty acids (SCFAs) and
one low in SCFAs. The high-SCFA diet included
a drink containing apple cider vinegar after
meals.6

Those on the high-SCFA diet had more SCFAs
in their stool and blood, plus lower ammonia
levels, suggesting better gut fermentation and
health. They also had changes inimmune cells
that might affect immunity.6

Drinking apple cider vinegar after dinner or
before bedtime might help boost SCFA levels
overnight, supporting gut health.

6. Has Bacteria-Fighting Properties
A study found that ACV helped stop the
growth of two harmful bacteria: methicil-
lin-resistant Staphylococcus aureus (MRSA)
and resistant Escherichia coli (E. coli). The
results are promising, suggesting that more
research is needed to see if apple cider vin-
egar could help treat resistant bacterial infec-
tions.7

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Mazda: It’s ‘Time to
Think’ About a Pick-
up for the US

nce upon a time, Mazda sold a pickup truck in
O the United States. You need to go back about
15 years, and even then, it was really a Ford
Ranger with Mazda badges and a different grille. The
Mazda B-Series went away in 2009, just a couple of

years before the small Ranger was canceled in the US.
According to motorl.

Now, with Mazda enjoying some success in the North
American market, a new truck could be on the way.
Mazda CEO Masahiro Moro alluded to the possibility in
a recent interview with Car and Driver, suggesting it’s a
bit more complicated than one might think. For start-
ers, Mazda doesn’t have any truck platform on which
to work with.

“We could work with other OEMs to get it,” Moro told
Car and Driver. “Our coverage of the total industry is
only 50 percent because we don’t have a pickup truck.
It’s [a] good time to think about a future portfolio.”

This statement could be more telling than people re-
alize. Mazda already works with an OEM on a pickup
truck called the BT-50. It’s based on the mid-size Isuzu
D-Max and built in Thailand for just a handful of mar-
kets, including Australia. You can get a BT-50 in three
cab configurations—single, extended, or double—and
naturally, it’s available with either two-wheel or four-
wheel drive. The truck is currently in its third genera-
tion, which launched in 2020.

That’s not exactly a small truck though. Furthermore,
the D-Max isn’t sold in any form in the US, so Mazda
would need to do way more than just slap a badge on it
and be done. Curiously, Moro also waxed poetic about
a possible future for the rotary engine, which has long
been rumored to be making a comeback beyond an EV
range extender. We all assumed it would be for a new
sports car, but a small rotary-powered pickup could be
cool. That takes us back to the early days of the Mazda
B-Series in the 1960s and 1970s, when the tables were
turned and Mazda was the foundation for a rebadged
Ford truck.

In any case, nothing is confirmed And for now, all we
have to go on is Moro’s optimism. But the Ford Mav-
erick’s success seemingly has Mazda’s interest. Who
knows what might happen in the next few years.

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Childhood brain injury
study reveals lasting
impact on education

oncussion during childhood — even mild trauma
c - can jeopardise future educational success, ac-

cording to a study conducted at Tampere Uni-
versity in Finland.

“A mild, single concussion is often considered a relatively
harmless event, but our research suggests that it can have
long-term effects on learning and cognitive abilities,” says
Julius Motténen, Doctoral researcher and neurology expert.
According to cosmos magazine.

“This should get more attention in both healthcare and
schools.”

The research, published in the European Journal of Epide-
miology, compared children and adolescents under 17 years
of age who had suffered brain injuries with peers who had
sustained ankle or wrist fractures. Over a 20-year follow-up,
those who experienced brain injuries were found to achieve
lower levels of education compared to those with limb in-
juries.

Traumatic brain injury (TBI) disrupts the brain function from
a sudden external force. While earlier studies have estab-
lished that pediatric TBI can lead to significant mortality,
morbidity, mental impairment, and physical disability, its
direct impact on educational attainment has remained un-
clear.

A new study drew on extensive data from the Finnish Insti-
tute for Health and Welfare’s register of health and educa-
tion records spanning 1998 to 2018. Researchers identified
8,487 individuals diagnosed with brain injuries and com-
pared them with 15,552 peers who had experienced ankle
or wrist fractures.

The data is quite surprising. In short, children without diag-
nosed brain injuries were more likely to complete tertiary
education than those with pediatric traumatic brain injury
(pTBI).

Specifically, the pTBI group was about 20% less likely to
achieve any level of tertiary education and about 23% less
likely to reach higher levels of tertiary education. Among the
pTBI patients, those with specific intracranial injuries fared
even worse, showing approximately 22% lower odds of com-
pleting any tertiary education compared to pTBI patients
who had experienced only a concussion.

