Property Tax Payment Plans are Available Now!

Interest Reduction Stipulates Payment Agreement (IRSPA)

This payment plan reduces the interest rate from 18% to 6% per year for eligible taxpayers. To sign
up, you must own and live in your home, and have a Principal Residence Exemption (PRE) and ID
that proves residency.

Stipulated Payment Agreement (SPA)

Available to everybody, this plan allows a taxpayer to pay taxes pursuant to a payment schedule.
The plan will avoid foreclosure provided that payments are submitted per the agreed upon
schedule.

Distressed Owner Occupant Extension (DOOE)

This program is not available to everyone. If you own and live in the property, and are suffering
financial hardship, you may qualify for this program. Proof of ownership, occupancy, and hardship
are required.

Pay As You Stay Payment Agreement (PAYSPA)

Only for taxpayers who live in a community that opted into the PAYS program, have applied for the Poverty

Tax Exemption (PTE) at their local assessor’s office and were approved. Once notified by your local Assessor's
office and deemed eligible, our office will mail you a notification letter with your Reduced Amount Due. You
will have the option of paying a lump sum (additional 10% off) or enrolling into a PAYSPA.

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Trump urges Senate to cancel August recess
to speed up nominee confirmations

U S President Donald Trump urged Senate lead the Drug Enforcement Agency.

The nominations include Emil Bove, a Justice
Department lawyer nominated to a federal ap-
peals court judgeship, and Jeanine Pirro,
a former Fox News host, nominated
for US attorney for the District of
Columbia.
Bove faces opposition from Dem-
ocrats following a whistleblower
complaint alleging he advised
the Justice Department to defy
court orders on migrant depor-
tations, a claim he denies.
Additionally, Trump’s recent
nominees for the National Labor Re-
lations Board aim to restore a quorum
to the panel, which has been nonfunc-
tional since January after Trump dismissed its
Democratic member.

Majority Leader John Thune on to cancel

the Senate’s traditional August
recess, asking lawmakers to expedite
confirmations of his executive and
judicial nominees.

“Hopefully the very talented
John Thune, fresh off our

many victories over the past
and, indeed, 6 months, will
cancel August recess (and long
weekends!), in order to get my
incredible nominees confirmed.
We need them badly!!” Trump
wrote on Truth Social. According to
Anatolia.

interfere in the election, Tulsi Gabbard said in a statement on.
“The information we are releasing clearly shows there was a treason-
ous conspiracy in 2016 committed by officials at the highest level of
our governmen,” Gabbard said.

“Their goal was to subvert the will of the American people and enact
what was essentially a years-long coup with the objective of trying to
usurp the President from fulfilling the mandate bestowed upon him
by the American people,” she stated.

“No matter how powerful, every person involved in this conspiracy
must be investigated and prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law,
to ensure nothing like this ever happens again.”

“The American people’s faith and trust in our democratic republic and
therefore the future of our nation depends on it,” Gabbard said, add-
ing that she was submitting documents to the Justice Department to
support her case.

She claimed that several high-ranking Obama-era officials took part
in a December 2016 National Security Council meeting at the White
House.

After the meeting, the executive assistant to Jame Clapper, then-di-
rector of national intelligence, sent an email to intelligence commu-
nity leaders tasking them with creating a new assessment “per the
President’s request” that details the “tools Moscow used and actions
it took to influence the 2016 election,” said Gabbard.

Obama-era officials reportedly provided misleading information to
media outlets such as The Washington Post, alleging that Russia had
used cyber tactics to interfere with or influence the outcome of the
election, Gabbard claimed.

Agencies including the CIA, FBI, NSA, and the Department of Home-
land Security were directed to produce a new assessment, culminat-
ing in a controversial intelligence community report released on Jan.
6, 2017, Gabbard claimed, adding that this report conflicted with ear-
lier conclusions and relied, in part, on sources that are “deemed as
not credible.”

undreds of Palestinian mourners paid farewell
H on to young men killed by illegal Israeli settlers

in the occupied West Bank town of Sinjil, north-
east of Ramallah.

One of the victims, 23-year-old Saif al-Din Kamel Abdul
Karim Muslat, held US citizenship and was beaten to death
by illegal settlers. The other, 23-year-old Mohammed
al-Shalabi, died after being shot in the chest. The Palestin-
ian Health Ministry confirmed both killings on Friday.

“Saif came back for (the Islamic festival of) Eid, and when
illegal settlers began establishing an outpost near the vil-
lage, he joined the locals to push them back. They beat him
to death,” his uncle, Abdel Jalil Hijaz, told Anadolu.

According to Palestinian figures, there are around 770,000
illegal settlers in 180 illegal settlements and 256 illegal out-
posts in the occupied West Bank.

The international community, including the UN, considers
the Israeli settlements illegal under international law. The
UN has repeatedly warned that continued settlement ex-
pansion threatens the viability of a two-state solution, a
framework seen as key to resolving the decades-long Pal-
estinian-Israeli conflict.

Palestinian authorities documented at least 2,153 illegal
settler attacks in the occupied territory in the first half of
the year alone, resulting in the killing of four Palestinians.

Since the start of Israel’s genocidal war on the Gaza Strip,
at least 998 Palestinians have been killed and more than
7,000 injured in the West Bank by Israeli forces and illegal
settlers, according to the Palestinian Health Ministry.

In a landmark opinion last July, the International Court of
Justice declared Israel’s occupation of Palestinian territory
illegal and called for the evacuation of all settlements in
the West Bank and East Jerusalem.

N Secretary-General Antonio
U Guterres on expressed grave
alarm over the humanitarian
crisis in the Gaza Strip, warning that the

last remaining lifelines “keeping people
alive are collapsing.”

“The Secretary-General is appalled by the
accelerating breakdown of humanitarian
conditions in Gaza, where the last life-
lines keeping people alive are collapsing,”
a statement issued by his spokesperson
Stephane Dujarric said. According to Ana-
tolia.

Denouncing the ongoing Israeli attacks
affecting civilians, the statement said Gu-
terres “deplores the growing reports of
children and adults suffering from malnu-
trition.”

“The Secretary-General strongly con-
demns the ongoing violence, including
the shooting, killing, and injuring of peo-
ple attempting to get food for their fami-
lies,” it added.

The statement emphasized that “the
population in Gaza remains gravely un-
dersupplied with the basic necessities of
life,” and reminded that “Israel has the
obligation to allow and facilitate by all the
means at its disposal the humanitarian re-
lief provided by the United Nations and by
other humanitarian organizations.”

It further noted that “the intensification

of hostilities in recent days comes as the
humanitarian system is being impeded,
undermined and endangered.”

“A new evacuation order in parts of Deir
al Balah — home to tens of thousands
— pushes people into more desperate
conditions and further displacement and
restricts the United Nations’ ability to de-
liver life-saving aid,” it said.

“UN staff remain in Deir al Balah, and
two UN guesthouses have been struck,
despite parties having been informed of
the locations of UN premises, which are
inviolable,” the statement added.
“These locations — as with all civilian sites
— must be protected, regardless of evacu-
ation orders.”

Guterres reiterated his “urgent call for the

protection of civilians, including humani-
tarian personnel, and for the provision of
essential resources to ensure their surviv-
al”

“The UN stands ready to significantly
scale up our humanitarian operations,”
Guterres said, reiterating his call for a
ceasefire.

The UN agency for Palestinian refugees
(UNRWA) has raised the alarm over se-
vere food shortages, reporting that it is
receiving “desperate messages of star-
vation” from civilians and even from its
own staff on the ground. According to
Anatolia.

“We are receiving desperate messag-

es of starvation from #Gaza, including
from our colleagues,” the agency said
on X.

“Food prices have increased 40 fold,”
the agency stressed.