Although this research focused solely on individuals with
diagnosed brain injuries, many people experience minor
head injuries that often go unnoticed. These seemingly in-
significant injuries can accumulate over time and contribute
to conditions like Chronic Traumatic Encephalopathy (CTE), a
progressive and degenerative brain disease linked to repeat-
ed head trauma.

“Chronic traumatic encephalopathy is an insidious disease
that takes decades to emerge,” concussion expert and neu-
roscientist Professor Alan Pearce from Swinburne Universi-
ty,” told Cosmos. Pearce was not involved in the research.
CTE found in young athlete brains donated to Boston brain

“While kids might be playing contact sports and getting doz-
ens to hundreds of accumulations of hits over their seasons
it’s not necessarily affecting their educational outcomes that
quickly, but give it 20, 30 years when they’re in their 40s and
50s we then start to see the manifestation — just like we
would with skin cancer or tobacco.”

Pearce underscores the importance of proper prevention
and treatment of head injuries. He adds that future research
should consider “the wider environmental aspects of these
kids who were concussed — family life, socialisation, that
sort of stuff. It's important that if a kid is concussed, that
they have a good environment to be managed and recover.”

hat if the secret to dodging diabetes lies
W not in your genes but in your exercise

routine? Experts have found that by lift-
ing weights, crushing reps, you might crush your
diabetes risk too. A new study says it is not just the
lean arms or chiselled abs that you walk away with,
it is a potential 44 per cent drop in your Type-2 dia-
betes risk. according to business-standard.

The research, conducted by scientists at the University of
Hong Kong, analysed health data from more than 140,000
participants in the UK Biobank, revealed that muscle
strength can potentially modify the effects of genetic
vulnerability to Type-2 diabetes, a condition in which the
body struggles to regulate blood glucose levels.

The findings, published in the peer-reviewed journal
BioMed Central (BMC) Medicine, suggest that people with
high genetic risk for diabetes could reduce their likelihood
of developing the disease by improving muscle strength.
Grip strength was used as a proxy to assess muscle
strength among participants.

The study tracked participants for over seven years, iden-
tifying 4,743 new cases of Type-2 diabetes during that
period. After adjusting for genetic risk, researchers found
that individuals with high muscle strength had a 44 per
cent lower risk of developing the condition compared with
those with low muscle strength.

A PTl report quoted report author Youngwon Kim, a phys-
ical activity epidemiologist and professor at the Universi-
ty of Hong Kong's faculty of medicine, saying, “Our study
supports the current public health guidelines which sug-
gest that adults should engage in muscle-strengthening
activities for at least two days per week from a disease
prevention perspective.”

Muscle strength is a key component of overall fitness and
is widely recognised as a reliable indicator of both current
and future health. In this study, researchers assessed indi-
viduals using their ‘grip strength’ as a measure.

Although earlier studies have linked greater muscle
strength to a reduced risk of cardiometabolic conditions
such as diabetes, its potential to mitigate risk in individuals
with a high genetic predisposition to such disorders has re-
mained uncertain, the researchers noted, according to PTI.
“Individuals in middle-to-late life are at increased risk of
Type-2 diabetes. However, our study has demonstrated
the potential roles of high muscle strength in preventing
the future risk of developing Type-2 diabetes not only in
allindividuals, but also in individuals with high genetic pre-
disposition to Type-2 diabetes,” Kim said.

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SpaceX launches first
crewed spaceflight over
Earth’s polar regions

paceX launched the first human spaceflight directly
S over Earth’s polar regions on -- a days-long, privately
funded orbital mission involving four astronauts.
Named “Fram2” after the famed Norwegian ship built in the
19th century for Arctic and Antarctic expeditions, the mission
will feature a range of experiments including taking the first
X-ray in space and growing mushrooms in microgravity. Ac-
cording to AFP.
It’s hoped that the research will support future long-duration
space travel to Mars.
The crew launched aboard a SpaceX Crew Dragon capsule on a
Falcon 9 rocketfrom NASA’s Kennedy Space Center in Florida.
Cheers rang out in the control room as the powerful rocket
roared upward, lighting up the night sky with a long, orange
plume of flame as the craft began its journey toward Earth’s
North and South Poles.
“With the same pioneering spirit as early polar explorers, we
aim to bring back new data and knowledge to advance the
long-term goals of space exploration,” mission commander
Chun Wang said before the launch.
Wang, a Chinese-born Maltese adventurer and co-founder of
crypto companies f2pool and skatefish, selected the rest of the
crew: vehicle commander Jannicke Mikkelsen, a Norwegian
film director; mission pilot Rabea Rogge, a robotics researcher
from Germany; and mission specialist and medical officer Eric
Philips, an Australian polar explorer.
The team trained for eight months in preparation for the ap-
proximately four-day trip, including a wilderness expedition in
Alaska to simulate living in close quarters under harsh condi-
tions.
Upon returning to Earth, the crew will attempt to exit the
spacecraft without additional medical support -- part of a
study to help researchers understand how well astronauts can
perform basic tasks after spaceflight.
Except for the Apollo lunar missions, Earth’s polar regions have
remained out of view for astronauts, including those aboard
the International Space Station (ISS). Even on Apollo, they did
not fly directly over the Earth’s poles.
SpaceX has carried out five private astronaut missions to date
-- three in collaboration with Axiom Space to the ISS, and two
free-flying in Earth orbit.
The first of these was Inspiration4 in 2021, followed by Polaris
Dawn, which featured the first spacewalk conducted by private
astronauts.
Both free-flying missions were chartered by e-payments bil-
lionaire Jared Isaacman, who has also been nominated by Pres-
ident Donald Trump to serve as the next NASA administrator.
Isaacman is also a close associate of SpaceX CEO Elon Musk.
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UN: Glacier Melt Threatens
Water Supply for 2 billion