It circulated a receipt showing that 1 ki-
logram (2.2 pounds) of sugar now costs
$100, with flour, rice, and lentils rang-
ing between $23 and $30 per kilogram
-- totaling $183 for just four basic items.
Despite this escalating crisis, the agen-
cy confirmed that “just outside Gaza,
stockpiled in warehouses, UNRWA has
enough food for the entire population

for over three months.”

“The suffering in Gaza is manmade and
must be stopped,” the agency noted,
calling for the immediate lifting of the
siege and the safe and large-scale entry
of humanitarian aid.

According to the Gaza Health Ministry,
at least 18 people have died from star-
vation over the past 24 hours alone,
highlighting the escalating humanitari-
an catastrophe as relentless bombard-
ment and deprivation converge to push
civilians beyond the brink.

Israel has killed nearly 59,000 Palestin-

ians, most of them women and children,
in the Gaza Strip since October 2023.
The military campaign has devastated
the enclave, collapsed the health sys-
tem, and led to severe food shortages.
Last November, the International Crim-
inal Court issued arrest warrants for
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Net-
anyahu and his former Defense Minister
Yoav Gallant for war crimes and crimes
against humanity in Gaza.

Israel also faces a genocide case at the
International Court of Justice for its war
on the enclave.

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Over 17 million in Yemen are going hungry, including one
million children, UN warns

ore than 17 million people in
M conflict-torn Yemen are going
hungry, including over a mil-
lion children under the age of five who
are suffering from “life-threatening
acute malnutrition,” the United Nations

humanitarian chief said.

Tom Fletcher told the UN Security Coun-
cil that the food security crisis in the
Arab world’s poorest country, which is
beset by civil war, has been accelerating
since late 2023. According to The New
Arab.

The number of people going hungry
could climb to over 18 million by Sep-
tember, he warned, and the number of
children with acute malnutrition could
surge to 1.2 million early next year,
“leaving many at risk of permanent
physical and cognitive damage”.

According to experts who produce the
Integrated Food Security Phase Classifi-
cation, a leading international authority
that ranks the severity of hunger, more
than 17,000 Yemenis are in the three
worst categories of food insecurity —
crisis stage or worse.

Fletcher said the UN hasn’t seen the

current level of deprivation since before
a UN-brokered truce in early 2022. He
noted that it is unfolding as global fund-
ing for humanitarian aid is plummeting,
which means reductions or cuts in food.
According to the UN, as of mid-May, the
UN’s $2.5 billion humanitarian appeal
for Yemen this year had received just
$222 million, just 9 percent.

Yemen has been embroiled in civil war
since 2014, when Iranian-backed Houthi
rebels seized the capital of Sanaa, forc-
ing the internationally recognised gov-
ernment into exile in Saudi Arabia. A
Saudi-led coalition intervened months
later and has been battling the rebels
since 2015 to try and restore the gov-
ernment.

The war has devastated Yemen, created
one of the world’s worst humanitarian
disasters, and turned into a stalemated
proxy conflict. More than 150,000 peo-
ple, including fighters and civilians, have
been killed.

Hans Grundberg, the UN special envoy
for Yemen, told the council in a video
briefing that two Houthi attacks on com-
mercial vessels in the Red Sea this week
— the first in over seven months — and
Israeli airstrikes on the capital and key
ports are escalating the conflict.

The Houthis have vowed to keep target-
ing vessels in the key waterway until the
war in Gaza ends.

Grundberg said freedom of navigation
in the Red Sea must be safeguarded and
stressed that “Yemen must not be drawn
deeper into regional crises that threaten
to unravel the already extremely fragile
situation in the country.”

“The stakes for Yemen are simply too
high,” he said. “Yemen’s future depends
on our collective resolve to shield it from
further suffering and to give its people
the hope and dignity they so deeply de-
serve.”

Grundberg warned that a military solu-
tion to the civil war “remains a danger-
ous illusion that risks deepening Yemen'’s
suffering”.

Negotiations offer the best hope to ad-
dress the complex conflict, he said, and
the longer it is drawn out “there is a risk
that divisions could deepen further”.

Grundberg said both sides must signal a
willingness to explore peaceful avenues
— and an important signal would be the
release of all conflict-related detainees.
The parties have agreed to an all-for-all
release, he said, but the process has
stagnated for over a year.
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Lebanon Edges Toward Divergence with Hezbollah Over US Arms Proposal

In a speech Hezbollah Deputy Secretary-General Sheikh
Naim Qassem framed the US initiative as an “existen-
tial threat,” declaring that the group would not engage
in discussions on national defense until such a threat
is “removed.” Qassem cited three dangers facing Leb-
anon: Israel along the southern border, extremist fac-
tions in the east, and what he called American efforts to
“control” Lebanon politically and militarily.

His remarks come just days before Barrack is expect-
ed to return to Beirut for a third visit. US officials are
awaiting a formal response to a proposal delivered last
week, which urges Lebanon to adopt a clear timetable,

ending by December, for implementing exclusive state
control of all armed forces.

Government sources say a committee representing
President Joseph Aoun, Speaker Nabih Berri, and Prime
Minister Nawaf Salam has made significant progress in
drafting Lebanon’s reply. That response is expected to
reflect a more flexible stance than Hezbollah's, possibly
committing to a phased process to bring all arms under

state control, without directly confronting the group.

While Hezbollah has previously hinted at a willingness to
hand over its heavy weapons - such as precision missiles
and drones - it now insists that Israel must first meet a
series of demands. These include withdrawal from five
contested points in southern Lebanon, the release of
Lebanese detainees, an end to airspace violations, and
the start of reconstruction efforts in war-hit areas.
Meanwhile, opposition figures, particularly from the
Lebanese Forces party, say Hezbollah is using the rhet-
oric of “resistance” to maintain its military grip. A party
source told Asharqg Al-Awsat that Hezbollah's real aim
is to keep its weapons while offering limited gestures,
such as withdrawing from areas south of the Litani River
- an approach rejected by both the Lebanese govern-
ment and Washington.

The source warned that failure to engage with the
current diplomatic opening could expose Lebanon to
renewed violence, noting that Hezbollah has already
missed previous opportunities for de-escalation. “The

risk isn’t just political, it’s national,” the source said.
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Passengers jump from plane’s
wing after fire alert on Spain
flight, triggers panic

gers were injured after a Ryanair flight was evacuated due to
a false fire alarm. The dramatic evacuation led some travel-
lers to jump from the aircraft’s wing in fear.

I n a chaotic scene at Palma de Mallorca Airport, 18 passen-

The Manchester-bound Ryanair Boeing 737 was grounded shortly
after midnight when the false fire alert forced the crew to abort
takeoff. Ryanair confirmed the evacuation was triggered by a fire
warning light indication while the plane was still on the ground.
According to Gulf News.

Several passengers reportedly jumped from the wing “acting out
of fear,” while most used the inflatable slides to evacuate more
calmly. Local authorities confirmed the flight crew made an emer-
gency call, prompting responders to arrive within minutes.
Dramatic footage shared on social media showed passengers exit-
ing the aircraft via the wing and running across the tarmac.
Firefighters and police were seen arriving quickly to control the
scene and assist those who leapt from the plane. Eyewitnesses
described scenes of panic with shouting and pushing inside the
cabin.

Airport worker confusion amid evacuation

According to Mirror News, amid terrified passengers jumping
from the wing, an airport employee was heard on a walkie-talkie
expressing confusion: “Do you know the plane has emergency
exits?” He added, “People are jumping from the wing onto the
ground... now the firefighters are coming.”

18 treated for minor injuries, six hospitalised

Medical emergency coordinators reported 18 people received
treatment for minor injuries, including ankle sprains. Six were
taken to hospital—three to Clinica Rotger and three to Hospital
Quironsalud Palmaplanas. No severe or life-threatening injuries
were reported.