he United Nations World Water Development Report 2025
T warns of severe supply chain risks as glaciers disappear,
threatening two billion people’s supplies
Glaciers are shrinking at record rates, threatening the water supply for two
billion people and putting global food production at risk, according to a UN
report.
As mountain ice reserves disappear, the impact will be felt far beyond the im-
mediate regions, disrupting agriculture, drinking water access and economic
stability worldwide.
Mountain glaciers act as the pIanet water towers,” storing freshwater in
winter and gradually releasing it in warmer months. This system has sustained
ecosystems and human societies for centuries, but it is now collapsing.
The United Nations World Water Development Report 2025 highlights that
two-thirds of irrigated agriculture depends on mountain water, meaning the
disappearance of glaciers and reduced snowfall could destabilise global food
production.

In mountainous regions, where more than a billion people live, the reliance on
glacial meltwater is even greater. Up to half of those in developing countries
already experience food insecurity and this number is set to rise.
The World Meteorological Organisation (WMO) warns that in the past three
years alone, glaciers have melted at an unprecedented rate, with the most
severe losses recorded in Norway, Sweden, Svalbard and the tropical Andes.
This loss is not just a local problem. In the US, for example, the Colorado River
Basin has been in drought since 2000. High-
er temperatures mean less snow and
more rain, which runs off quickly
instead of slowly feeding riv-
ers and reservoirs.
Similar issues are
emerging in other
key agricultural
regions worldwide,
threatening food
security far from
the glaciers
themselves.
Climate risks ex-
tend beyond water
shortages
The rapid retreat
of glaciers triggers
a cascade of risks.
As ice disappears, it
exposes dark rock and soil,
which absorb more heat and
accelerate climate change. This
process is already being observed in
the Alps and Pyrenees, where glaciers have
shrunk by around 40% since the late 1990s.
Another major concern is the increasing instability of mountain landscapes.
Melting glaciers and thawing permafrost weaken slopes, leading to more
frequent avalanches and landslides. Sudden floods, caused by glacial lakes
bursting their banks, pose further dangers to communities living downstream.
Eastern Africa has already lost 80% of its glaciers, while the Andes have seen
between a one-third and one-half reduction in ice since 1998. Scientists pre-
dict that if global warming continues unchecked, as much as 41% of mountain
glacier mass could vanish by 2100.
The consequences extend to industries that rely on mountain water, including
hydropower, which provides electricity for millions.
Reduced water availability could force power stations to cut output, driving
up energy prices and increasing reliance on fossil fuels. This, in turn, would
contribute further to climate change — a vicious cycle with no easy solution.
A call for urgent action
Experts are urging immediate action to support communities facing growing
water insecurity.
Alvaro Lario, President of the International Fund for Agricultural Development
(IFAD), highlights the paradox facing mountain regions: “Water flows down-
hill, but food insecurity rises uphill.
“Mountains provide 60% of our freshwater, but the communities that safe-
guard these vital resources are among the most food insecure.”
Lario and others stress the need for investment in sustainable water manage-
ment, infrastructure and climate adaptation strategies.
Unesco Director General Audrey Azoulay warns that “regardless of where we
live, we all depend in some way on mountains and glaciers,” making this a
global crisis rather than a regional issue.
A previous study in Nature found that half of the world’s glacier mass could
be gone by the end of the century unless global emissions are drastically re-
duced.
As climate change accelerates, the risks to water security, food supply chains
and economic stability will only grow.
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13 Coins Extracted from a Child’s