Ryanair statement

Ryanair attributed the disruption to a false fire warning and said
passengers were disembarked using inflatable slides and returned
to the terminal safely. The airline confirmed that medical assis-
tance was requested immediately by the crew after the evacua-
tion.

According to the report, a regional government spokesperson
confirmed the fire alert was received at 12:36 am (local time).,
leading to the dispatch of four ambulances—two equipped for
basic life support and two for advanced care. Most injuries were
attributed to falls and panic during the evacuation.
Investigation launched

Airport safety officials and fire inspectors have begun investigat-
ing the incident. Aviation authorities will review flight data, main-
tenance logs, and crew actions to determine the cause of the false
fire warning.

Replacement flight departs

To reduce passenger disruption, Ryanair arranged a replacement
aircraft, which departed Palma at 7:05 am (local time). The airline
apologised for any inconvenience caused.

Despite the dramatic evacuation and injuries, no serious harm oc-
curred. Palma Airport resumed normal operations following the
incident.

5. The right to modesty.

T derstanding has announced the languages for its upcoming 12th

edition in 2026, months ahead of the nomination and application
period, which is scheduled to take place from January 1 to March 31,
2026, via the award’s official website: www.hta.qa.

In a statement, the award explained that the early announcement of the
upcoming edition’s languages comes in response to repeated requests
from translators and publishers, contributing to the enhancement of the
quality of nominated works and promoting competitiveness and excel-
lence. According to QNA.

The Sheikh Hamad Award for Translation and International Understand-
ing has selected the languages for the 2026 edition in the Single Book
Category, choosing English and Chinese among the most widely spoken
languages globally.

Chinese returns to the award after being featured in two previous edi-
tions, reaffirming the deep Arab-Chinese cultural ties and the growing
momentum in translation between the two languages. The total prize
amount in this category is USD 200,000, distributed among the top three
winners in each translation direction: from Arabic and into Arabic.

In the Achievement Category, which honors distinguished career paths
and cumulative efforts in the field of translation, whether by individuals
or institutions, five languages have been selected: Italian, Azerbaijani,
Fula (Fulani), in addition to English and Chinese. One prize of USD 100,000
will be awarded for each language.

The statement clarified that the selection of the award’s languages each
year is based on in-depth field studies conducted by a committee of ex-
perts and specialists in translation and comparative studies. The selection
is guided by precise criteria that take into account the volume of knowl-
edge and translation exchange with the Arabic language, geographical
reach, and cultural diversity, reflecting the award’s philosophy of pro-
moting intercultural dialogue and expanding the circles of understanding
between cultures.

In celebration of the inclusion of Chinese in this edition, the award com-
mittees plan to organize introductory tours in several Chinese cities, in-
cluding visits to universities and research centers focused on Arab and
Islamic studies.

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<Lost’ work by JMW Turn-
er that collector bought
for £400 a year ago sells
for astonishing sum

lucky antiques collector who paid £400 for an oil painting is
celebrating after it sold for £1.9m - because it turned out to

be a lost work by JMW Turner.

The vendor took a punt on the late-18th century unsigned landscape
painting at a sale last year and paid the nominal fee for it.

They had it professionally cleaned and it was then that the signature
of the great English artist was exposed. According to dailymail.

The painting depicting a former hot spa in Bristol was shown to Turner
scholars who agreed it was by the master.

They were able to say that Turner produced the work in 1792 when
he was aged 17.

This was three years before what was believed to be Turners earliest
exhibited work.

Its whereabouts was a mystery for 150 years until it came up for sale
last year.

The 23ins by 2ft 5ins painting was attributed to an artist follower of
English landscape painter Julius Caesar Ibbetson and was bought by
the anonymous vendor for the lowly sum.

It was then entered for sale at London auctioneers Sothebys titled
«The Rising Squall, Hot Wells, from St Vincent»s Rock, Bristol> by JIMW
Turner and given a pre-sale estimate of £200,000 to £300,000.

Four serious bidders drove the hammer price up to £1.5m. With auc-
tioneens fees added on the total price paid by the winning bidder was
£1.9m.

A spokesperson for Sotheby)s said: <The painting was pursued by four
determined bidders, selling to a UK private collector for £1.9m, nearly
eight times the estimate.

<The rediscovery and auction coincided with the 250th anniversary of
Turnens birth, with institutions across the United Kingdom celebrat-
ing the legacy of one of Britain»s most beloved and influential artists.»
Research has shown the painting was produced by Turner based on an
on-the-spot drawing by him that was found in his sketchbook from the
time of his tour of the West Country in 1791.

The finished worked was shown at the Royal Academy in 1793 where
it was bought by the Rev. Robert Nixon who was a friend of Turner.
When he died in 1837 the painting was inherited by his son, the Rev.
Dr Francis Russell Nixon who took it with him when he emigrated to
Tasmania in 1842.

While living there he lent the painting to two exhibitions held in Ho-
bart in the mid-19th century.

In 1862 he returned to England, bringing the Turner with him and he
died in 1879.

Before his death he sold the painting to art dealer Joseph Hogarth who
sold it at auctioneers Christie>s in London in 1864.

Stances on this phenomenon in Sudan
reflect a clear double standard. In-
stead of demanding the disarmament
of the Rapid Support Forces (RSF), the
settlement currently being promoted
entails reaching a compromise with
the RSF.

F rom Lebanon to Iraq and Syria,

In what appears to be a coordinated
campaign, a new US-backed peace
“initiative” for Sudan has been heav-
ily promoted recently. The propos-
al reportedly includes power- and
wealth-sharing arrangements, along
with an autonomy arrangement for
Darfur. While the leadership of the Su-
danese army and the RSF have denied

that any negotiations are taking place,
and although a military adviser has
stressed that no proposal for autono-
my has been presented, there are signs
that some parties are indeed pushing
in this direction- the parties who had
previously called for forming a paral-
lel government in the areas under RSF
control.

The narrative about a US initiative is
that the Trump administration, buoyed
by last month’s success in brokering a
peace agreement between the Demo-
cratic Republic of Congo and Rwanda,
could now be inclined to tackle the
war in Sudan. However, the differenc-
es between the two cases are stark.
Moreover, the undeniable complexities
of the Sudanese conflict should not be
overlooked. Nonetheless, the prospect
of securing a peace deal in Sudan is
greatly appealing to President Donald
Trump, who is openly eyeing the No-
bel Peace Prize to become the fifth US
president to receive one, with Barack
Obama the last one to do so. Perhaps
this is why, after a recent meeting
with five African leaders at the White
House, Trump reaffirmed his intention
to end the war in Sudan.

Against this backdrop, we saw efforts
to organize a quadrilateral meeting of
foreign ministers in Washington that
includes the United States, Saudi Ara-
bia, Egypt, and the United Arab Emir-
ates. However, it was put off due to
disagreements over which Sudanese
parties would be included. There were
objections, despite US support for the
idea, to including civilian leaders, most

notably Abdalla Hamdok, through
parallel meetings. Meanwhile, it was
reported that the American adminis-
tration did support including Sudanese
army representatives.

Amid all the speculation surrounding
Washington’s approach to Sudan, one
thing is certain: President Trump seeks
to further American interests and make
deals, with little regard for democracy
or civilian governance. Accordingly, the
US would likely seek to end the war
and broker an agreement between the
Sudanese army and the Rapid Support
Forces (RSF), nothing more. However,
serious hurdles stand in the way of
even that objective. Any agreement
that allows the RSF to return to the
political scene before laying down its
arms, as was suggested in the “frame-
work agreement,” would be unaccept-
able to the army and to the majority of
Sudanese citizens, who have suffered
immensely at the hands of the RSF.

Those promoting a solution founded
on “self-rule” either fail to understand
the complexity of the situation or have
no real concern for Sudan’s well-being.
Their proposal is built around ensur-
ing RSF control over Darfur, and they
have already supported the creation
of a parallel government there. This is
viewed as “Plan B,” following the fail-
ure of the original plan to take control
of the entire country, first through a
military coup (at the start of the war)
and then by expanding the areas under
RSF control after the coup attempt col-
lapsed.

No solution that paves the way for
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gradual partition, as is being proposed
for Darfur, will bring peace. Rather, it
will have disastrous repercussions for
Sudan and the wider region. Darfur
is far from homogeneous; it is home
to a rich mosaic of ethnic and tribal
communities. The RSF does not, by
any stretch, represent the majority
of people in Darfur. Many see it as a
“family-run militia with a narrow trib-
al base.” Although it has managed to
draw support from some tribal groups
by offering them money, access to
weapons, and spoils of war, these alli-
ances remain fragile and susceptible to
collapse and inter-tribal splits. In fact,
numerous clashes have already erupt-
ed between rival factions within the
RSF-led tribal coalition.

Several major Darfurian tribes strongly
oppose the RSF, and they will not ac-
quiesce to RSF dominance of the re-
gion. The RSF has also massacred other
tribal communities, such as the Masalit
and Zaghawa, and it has been accused
of genocide and ethnic cleansing by
international organizations. Sanctions
have already been imposed on several
members of its top brass.

No effort to impose a Libyan scenario,
or to push for secession along the lines
of South Sudan, can bring peace, only
endless conflict. Notably, schemes to
split and shrink Sudan have long been
pushed in public American and Israeli
statements. It now appears that some
parties may be seeking to return to
those plans as part of the current effort
to redraw the region’s map.
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Despite US judge ruling
refugees exempt from
Trump'’s travel ban, vul-
nerability remains

judge ruled that the US administration’s travel ban does
not apply to refugees who would otherwise qualify for
resettlement.

The ruling is one of many that go against the administration’s
orders since President Donald Trump took office in January for
a second term, in what refugee and immigrant advocates see as
something of a vindication. According to The New Arab.

«The Court expects all parties to implement this framework in
good faith, recognising that real families remain in limbo while
these legal processes unfold. Delays in implementation mean
continued separation from safety for some of the world’s most
vulnerable people,” reads the order issued in the western district
of Washington in Seattle .

The judge’s order will help refugees from conflict zones, including
Afghanistan, where many with ties to the US would face danger
under the Taliban government.

«The court ruled that the travel ban did not excuse the govern-
ment from processing and admitting refugees, rejecting the gov-
ernment’s latest attempts to undermine the injunction. Our plain-
tiff Pacito safely resettled in the United States as a result of this
lawsuit,” Mevliide Akay Alp, an attorney with the International
Refugee Assistance Project, said in a statement shared with The
New Arab.

The IRAP attorney emphasised that this order could lay the frame-
work for additional refugees to receive the same opportunity for
resettlement.

«We are thrilled for Pacito’s family and hope this order will bring
other stranded refugees closer to being welcomed in communi-
ties around the country,” said Alp.

In another legal win for immigrant advocates, the Third Circuit
Court of Appeals (covering Delaware, New Jersey and Pennsyl-
vania) ruled on that the Department of Justice can’t unilaterally
revoke someone’s green card, which gives a resident nearly equal
rights to a citizen.

Though these rulings and similar ones are generally considered
wins for immigrants and refugees, major obstacles remain for
those going through the immigration process. Under the previous
Trump administration, much of the State Department was gutted
of staff, and many of those positions were not refilled under the
Biden administration, creating major backlogs that continue until

now.
Moreover, those who have gone through the immigration pro-
cess, their status remains vulnerable. Trump has vowed to carry
out the largest deportation programme in US history.
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Israeli Army Faces Spike in Soldier Suicides amid Gaza Assault

suicides among its forces since the October

2023 war on Gaza, with nearly two soldiers
ending their lives every month—a trend that Israeli
regime’s officials now struggle to conceal.

T he Israeli military has reported a sharp rise in

Israel’s Haaretz newspaper said that the number of
suicides in the army has climbed dramatically since the
start of the brutal war on Gaza, exposing the psycholog-
ical toll of the military campaign.

According to the report, a soldier from the Nahal Bri-
gade took his own life Monday at a base in northern
occupied Palestine.

Military police are investigating and will deliver their
findings to the army’s chief prosecutor.

This marks the third suicide in the Israeli army within
just seven days.

Yair Lapid, the head of the opposition, commented on
social media platform X: “These are figures that can
never be ignored. This is another war that is claiming
lives.”

He revealed that at least 15 Israeli soldiers have com-
mitted suicide since the beginning of this year alone.
From October 7, 2023, when the Zionist regime
launched its latest aggression, until the end of that
year, seven soldiers killed themselves.

In 2024, 21 more suicides were recorded, and the toll
has continued with 15 additional cases so far in 2025.
The army refuses to release official figures for the cur-
rent year, insisting it will disclose totals only after De-
cember.

Haaretz noted that most of those who ended their lives
belonged to reserve units, and that personal motives
unrelated to combat accounted for only a small fraction
of cases.

Data indicate that the majority were exposed to severe
battlefield events, leaving lasting damage on their men-
tal health.
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Mexico slams Trump threat
of 30% tariffs as «unfair deal>

exico slammed US President
Donald Trumpss latest threat of
30 percent tariffs as an «unfair

deal,» according to a government state-
ment. According to AFP.

Mexico was informed of the new duties --
which Trump said would come into effect by
August 1 -- during talks in the United States
on.

«We mentioned at the table that it was an
unfair deal and that we did not agree,» the
Mexican economy and foreign ministries
said in a joint statement.

Mexico is already in negotiations seeking
an alternative to tariffs that would protect
businesses and jobs on both sides of the
border, the ministries added, saying they
hope to avoid the duties.

President Claudia Sheinbaum, whom

Trump often refers to favorably, expressed

confidence Saturday that a deal would be
reached.

«We are going to reach an agreement
with the US government,» Sheinbaum said
during a public event hours after Trumpss
social media post announcing the elevated
tariffs.

She said the talks in Washington would al-
low Mexico to be in a «better position» by
August 1.

Mexico is one of the countries most vulner-
able to the US leadens tariffs, with 80 per-
cent of its exports destined for its northern
neighbor, which is also its largest trading
partner.

Since returning to the White House in Jan-
uary, Trump has reproached Mexico for not
doing what he says is enough to prevent
illegal migration and drug trafficking across
the border, and has wielded tariffs as retal-
iation.

bassy in Manila. According to Anadolu Agency.
Palawan borders the South China Sea, on which Beijing and Ma-
nila have claims, with China asserting control over nearly the
entire region.
The facility was «approved by the government of the Philippines
in accordance with all applicable US and Philippine local rules
and regulations,» and is «not a military base,» according to the
embassy, as cited by the newspaper.
The embassy also said all US military activities in the Philippines
are conducted «in full coordination with our Philippine allies.»
The Philippines is the US’ oldest military ally in the Asia-Pacific
region, where American forces have access to Philippine military
bases under a mutual defense treaty.

Hungarians see Ukraine as nearly
as big a threat as Russia: Report

ungarians view Ukraine as almost as significant a threat
as Russia, according to a recent Pew Research Center
survey reported by the Hungarian daily Nepszava.

Exploring perceptions of key allies and main threats by region,
the survey found that 33% of Hungarians see Russia as the most
serious threat, while 27% see Ukraine as the second-greatest
threat. According to Anatolia.

Nepszava linked the results to Prime Minister Viktor Orban’s crit-
icism of Kyiv over the ongoing war with Moscow and his oppo-
sition to Ukraine>s EU accession, stressing that “Orban’s propa-
ganda is effective.”
The results of the sur-
vey also differed be-
tween the supporters
and non-supporters
of the ruling party
Fidesz.

«Only 11 percent of
Fidesz members con-
sider Russia to be the
main threat, while
the same rate among
non-Fidesz mem-
bers is 52 percent,»

Nepszava reported.

It noted that 45% of Fidesz voters see Ukraine as the top threat
compared to just 14% among non-Fidesz voters.

The survey also found that nearly three-quarters of Hungarians
lack trust in Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy.

Despite the Orban government’s anti-EU stance, most Hungari-
ans still see the EU as the country’s main ally with 24%, followed
closely by the US at 23%.

Kremlin comments

oscow says it is unaware of any plans for a
M three-way summit in Beijing this September

The Kremlin has nothing to say about a possi-
ble meeting between Russian President Vladimir Putin,
US President Donald Trump, and Chinese President Xi
Jinping at the upcoming World War Il commemoration
in China, according to spokesman Dmitry Peskov. Ac-
cording to RT.

The ceremony, which marks the 80th anniversary of Ja-
pan’s defeat in WWII, is expected to take place in Beijing
in early September — Putin accepted Xi’s personal invita-
tion to attend while the Chinese leader was visiting Mos-
cow for the Victory Day celebrations in early May.

“We know nothing about the possibility of such a meet-
ing,” Peskov told TASS, responding to a report by the
Times on which claimed that Beijing is considering using
the occasion to host a trilateral summit.

Last month, Trump said President Xi had invited him and
First Lady Melania Trump to visit China during what he
described as a “very good” phone call focused on trade.
However, there has been no official confirmation of any
specific date from Washington or Beijing.

Analysts quoted by the Times suggested the anniversary
could offer a symbolic platform for the three powers to
engage in dialogue amid worsening global tensions. The
British paper further claimed that Beijing had “tacitly en-
couraged speculation” on the subject by refusing to deny
similar reports by Japan’s Kyodo News last month.

Chinese scholar Jin Canrong told Guancha that a joint ap-
pearance by Xi, Putin, and Trump at the military parade
would “send a powerful message to the world.”

While Trump has publicly pushed for a resolution to the
Ukraine conflict and reengaged with Russian leadership
since returning to office in January, frustration has grown
over stalled negotiations.

Trump threatened to impose 100% secondary tariffs on
Russia’s trading partners if no breakthrough is achieved
within 50 days.

Trump has also escalated a trade dispute with China,
resulting in a tit-for-tat tariff standoff that peaked with
145% US duties on Chinese imports. Relations eased
somewhat after a temporary deal was reached to reduce
restrictions on key exports and freeze the tariffs at 30%
and 10% respectively.

International Criminal Court (ICC) likely violates the
US Constitution, blocking penalties from being implemented
on Americans.

A federal court in the state of Maine ruled that Presi-

US District Judge Nancy Torresen issued a preliminary injunction
after two human rights advocates filed suit, saying Trump’s Feb-
ruary executive order that established the sanctions likely run
afoul of free speech protections enshrined in the First Amend-
ment.

“The Executive Order appears to burden substantially more
speech than necessary. Accordingly, the Plaintiffs have estab-
lished likely success on the merits of their First Amendment
challenge,” wrote Torresen.

The case was brought by a pair of human rights advocates, Mat-
thew Smith and Akila Radhakrishnan, who said that following
Trump’s order they were forced to halt their work with the court
on fears that they would be subject to US penalties associated
with the sanctions if they continued.

Torresen’s preliminary injunction prohibits Trump from impos-
ing any such penalties on US individuals who work with the in-
ternational court.

The American Civil Liberties Union, which had represented
Smith and Radhakrishnan in court, lauded the ruling.

“Preventing our clients and others like them from doing critical
human rights work with the ICC is unconstitutional, and we’re
heartened that the court saw that as well,” said Charlie Hogle,
a staff attorney with the ACLU. “The First Amendment does not
allow the government to impose sweeping limits on what Amer-
icans can say and who they can say it to.”

The ICC was formed in 1998 by an international treaty known as
the Rome Statute. While the US remains a non-signatory, sev-
eral administrations of the Democratic and Republican parties
have supported its work, including former President Joe Biden,
who provided evidence to the court of alleged war crimes com-
mitted by Russia in its war against Ukraine.

Trump sanctioned the court in February after issuing a nearly
identical executive order during his first term that was similar-
ly enjoined in 2021 before President Joe Biden rescinded the
order.

reat Britain is the number one target for
G Russian cyberattacks since Trump’s elec-
tion, British government sources claim,
BNR reported. According to them, Putin has
turned his attention to Britain so as not to annoy

the US administration during talks on Ukraine.

Government sources quoted by “The Times”
claim that Britain’s becoming the “number one
target” for Russian cyberattacks and espionage is
due not only to not annoying Donald Trump, but
also to the increasing popularity of Keir Starmer
on the world stage.

Since January, there has been a sharp increase in
the number of Russian “hybrid attacks” against

the UK, which includes cyberattacks and attempts
to sabotage key infrastructure.

A senior civil servant said that Trump’s warmer
stance towards Putin, compared with the previ-
ous US administration, had led to a sharp increase
in attacks on British rather than American targets.
British intelligence chiefs have long warned that
key sites in the UK economy and national infra-
structure are under constant attack from Russia
and a host of state-backed agents.

House Committee voted 12-2 in favor of the impeachment of
0Odeh, head of the Democratic Front for Peace and Equality (Ha-
dash).

Supporters of the motion included members from the Israeli op-
position parties, including Yair Lapid’s Yesh Atid Party and Benny
Gantz’s Blue and White alliance. According to Anadolu Agency.

“The opposition crossed a red line today. Instead of fighting the
Kahanist government — it collaborated with them in crushing the
democratic space,” Odeh said in a statement.

“Some of them hate us more than they love democracy. This is
not an opposition — it is a coalition in disguise,” the Arab law-
maker said.

“They want to subdue the judicial system, silence critical voices,
and turn Israel into a messianic dictatorship. Today it’s me — to-
morrow it’s you. Anyone who dares to oppose will be next in
line.”

The motion will now move to the Knesset’s plenary session for
a majority vote of 90 members out of 120 to complete Odeh’s
impeachment.

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Malaysia at diplomatic cross-
roads with Trump's pro-Israel
ambassador nominee

utrage has intensified in Malaysia following US President Donald
O Trump’s controversial nomination of Australian American right-wing

pundit and author Nick Adams as next US ambassador to the country,
with Kuala Lumpur facing growing pressure to oppose the move. According
to The New Arab.

The US leader announced that Adams, a self-proclaimed “alpha male”, had
been nominated to fill the vacant ambassadorial post in Kuala Lumpur, praising
him as an “incredible patriot and very successful entrepreneur, whose love of,
and devotion to, our Great Country is an inspiration”.

The 40-year-old conservative commentator, known for his criticism of Islam
and strong pro-Israel stance — particularly his support for Israel’s genocidal
campaign in Gaza — has angered many Muslims in Malaysia, triggering a rare
protest against a foreign diplomatic appointment in the Southeast Asian na-
tion.

Adams has described himself on the social media platform X as “Single. Alpha
Male. Wildly Successful. Built like a Greek God. President Trump'’s favourite
author”.

He has also posted that “if you stand with Palestine you stand with radical Is-
lamic terrorists and Jew hatred”.

Malaysian Prime Minister Anwar Ibrahim told reporters on that it was still early
in the process to decide on Adams’ appointment but assured that his govern-
ment would give the matter careful consideration.

Meanwhile, dozens of demonstrators gathered outside the US embassy in
Kuala Lumpur on to protest Adams’s proposed appointment, following an
announcement by the youth wing of Prime Minister Anwar’s People’s Justice
Party (PKR) that it would submit a memorandum of protest to the embassy.
Arief lzuadin from the PKR Youth International Relations Bureau, as quoted by
The Diplomat, stressed that rejecting the nomination should not be viewed
as an act of hostility, but “rather seen as a necessary measure to safeguard
the integrity of bilateral relations and ensure that diplomatic envoys can con-
tribute constructively, in a manner aligned with the shared aspirations of both

They criticised Adams for his “divisive rhetoric” and said his statements
showed a lack of sensitivity towards Malaysia’s diverse society, which is pre-
dominantly Muslim and has historically backed the Palestinian cause.

“An ambassador’s task is to be the bridge between two countries and we don’t
want that person to be someone who destroys that bridge instead,” said Mu-
hammad lzuan Ahmad Kasim, a member of Anwar’s People’s Justice Party, told
news agency Reuters.

Approximately 90 police officers monitored the peaceful protest and controlled
traffic flow.

Malaysia has no official diplomatic relations with Israel and has frequently con-
demned its actions in Gaza and other areas.

Meanwhile, the office of Malaysian Prime Minister Anwar said in a statement
provided by Reuters that his government “will seek to protect the good rela-
tions between Malaysia and the United States”.

However, the Malaysian leader emphasised in remarks to The Star newspaper
that the “government will surely give consideration (to the public’s views)".
Critics have called on Malaysia’s government to use its right to reject Adams’
nomination, pointing to the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations, which
allows host countries to accept or refuse ambassadorial appointments without
providing an explanation.

Government spokesperson Fahmi Fadzil said on that the cabinet had not yet
received any official notification of Adams’ appointment.

Shortly after his nomination, Adams described it in an online statement as
“nothing short of a lifetime’s honour to take the President’s goodwill and
spread it to the great people of Malaysia”.

Malaysia is currently negotiating a trade deal with Washington to avoid a steep
25 percent tariff on its exports to the US.

Trump has indicated that these tariffs could be avoided if Malaysia shifts manu-
facturing to the US, as the August 1 deadline approaches, all while the govern-
ment faces mounting pressure to reject Adams’ appointment.

New solar cells con-
vert weak office light

into electricity with
38% efficiency

University Yang Ming Jiaotong has developed inno-
vative perovskite solar cells are capable of generating
electricity from low interior light.

A group of Taiwanese scientists from the National Taiwan

It is noted, that this development potentially makes it possible
to create solar panels that can be use to generate electricity in
indoor spaces, such as offices. The new perovskite solar cells are
able to generate electricity from low light even on cloudy days.
According to ITC.ua.

Perovskite solar cells are a cheaper and more efficient technology
than traditional silicon solar cells. PeSCs have a high coefficient
of energy conversion, which makes them optimal for generating
electricity in low light conditions.

«Silicon-based solar panels are the most common on the PeSC
market. However, PeSCs can be made thin, light, flexible, and
even translucent, while silicon panels are rigid and heavy, limiting
their use on a flat, solid surface», — notes one of the study’s lead
authors Fang-Chun Chen.
The test results of the new perovskite solar cells demonstrated
a conversion efficiency (PCE) of 12.7% under standard sunlight
of 12 thousand lux. This is relatively low compared to the 26%
PCE of some of the most efficient silicon solar cells. However, at
a much lower light level of about 2 thousand lux, PeSCs demon-
strated an impressive 38.7% PCE.
During the development of new perovskite solar cells, taiwanese
scientists changed the width of the band gap of the perovskite
composition, which is associated with the minimum energy re-
quired for electrons to move to higher energy levels. The team
adjusted the ratio of molecules in the solutions used to create
the layers of perovskite solar cells. By doing so, they
obtained a band gap width that allows
their solar cells to absorb light
indoors. This band gap is
not possible in silicon so-
lar cells.

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UK city plots new
‘tourist tax’ on over-
night stays

Authorities in
Oxford previously announced proposals for a £5 congestion
charge for vehicles accessing its historic city centre - a move
that would make it the first in Britain to introduce such a mea-
sure in two decades.

Diana Fawcett, city centre manager at the council, said: «lt>s
not really just about our tourists, it>s about anybody who uses
the city.

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4,000-Year-Old Walled Oases
Shed Light on Ancient Life in
the Saudi Arabian Desert

ntil the early 2000s, little was known about the Bronze Age
U culture that occupied northwestern Arabia 4,000 years

ago. The impression of a remote and disconnected expanse
of desert began to change through the efforts of joint Saudi and
European missions which returned to sites such as Tayma and
Qurayyah, finding that they had strong trade links not only across
the Arabian Peninsula but also with Mesopotamian civilizations.
According to artnet.

This picture has expanded over the past three years through the
work of the archeologist Guillaume Charloux who, in partnership
with Heritage Commission of the Saudi Ministry of Culture, has
identified a network of major oasis settlements protected by monu-
mental walls.

Most recently, in a paper published in Antiquity on June 23, Charloux
has identified four new major walled oasis settlements and three
potential smaller walled oases settlements. Together, Charloux said,
they are changing the understanding of the socioeconomic evolution
of this vast, largely unexplored region.

Inside the Oasis Complexes

The defensive structures, formed largely of mudbrick, protected

the settlements, water sources, livestock such as goats and sheep,
and crops such as cereals and fruits. They also acted as displays of
power, requiring
considerable invest-
ment from the local
populations to build
and maintain over
time.

“These structures
likely indicate

social tensions in
the region and

the necessity to
protect well-wa-
tered agro-pastoral
areas,” Charloux,

a researcher at
French National Centre for Scientific Research, said over email. “Ad-
ditionally, they suggest the possibility of long-distance contacts and
exchanges across the desert.”

The sites of Dumat al-Jandal, Hait, Huwayyit, and Khaybar were
identified using Bing and Google Earth satellite images. Khaybar,
once a small town whose encircling walls protected an area of nearly
4.5 square miles, was documented last year by Charloux and dated
to 2250 to 1950 B.C.E. Of the three smaller walled oases—Al-Ayn,
Shayb Suways and al-Wadi—the researcher conducted a field visit
at Al-Ayn and discovered surrounding ramparts measuring 6.5-feet
thick and five miles long, a type similar to Khaybar that suggests a
date of 2000 B.C.E. This timeline is supported by the discovery of
burnished ware, a type of polished pottery, that was discovered at
all three sites.

It seems likely that the model of the walled oasis settlement was
first developed in the first half of the third millennium B.C.E. at
Tayma and Qurayyah (possibly based off urban ideas from the
southern Levant). In time, they spread southward and taking shape
at sites such as Khaybar, Huwayyit, and Hait by the end of the third
millennium B.C.E.

This form of settlement proved long-lasting, with Charloux suggest-
ing they not only played a crucial role in the rise of north Arabian
caravan kingdoms but that adapted versions of this model continued
to be used into the 19th and 20th centuries.

“Despite current limitations in the understanding of local fortifica-
tion systems, including their dating and means of construction, the
discovery or confirmation of new walled oases underscores the need
for further archaeological exploration of this millennia-old phenom-
enon in northwest Arabia,” he said.

The plan is to continue excavating walled oases, most notably al-

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Should Palestinians trust Macron'’s
state recognition drive?

self as a centrist champion of diplomacy and

multilateralism, keen to restore France’s glob-
al voice in an increasingly polarised world. But when
it comes to the question of Palestinian statehood
— a longstanding issue where France historically
held a balanced, if cautious, position — Macron has
failed to match rhetoric with resolve.

E mmanuel Macron has often positioned him-

Despite periodic declarations in favour of recognising
Palestine as a state, the French president repeatedly
walks back his stance under international pressure
and domestic political calculation. This inconsisten-
cy reflects not pragmatism, but a troubling mixture
of political cowardice and susceptibility to pro-Israel
lobbying.

France has long advocated a two-state solution.
As recently as April, Macron reiterated that France
“must move toward recognition, and we will do so in
the coming months.”

Yet, he has consistently refused to take the concrete
step of unilaterally recognising a Palestinian state,
despite the growing number of countries doing so in
response to the deteriorating humanitarian situation
in Gaza and the expansion of illegal Israeli settle-
ments in the West Bank.

Just on Tuesday, during his state visit to the United
Kingdom, President Macron urged British leaders
to recognise a Palestinian state and support an im-
mediate ceasefire, describing it as “the only path to
peace.”

By calling on the UK, Macron may be presenting him-
self as a peace advocate without having to take the
political risk himself. It allows him to appear proac-
tive while maintaining the status quo, avoiding a di-
rect clash with Israel or pro-Israeli lobbies in France.
He also may be floating the recognition idea again
to gauge international and domestic reactions, espe-
cially among key allies like the UK. By pushing others
to act, he deflects the pressure off France while test-
ing how far Western states are willing to move on
the issue.

The contradiction between Macron’s words and
France’s inaction has become increasingly glar-
ing, however, particularly as international outrage
mounts over the Israeli government’s hard-line pol-
icies under Benjamin Netanyahu.

So why the hesitation?

First, Macron’s reticence cannot be understood out-
side the context of France’s deepening strategic and
economic ties with Israel. Since 2017, defence coop-
eration, intelligence sharing and joint technological
ventures between the two countries have increased.
Macron has also courted pro-Israel constituencies

within France, where the influence of lobbying organ-
isations sympathetic to the Israeli government has
grown significantly. French Jewish institutions such
as the Representative Council of Jewish Institutions
in France (CRIF) exert considerable political sway,
and Macron, ever attentive to maintaining domestic
harmony, has shown little appetite to challenge their
views — despite vocal opposition to the Israeli gov-
ernment within broader French civil society.
Secondly, Macron’s position reflects the influence
of broader Western political currents, especially the
legacy of Donald Trump’s presidency. Trump’s deci-
sion to move the US embassy to Jerusalem and rec-
ognise the city as Israel’s capital marked a dramatic
shift in the international consensus.

Macron condemned the move at the time, but his
failure to counterbalance it through decisive Europe-
an action — such as recognising Palestine — speaks
volumes. Instead of asserting France’s independence
on the global stage, Macron appears to have internal-
ised Washington’s priorities, continuing the pattern
of aligning more closely with US and Israeli policy in
practice, if not in rhetoric.

Moreover, Macron is keenly aware of the polarised
debates around antisemitism and anti-Zionism in
France. His administration has equated some forms
of criticism of Israel with antisemitism, a move wide-
ly condemned by human rights groups and Palestin-
ian solidarity networks.

In this climate, taking a bold pro-Palestinian stance is
framed as a security risk or a social provocation. Ma-
cron, who casts himself as the guardian of France’s
republican values, appears unwilling to challenge this
narrative for fear of destabilising his fragile centrist
coalition.

Since October 2023, under President Macron’s or-
ders, the French government has systematically re-
pressed Palestine solidarity on French soil. Interior
Minister Gérald Darmanin issued nationwide bans on
pro-Palestinian demonstrations.

In Paris, police deployed tear gas and water cannons
against crowds voicing solidarity with Gaza — mea-
sures upheld even by France’s highest administrative
court. By punishing peaceful humanitarian dissent
rather than defending the activists, Macron has fur-
ther exposed the fragile limits of his proclaimed soli-
darity with Palestine.

This contradiction extends to Macron’s handling of
the recent Gaza aid flotilla and Palestinian-French
MEP Rima Hassan. In June 2025, Hassan joined the
Madleen freedom flotilla — alongside activists like
Greta Thunberg — in a humanitarian effort to break
Gaza’s blockade.

Israeli forces intercepted the vessel in international
waters, detaining her and other French nationals.
Macron publicly urged that the detained French citi-
zens be allowed to return swiftly, but refrained from
questioning the legality of the interception or con-
demning Israel’s actions.

Meanwhile, Rima Hassan was vilified by Macron’s
political allies and faced legal scrutiny, including a
summons over alleged “glorification of terrorism,”
despite broad consensus that her mission was non-
violent.

But statesmanship demands moral clarity. France,
a permanent member of the UN Security Council,
cannot claim global leadership while remaining para-
lysed on one of the world’s most pressing injustices.
Macron’s fence-sitting does not signal diplomatic
sophistication; it signals moral retreat. If he truly be-
lieves in a two-state solution, he must take the first
step — recognising Palestine — as an act of principle,
not as a calculated afterthought.

In general, “people can be very susceptible to overlooking things,
getting fooled by things, accidentally sharing or accentuating mis-
information,” says Tony Liao, associate professor of digital media at
the University of Houston.

In
pancreatic can-
cer, weight loss
often occurs be-
cause the tumor
affects digestion
or causes a loss of
appetite. You might
find yourself eating less
or feeling full quickly, even
if you haven’t changed your

diet. This can happen because pancreatic
cancer can reduce the production of
digestive enzymes, making it harder to
break down food properly. Since weight
loss and poor appetite can result from
many causes, including stress or other
ilinesses, they are easy to overlook.

3- Abdominal or Back Pain
Pain in the upper belly or middle back is
a common symptom but often dismissed
as indigestion, muscle strain, or other
minor issues. In pancreatic cancer, this
pain happens when the tumor presses
on nearby organs or nerves.
The pain may:
Come and go or be
constant
Feel dull or aching
Worsen when
lying down and
improve when
leaning forward
Because ab-
dominal or back
pain is common
and can be
caused by many
conditions, people
often ignore it or
treat it with over-
the-counter painkillers.
However, persistent or
unusual pain should never be
ignored and should be discussed with a
doctor.

4- Fatigue and Weakness

Feeling very tired or weak without a
clear reason is another early sign that
can be easy to dismiss. Fatigue related

to pancreatic cancer is not caused by
physical activity and does not improve
with rest, even with a full night>s sleep.
This kind of fatigue may be linked to

the body’s response to cancer, changes
in metabolism, or other effects of the
tumor. It can also be accompanied by
difficulty sleeping or feeling low in mood.
Since fatigue is quite common, stemming
out of tiredness, lack of sleep or even
too much physical labour, this symptom
too is quite easy to overlook.

5- Digestive Problems

Pancreatic cancer can affect digestion by
blocking parts of the digestive system or
reducing enzyme production. This can
cause symptoms such as:

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Mitsubishi Motors Launch-
es the All-New Grandis for
the European Market

itsubishi is steadily broadening its European portfolio with
models built on Renault underpinnings and equipped with

electrified drivetrains. Its latest addition is the Grandis, a
compact family SUV that shares its platform and much of its design
with the Renault Symbioz. According to carscoops.

The Grandis name, originally used for a three-row minivan sold from
2003 to 2011, makes a return, this time on a two-row SUV. Derived
from Latin for “large and impressive,” the name now belongs to a
stretched, more spacious version of the facelifted Mitsubishi ASX,
itself a rebadged Renault Captur. While Mitsubishi has added a few
styling tweaks to set it apart from its French counterpart, the new
Grandis is, for the most part, a straightforward rebadge.

Familiar Shape, Mitsubishi Details

The front end is nearly identical to the smaller ASX, with a glossy
black grille and satin silver accents. The headlights are shared with
the Symbioz, but the DRLs have a slightly different lightning signature.
Likewise, the profile is carried over from the French twin with the ex-
ception of the 19-inch alloy wheels and Mitsubishi’s own “Hybrid EV”
badges mounted on the doors.

Around back, we find the Mitsubishi to look more stylish than the
French SUV it is based on. The new taillights wouldn’t look out of
place in a new Mitsubishi Evo performance sedan, while the rede-
signed tailgate has strong dynamic lines. Still, the bumper with the
fake vents is a carry-over part.

Mitsubishi Grandis

Open the doors and the similarities continue. The interior is identical
to the Renault version, save for the Mitsubishi logo on the steering
wheel. The cabin seats five, with a boot that holds between 434 and
566 liters (15.3 to 20 cubic feet), depending on the position of the
sliding rear bench. Equipment highlights include a power remote tail-
gate, a panoramic glass roof with electrochromic dimming, a 10.4-
inch infotainment touchscreen, and a comprehensive suite of driv-
er-assistance features.

Underneath, the Grandis rides on an extended version of Renault—
Nissan’s CMF-B platform. Buyers will have a choice between mild-hy-
brid and full-hybrid configurations. The base option is a 1.3-liter tur-
bocharged engine with mild-hybrid support, producing 138 hp (103
kW / 140 PS). This version sends power to the front wheels through
either a six-speed manual or a seven-speed dual-clutch automatic
transmission.

The new SUV is also available with Renault’s updated self-charging
hybrid system. It combines a naturally aspirated 1.8-liter engine with
two electric motors, a multi-mode gearbox, and a 1.4 kWh lithium-ion
battery. Together, the system produces 154 hp (115 kW / 156 PS),
once again driving only the front wheels.

European Launch and Local Production

Production of the Grandis will take place at Renault’s Valladolid facili-
ty in Spain, where it will be built alongside the Symbioz. It will roll out
gradually across European markets starting later this year. Notably, it
will be followed by the arrival of a fully electric Eclipse Cross, closely
related to the Renault Scenic E-Tech.

“Following the launch of the Outlander PHEV last year, we are
strengthening our lineup in the European market with the introduc-
tion of the all-new Grandis, featuring Mitsubishi Motors’ Dynamic
Shield design”, said Tatsuo Nakamura, executive vice president of
Mitsubishi Motors. “With an additional launch of the Eclipse Cross
BEV model around the same time, we will offer a diverse range of
electrified vehicles -HEV, PHEV, and BEV — to meet the varied needs
of our customers.”
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Pro-Palestine student activ-
ists in UK left disappointed by
‘mixed bag’ free speech guide-
lines for universities

tudent campaigners have been left underwhelmed by guid-
ance from England’s higher education regulator, intended to
bolster freedom of speech on campus.

The Office for Students (OfS) said the regulatory advice should help
institutions “navigate” their responsibility to “secure freedom of
speech” under the new Higher Education (Freedom of Speech) Act,
due to come into effect in August. According to newarab.

The OfS guidance, effective from 1 August 2025, states that the
bar for restricting lawful speech is particularly high and universities
should take “reasonably practicable steps” to secure lawful speech
and protest.

Steps recommended by the OfS to “secure lawful speech” include:
“not punishing students or staff for lawful expression of a view-
point”; “supporting constructive dialogue on contentious subjects”;
and “not requiring applicants for academic jobs or promotions to
show commitment to a viewpoint.”

But many student activists have confessed their dissatisfaction with
the guidance, arguing that it lacks the specificity to practically sup-
port their right to protest.

It also seems to be ignored by UK courts. a Cambridge college was
granted an interim High Court injunction against pro-Palestine pro-
testers, following similar steps taken by both Trinity College and St
John’s College, highlighting a growing conflict between regulatory
expectations for upholding free speech and judicial decisions priori-
tizing institutional order and disruption prevention.

Dan, a long-time organiser with the London School of Economics Stu-
dent Union’s Palestinian Society, said the OfS advice was “disappoint-
ing but not surprising.”

“Stopping attempts to enforce blanket bans or injunctions on cam-
pus protests is a positive step, but it’s within the context of a broader
continuation of state support for universities’ increasing repression
of student protests.”

Dan was ambivalent as to whether new guidance and legislation
would enable campaigners to pressure universities to change their
policies.

“It's hard to tell because the guidance is at best a mixed bag.
“Where universities have tried to blanket ban protest, it could
strengthen students’ ability to hold their university accountable.
Though | don’t think the guidance is going to enable much more in
terms of protest.”

Addressing the guidance’s potential to support universities’ plat-
forming controversial speakers, he said, “I definitely have concerns
about the OfS’s problematic framing of free speech, especially since
it ignores the fact that the most pernicious attack on free speech in
universities has been their Prevent program.

I’'m concerned that this kind of guidance could use free speech to jus-
tify repression of students protesting against people who advocate
for racist policies.”

Fiona Lali, the campaigns coordinator for the Revolutionary Commu-
nist Party —a prominent organising body active across over 50 British
universities — similarly felt the guidance to be toothless, saying, “it’s
simply guidance.”

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Why is there no life on
Mars? Rover finds a clue

discovery made by a NASA rover has offered a clue
A for this mystery, new research said, suggesting that

while rivers once sporadically flowed on Mars, it was
doomed to mostly be a desert planet.

Mars is thought to currently have all the necessary ingredients for life ex-
cept for perhaps the most important one: liquid water. According to phys.
org.

However, the red surface is carved out by ancient rivers and lakes, show-
ing that water once flowed on our nearest neighbor.

There are currently several rovers searching Mars for signs of life that
could have existed back in those more habitable times, millions of years
ago.

Earlier this year, NASA’s Curiosity rover discovered a missing piece in this
puzzle: rocks that are rich in carbonate minerals.

These “carbonates”—such as limestone on Earth—act as a sponge for
carbon dioxide, pulling it in from the atmosphere and trapping it in rock.
A new study, published in the journal Nature, modeled exactly how the
existence of these rocks could change our understanding of Mars’s past.
NASA's Curiosity rover discovered a missing piece in this puzzle: rocks that
are rich in carbonate minerals.

Brief ‘oases’

Lead study author Edwin Kite, a planetary scientist at the University of
Chicago and a member of the Curiosity team, told AFP it appeared there
were “blips of habitability in some times and places” on Mars.

But these “oases” were the exception rather than the rule.

On Earth, carbon dioxide in the atmosphere warms the planet. Over long
timescales, the carbon becomes trapped in rocks such as carbonates.
Then volcanic eruptions spew the gas back into the atmosphere, creating
a well-balanced climate cycle supportive of consistently running water.
However, Mars has a “feeble” rate of volcanic outgassing compared to
Earth, Kite said. This throws off the balance, leaving Mars much colder
and less hospitable.

According to the modeling research, the brief periods of liquid water on
Mars were followed by 100 million years of barren desert—a long time for
anything to survive.

It is still possible that there are pockets of liquid water deep underground
on Mars we have not yet found, Kite said.

NASA’s Perseverance rover, which landed on an ancient Martian delta in
2021, has also found signs of carbonates at the edge of a dried-up lake,
he added.

Mars rover Perseverence has also discovered signs of these important car-
bon-dioxide-rich rocks.

Next, the scientists hope to discover more evidence of carbonates.

Kite said the best proof would be returning rock samples from the Martian
surface back to Earth—both the United States and China are racing to do
this in the next decade.

Are we alone?

Ultimately, scientists are searching for an answer to one of the great ques-
tions: how common are planets like Earth that can harbor life?
Astronomers have discovered nearly 6,000 planets beyond our solar sys-
tem since the early 1990s.

But only for Mars and Earth can scientists study rocks which allow them to
understand the planet’s past, Kite said.

If we do determine that Mars never hosted even tiny micro-organisms
during its watery times, that would indicate it is difficult to kick-start life
across the universe.

But if we discover proof of ancient life, that would “basically be telling us
the origin of life is easy on a planetary scale,” Kite said.
