Interest Reduction Stipulates Payment Agreement (IRSPA)

This payment plan reduces the interest rate from 18% to 6% per year for eligible taxpayers. To sign
up, you must own and live in your home, and have a Principal Residence Exemption (PRE) and ID
that proves residency.

Stipulated Payment Agreement (SPA)

Available to everybody, this plan allows a taxpayer to pay taxes pursuant to a payment schedule.
The plan will avoid foreclosure provided that payments are submitted per the agreed upon
schedule.

Distressed Owner Occupant Extension (DOOE)

This program is not available to everyone. If you own and live in the property, and are suffering
financial hardship, you may qualify for this program.

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Trump says to award killed right-wing
activist with highest civilian honour

S President Donald Trump said
U that he will award conservative
commentator Charlie Kirk the
Presidential Medal of Freedom fol-

lowing his assassination at a university
event in the Western state of Utah.

"I'm pleased to announce that | will soon
be awarded Charlie Kirk posthumously, the
Presidential Medal of Freedom," Trump said,
speaking at a Pentagon ceremony commem-
orating the Sept. 11, 2001 terrorist attacks.
According to Anatolia.

The Presidential Medal of Freedom, along
with the Congressional Gold Medal, is the
highest civilian award in the US.

Trump also expressed condolences to Kirk's
family, calling them "fantastic people." "We
miss him greatly," he said.

He described Kirk as "a giant of his gener-
ation" and "a champion of liberty" who in-
spired millions.

Trump expressed confidence that Kirk's
influence would endure, saying his "voice
and the courage he put into the hearts of
countless people, especially young people,
will live on."

Kirk, 31, was fatally shot while addressing
thousands at Utah Valley University in the
city of Orem, some 40 miles (64.4 kilome-
ters) south of Salt Lake City. The apparent
targeted attack occurred despite security
including six university police officers and
Kirk's private team.

Online videos captured the moment a bul-
let struck Kirk as he spoke, sending students
fleeing in panic. He was rushed to a hospital
where he pronounced dead hours later.
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Trump signs order des-
ignating Antifa domes-
tic terrorist organization

S President Donald Trump signed an executive order
U designating the Antifa movement as a domestic ter-

rorist organization.
The order designates the movement as “a militarist, anarchist en-
terprise that explicitly calls for the overthrow of the United States
Government, law enforcement authorities, and our system of law.”
It describes Antifa as an “organized effort designed to achieve policy
objectives by coercion and intimidation is domestic terrorism.” Ac-
cording to Anatolia.

It is unclear what legal framework the president is using to make the
declaration, as there is no statute under US law for designating do-
mestic terror groups.

Antifa, short for anti-fascist, is a left-wing political culture more than
an organization with a fixed leadership and members.

“We look at Antifa as more of an ideology or a movement than an orga-
nization,” former FBI Director Christopher Wray told Congress in 2020.

Trump announced via a social media post that he intended to blacklist
Antifa, calling it “a sick, dangerous, radical left disaster,” and vowing
that it will be “thoroughly investigated.”

“I will also be strongly recommending that those funding ANTIFA be
thoroughly investigated in accordance with the highest legal standards
and practices,” he wrote on his Truth Social platform.

Following the killing of far-right activist Charlie Kirk , the White House
vowed to step up its targeting of left-wing groups, accusing them of
being behind the killing, as well as most other political violence.

Trump’s critics have pointed out that no motive has been announced
for Kirk’s killing, and no groups have been implicated. They also cite
numerous studies saying that right-wing groups and actors are re-
sponsible for most of the violent political acts committed in the US.

The White House issued a statement in which it accused Antifa of
being behind 11 violent acts over the course of the past eight years.

They include shooting an immigration enforcement officer in July, and
a 2017 incident in which “Antifa radicals threw rocks at police and
attacked the attendees of several conservative political events at the
University of California, Berkeley.”
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Democrats in US increas-
ingly shift on Israel amid
Gaza genocide

growing number of Democratic politicians—including some
Acentrists from swing states—are increasingly turning away

from pro-Israel policies and activities, such as lobbyist-funded
trips and campaign donations. According to The New Arab.

This shift comes as Israel approaches the two-year mark of its geno-
cidal war—and now mass forced displacement—of Palestinians in the
Gaza Strip.

Ahead of the 2026 congressional race, Representative Deborah Ross
from the swing state of North Carolina has said she will no longer
accept contributions from AIPAC (the American-Israel Public Affairs
Committee) after having previously accepted over $100,000 from them.
"Congresswoman Ross is not currently accepting AIPAC contributions,"
a spokesperson for Ross's office told The Intercept for a report pub-
lished in August.

In Ohio, which is considered a red state, State Senator Sen. Beth Liston
announced that she would be cancelling a paid trip to Israel, describing
it as propaganda.

"What | decided was that | didn’t just need to guard against propa-
ganda. | WAS the propaganda in this sponsored trip. | did not want
to be used as a tool in support of the Israeli government actions. |
cancelled the trip," Liston wrote on X, formerly Twitter, . In her multi-
tweet thread, she went on to thank her constituents for urging her not
to travel, saying this is how democracy is supposed to work.
Following the United Nations designation of Israel's war on Gaza as
a genocide earlier, Bernie Sanders of Vermont became the first US
senator to use the term. It was a step that many of his progressive
supporters saw as belated, though it was also widely viewed as an
important recognition by a high-profile sitting US politician of what has
for many months been confirmed by human rights experts.

This follows months of progressive politicians, including Sanders,
condemning Israel's war on Gaza, which includes the introductions of
legislation, notably the Block the Bombs Act (HR 3565), which would
limit offensive weapons transfers to Israel. So far, it has been backed
by around 50 co-sponsors.

Also supporting this legislation is congressional candidate Saikat
Chakrabarti, running in the Democratic primary against Nancy Pelosi.
He currently has an online ad stating, "Silence is complicity. Tell Pelosi:
Block the Bombs and end US support for genocide."

Though he is running as a progressive, the ad is relatively bold for a
candidate who is still getting his footing in a race against one of the
most powerful members of Congress.

In another noteworthy move, a growing bloc of progressive Democrats
are supporting the recognition of a Palestinian state. Seven Senate
Democrats, led By Jeff Merkley of Oregon, have put forth a resolution
for the US to unilaterally recognise a Palestinian state. A similar mea-
sure exists in the House.

It appears that politicians are beginning to catch up with the Ameri-
can public, who are showing a growing disapproval of Israel's military
action in Gaza.

According to a Gallup poll in late July, Americans' approval of Israel's
actions in Gaza is at 32 percent, the lowest since Gallup first asked in
November 2023.

Meanwhile, the latest Gallup poll on this issue shows that Republicans'
support for Israel's war on Gaza has gone up since their previous poll
on the subject was taken in September.

Israeli leaders will be prosecuted

he UN investigator who accused
T Israel of committing genocide in
Gaza said she sees parallels with
the butchery in Rwanda, and that she

hopes one day Israeli leaders will be
put behind bars.

Navi Pillay, a South African former judge
who headed the international tribunal for
the 1994 Rwanda genocide and also served
as UN human rights chief, acknowledged
that justice “is a slow process.” According
to AFP.

But as late South African anti-apartheid
icon Nelson “Mandela said, it always seems
impossible until it’s done,” she said in an
interview.

“| consider it not impossible that there will
be arrests and trials” in the future.

Pillay’s Independent International Commis-
sion of Inquiry (COI), which does not speak
on behalf of the United Nations, issued a
bombshell report on concluding that “geno-
cide is occurring in Gaza” — something Israel
vehemently denies.

The investigators also concluded that Israe-
li President Isaac Herzog, Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu and former defense
minister Yoav Gallant have “incited the com-
mission of genocide.”

Israel categorically rejected the findings and
slammed the report as “distorted and false.”
But for Pillay, the parallels to Rwanda —
where some 800,000 people, mostly ethnic
Tutsis and moderate Hutus, were slaugh-
tered —are clear.

As head of the International Criminal Tribu-
nal for Rwanda, she says watching footage
of civilians being killed and tortured had
marked her “for life.”

“I see similarities” to what is happening in
Gaza, she said, pointing to “the same kind

of methods.”

While Tutsis were targeted in Rwanda’s
genocide, she said “all the evidence (indi-
cates) it is Palestinians as a group that is be-
ing targeted” in Gaza.

Israeli leaders, she said, had made state-
ments, including calling Palestinians “ani-
mals,” which recalled the demonizing rheto-
ric used during the Rwanda genocide, when
Tutsis were labelled as “cockroaches.”

In both cases, she said the target population

is “dehumanized,” signaling that “it’s ok to
kill them.”

‘Traumatic’

The International Criminal Court has already
issued arrest warrants for Netanyahu and
Gallant for suspected war crimes.

Pillay said securing accountability would not
be easy, highlighting that the ICC “does not
have its own sheriff or police force to do the
arrests.”

But she stressed that popular demand could
bring about sudden change, as it had in her
home country.

“I never thought apartheid will end in my
lifetime,” she said.

Pillay, who rose through the ranks to be-

come a judge in apartheid South Africa
despite her Indian heritage, has a knack for
handling difficult cases.

Her career has taken her from defending an-
ti-apartheid activists and political prisoners
in South Africa to the Rwanda tribunal, the
ICC and on to serving as the UN’s top human
rights official from 2008 to 2014.

The 83-year-old took on a particularly daunt-
ing mission four years ago when she agreed
to chair the freshly-created COI tasked with
investigating rights abuses in the occupied
Palestinian territories and Israel.

Since then, she and her two co-commis-
sioners have faced a barrage of accusations
of bias and antisemitism, which they deny,
and a recent social media campaign urging
Washington to sanction them, as it has ICC
judges, Palestinian NGOs and a UN expert
focused on the situation in Gaza.

The pressure has been intense, but Pillay
says the hardest thing for her team has been
viewing video evidence from the ground.
“Watching those videos is just traumatic,”
she said, pointing to images of “sexual vio-
lence of women (and abuse of) doctors who
were stripped naked by the military.”

“It's so painful” to watch.

Pillay said that going forward, the commis-
sion aims to draft a list of suspected perpe-
trators of abuses in Gaza, and also explore
the suspected “complicity” of countries
supporting Israel.

That work will meanwhile be left to her
successor, since Pillay will be leaving the
commission in November, citing her age and
health concerns.

Before that, she said she had her visa ready
to travel to New York to present her report
to the UN General Assembly.

So far, she said, “I have heard nothing about
that visa being withdrawn.”

France are set to follow
suit at the UN General As-
sembly; however, many
still have not made the
move.

Including the four Western
nations who announced
their decision on, at least
145 countries out of 193
UN members now recog-
nise the State of Palestine.

Russia, alongside all Arab
countries, almost all Af-
rican and Latin American
countries, and most Asian
countries, including India
and China, are already on
the list.

Algeria became the first
country to officially rec-
ognise a Palestinian state
on 15 November 1988,
minutes after late Palestine
Liberation Organisation

(PLO) leader Yasser Arafat
unilaterally proclaimed an
independent Palestinian
state.

Dozens of other countries
followed suit in the follow-
ing weeks and months, and
another wave of recogni-
tions came in late 2010 and
early 2011.

Israel's war on Gaza has
driven 13 countries to rec-
ognise the state —a move
that has been condemned
by Israel and its staunch
ally, the United States.

At least 45 countries do
not recognise the State of
Palestine.

Israeli Prime Minister Ben-
jamin Netanyahu's govern-
ment completely rejects
the idea of a Palestinian
state.

In Asia, Japan, South Korea,
and Singapore are among
the countries that do not
recognise Palestine. Neither
does Cameroon in Africa,
Panama in Latin Ameri-

ca, nor most countries in
Oceania.

Europe is the most divided
continent on the issue and
is split almost 50-50 over
Palestinian statehood.
Some former Eastern Bloc
countries, such as Hungary
and the Czech Republic, do

not recognise a Palestinian
state at a bilateral level.
Western and northern
Europe were united in
non-recognition until now,
except for Sweden, which
extended recognition in
2014.

But the war on Gaza has
upended things, with
Norway, Spain, Ireland,

and Slovenia following

in Sweden's footsteps to
recognise the state in 2024,
before the United Kingdom
and Portugal did so on.
Italy and Germany do not
plan on recognising a Pales-
tinian state.

UN Official Warns of Esca-
lating Famine in Yemen

senior UN official warned that the humanitarian situa-
Ation in Yemen is deteriorating to unprecedented levels,

stating that the country now ranks third globally in food
insecurity rates.

Tom Fletcher, UN Under-Secretary-General for Humanitarian Affairs, told
the UN Security Council that escalating economic and military crises have
worsened the suffering of millions. He predicted that an additional one
million people could face acute hunger by next February.

Fletcher noted that
around 17 million
Yemenis suffer

from a severe food
shortage, with 20%
of families facing

a complete lack of
food for days on
end. He emphasized
that these numbers
reflect the depth of
the daily worsening
humanitarian crisis.
Despite ongoing hu-
manitarian efforts,
including emergency interventions in Hajjah province to combat child
deaths from starvation, the official warned that funding shortfalls and
security obstacles are undermining organizations’ ability to respond ef-
fectively.

He also pointed out that the continued detention of UN staff and the con-
fiscation of their headquarters are hindering the work of aid groups and
increasing the suffering of civilians. Fletcher stressed that these actions
do not serve the Yemeni people or contribute to solving the country’s
complex crises.

In conclusion, Fletcher called for the immediate release of all detainees
and for adequate funding to save lives, warning that a prolonged crisis
could make mass starvation a permanent feature of Yemen'’s future.

Europe Cracks Down on
Fashion Waste with New
Landmark Law

russels estimates the 27-nation bloc generates around 130
B kilogrammes of food waste per person each year -- adding

up to 60 million tonnes -- as well as around 15 kilos of
textile waste.

By curbing food waste, the EU aims by extension to cut the amount of water,
fertiliser and energy used to produce, transform and store foodstuffs that
end up being thrown away. According to AFP.

The same logic applies to textiles, where the EU says manufacturing a single
cotton T-shirt requires 2,700 litres of fresh water -- the amount the average
person drinks in two and a half years.

Lawmakers approved without amendment the text previously negotiated
with the bloc's member states.

When it comes to food, countries will be given binding waste-reduction tar-
gets but are free to choose how to meet them.

By 2030, they will have to slash by 30 percent the food waste generated by
households, retailers and restaurants, compared to 2021-2023 levels.

They will also have to cut 10 percent of the waste generated by food pro-
cessing and manufacturing.

Parliament rapporteur Anna
Zalewska has said "targeted
solutions" could include pro-
moting so-called "ugly" fruit
and vegetables, clarifying
date labelling and donating
unsold-but-consumable food.

Lawmakers had last year
backed more ambitious cuts --
40 and 20 percent respective-
ly -- before a final compromise
was thrashed out with the Eu-
ropean Commission and the
EU's 27 member states.

The final proposal still faced
pushback from the restaurant
and hospitality sectors, which
opposed binding targets and
instead advocated a push
to educate the public about
waste.

"The key is raising awareness
-- especially among consum-
ers," said Marine Thizon of the
European hotel, restaurant and cafe industry group Hotrec.

"More than 50 percent of food waste in Europe happens at the level of house-
holds," she said.

Farm sector exempt

The new law updates a 2008 EU directive on waste and widens its scope to
include the textile industry.

It creates new obligations for the sector, with producers required to foot the
bill for collecting, sorting and recycling clothing as well as everything from
carpets to mattresses.

Less than one percent of textiles worldwide are recycled at present, the
EU says, with 12.6 million tonnes of textile waste generated in the bloc
each year.

Lawmakers hope the law can counter the impact of ultra low-cost fashion
imports, many of them from China, by platforms such as Shein -- which is also
being investigated by Brussels over risks linked to illegal products.

"Ultra fast-fashion creates mountains of textile waste," the right-wing French
lawmaker Laurent Castillo said following the law's adoption, saying the phe-
nomenon "endangers French and European firms as well as being extremely
polluting".

The EU has separately moved to limit the massive influx of small packages
fuelled by the fast-fashion boom by proposing a flat import fee of two euros
($2.35) per parcel.

Last year, 4.6 billion small parcels entered the bloc -- more than 145 per
second -- of which 91 percent came from China.

No waste-reduction target was set for the farm sector, to the chagrin of en-
vironmental advocates such as WWF, which said it was "concerned" about
the decision.

"Losses that occur before, during and after harvesting or livestock rearing
make up a considerable amount of food waste across the value chain," said
the group.
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Men jailed for
witchcraft murder
plot against Zambia's
president

court in Zambia has sentenced two men to two
A years in prison for attempting to use witchcraft to
kill President Hakainde Hichilema.
Zambian Leonard Phiri and Mozambican Jasten Mabulesse
Candunde were convicted under the Witchcraft Act after be-
ing arrested in December with charms in their possession,
including a live chameleon. According to the BBC.
"It is my considered view that the convicts were not only the
enemy of the head of state but were also enemies of all Zam-
bians," magistrate Fine Mayambu said in his ruling.
The case has been closely followed in Zambia, as this was
the first time anyone was put on trial for attempting to use
witchcraft against a president.
The prosecution alleged that Phiri and Candunde were hired
by a fugitive former MP to bewitch Hichilema.
Despite their insistence that they were bona fide traditional
healers, the court found them guilty on two counts under the
Witchcraft Act.
"The two accepted ownership of the charms. Phiri further
demonstrated that the chameleon's tail, once pricked and
used in the ritual, would cause death to occur within five
days," Magistrate Mayambu said.
The lawyer for the two men, Agrippa Malando, said his clients
pleaded for leniency as they were first-time offenders.
He urged the court to fine them, but the request was rejected.
Magistrate Mayambu noted that many people in Zambia, like
in other African countries, believed in witchcraft, even though
it was not scientifically proven.
The law was designed to protect society from fear and harm
caused by those claiming to have the power to carry out acts
of witchcraft, he said.
"The question is not whether the accused are wizards or ac-
tually possess supernatural powers. It is whether they repre-
sented themselves as such, and the evidence clearly shows
they did," Magistrate Mayambu said.
In addition to the two-year sentence they were given for "pro-
fessing" witchcraft, the men were sentenced to six months in
prison for possessing charms.
As the sentences will run concurrently, they will serve only
two years in prison, effective from the date of their arrest in
December 2024.
Hichilema has previously said he does not believe in witch-
craft. He has not commented on the case.
Lawyer Dickson Jere told the BBC that the Witchcraft Act was
passed during colonial rule in 1914.
He said people were "very rarely" prosecuted for practising
witchcraft, but it helped protect elderly women who faced
mob justice in villages after being accused of bewitching
someone and causing their death.
Witchcraft has also featured prominently in conversations
over the protracted dispute between the government and
the family of the late President Edgar Lungu over his funeral.
Some people believe that the government's
insistence that he should be buried in
Zambia, contrary to his family's wish-
es, may be for "occult reasons".
The government has denied the
accusation.
Lungu died in South Africa in June,
and his body is still in a morgue
there because of the failure to
reach agreement over his burial.

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US Report Warn5° CuI-
tural Heritage in Gaza
Faces Existential Threat

EN America has released a devastating report highlighting the
P extensive damage to cultural sites in Gaza as a result of Israeli

bombardment, according to news.artnet.
The report, titled "All That Was Lost," highlights the destruction of
important museums and heritage centers, individual works of art, and
prominent archaeological sites, in addition to the killing of more than
150 cultural figures.
“Today, the survival of Palestinian culture in Gaza is under existential
threat, as writers, artists, and cultural workers are killed or forced into
displacement, and cultural heritage is destroyed by Israeli military at-
tacks,” the report’s opening line reads, adding, “Gaza’s cultural land-
scape is in ruins, almost completely erased.”
The report highlights the effects of the war on 36 cultural, historical,
religious, and educational institutions and sites, including the burning
of books and the looting of artifacts, among the 226 damaged heritage
sites and historic buildings. (To arrive at this figure, PEN International
cites a study by the Endangered Archaeology of the Middle East and
North Africa (EAMENA) project, based at Oxford University, which the
organization said conducted the most comprehensive assessment.)
It also points to a February report that estimated that emergency con-
servation efforts alone would cost approximately $36.4 million, and
that full reconstruction costs, expected to take up to eight years, would
reach approximately $100 million. $304 million, adding that the cost is
likely to be much higher after six months.
The destruction was not limited to material damage. PEN America
documented the deaths of at least 151 cultural figures during the war,
although it notes that this number is likely not exhaustive.
The report indicates that, as of September 10, 2025, approximately
65,000 Palestinian men, women, and children had been killed, and
more than 163,000 injured.
PEN America concluded that Israeli attacks either targeted cultural
sites or were indiscriminate, violating international law, including the
1954 Hague Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property in the
Event of Armed Conflict, and constituting war crimes and crimes against
humanity.
The report notes that "although the destruction of cultural heritage is
not, in itself, one of the core crimes required to prove genocide, it has
been cited in some cases as evidence of genocidal intent."
Israel is not the only threat, the report states. US President Donald
Trump's plan to seize control of the Gaza Strip, Israel's campaign to
expel all Palestinians from Gaza City reflects a callous disregard for
Gaza's cultural heritage and reinforces a dangerous narrative that Gaza
lacks a culture worth preserving.
PEN International calls for an end to attacks on Palestinian cultural
heritage and an investigation into war crimes, crimes against humanity,
and evidence of genocidal intent.

stage cloth for Ballets Russes’s Le Train
Bleu is known as Picasso’s largest can-
vas.

Stage cloths or drop curtains are revealed, hung
in front of the stage, after the main curtain has
risen, often accompanied by a musical overture
to help establish mood inside a theater. The
design of the V&A's supersized specimen cap-
tures Le Train Bleu’s invigorating athleticism
(sport features heavily in the ballet) and was
executed by the designer Prince Aleksandr Kon-
stantinovich Chachba-Sharvashidze (a member
of Georgian-Abkhazian royalty) after a 1922
original painting by Picasso.

Khokhlova worked as a
dancer in the Paris-based
Ballets Russes during its
direction under its found-
er, the patron and impre-
sario Serge Diaghilev, who
oversaw the company from its
inception in 1909 until his death in
1929. Le Train Bleu, a one-act ballet cho-
reographed by Bronislava Nijinska based on a
story by Jean Cocteau, also fell under his direc-
tion and debuted on May 26, 1924. The ballet
centered around sporting scenes in the French

riviera, with dancers kitted out in sportswear
designed by Coco Chanel.
Diaghilev first saw Picasso’s Two Women Run-
ning along the Beach in Paris, and commis-
sioned seven artists to work on an enormous
version, led by Chachba-Sharvashidze,
to be used as the stage cloth for
Le Train Bleu. After seeing the
humongous homage, Picas-
50 was so impressed by the
quality that he decided to
sign it himself.
In 2010, the V&A Muse-
um launched “Diaghilev
and the Golden Age of
the Ballets Russes, 1909—
1929,” an exhibition cele-
brating the first two decades
of the 20th century’s most in-
fluential ballet company. The show
featured the drop curtain’s long-awaited
return to the spotlight, having last been exhib-
ited in the summer of 1939. The stage cloth
was billed as the star attraction, having been
purchased by the V&A in 1969 and kept in mu-

seum storage ever since. When the exhibition
closed in January 2011, the curtain was once
again rolled up and stashed away.

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This is Netanyahu's war

he question is no longer: What
T does Israel, or Israelis, want

from this war? It has become:
What does Benjamin Netanyahu want
from this war? The longer the war con-
tinues, the clearer it becomes that this
is less a state’s battle than the personal
project of a man entangled in political,
legal, and domestic crises — using Pal-
estinian blood and the region’s destruc-
tion as a shield for his own survival.

The war, raging for nearly two years, is no
longer Israel’s war as a whole. It has be-
come “Netanyahu’s war.” From incitement
speeches to assassination orders, from the

bombings in Gaza to the attempted killing
of Hamas leaders in the heart of Doha on
September 9, Netanyahu'’s mark is clear. His
decisions serve his political battles more
than they safeguard what is called Israel’s
national security.

In August, right-wing extremist commenta-
tor Yaakov Bardugo — one of Netanyahu’s
closest allies — openly called for the killing
of Hamas leaders in Qatar. He went even
further, saying: “We must not fear harming
Qatar.” Just weeks later, words turned into
action, and Doha, the mediating capital, be-
came a new arena for Netanyahu’s fire.
Some may argue that Israel has crossed Pal-
estine’s borders many times — striking Leba-
non, Syria, Iran, and Yemen — but those op-
erations were justified as regional conflicts
or preemptive battles. The difference now
is that Netanyahu is carrying the fight into
the territory of a mediator, a state that was
not party to the conflict. The message was
clear: no one isimmune, not even a country
trying to open a window for dialogue. Itis a
war without limits, reflecting the mindset of
a besieged man seeking salvation in blood
for his political survival.

The international community no longer sees
what is happening as merely a military war.
Scenes from Gaza — famine, destruction,
mass killings — have become legal cases
before the International Criminal Court.
The term “genocide” is no longer a politi-
cal slogan but part of UN and human rights

reports. At the center of it all stands Net-
anyahu’s name, not only as a prime minister
but as a potential defendant accused of war
crimes and crimes against humanity.

Even inside Israel, public support has frac-
tured. Opinion polls show declining trust.
The streets are filled with protests. Promi-
nent figures have left his government: Benny
Gantz resigned from the war cabinet after
despairing over the absence of a political
plan; Defense Minister Yoav Gallant was dis-
missed after a public dispute over the han-
dling of the war and hostages; Chief of Staff
Herzi Halevi resigned, taking responsibility
for the failures of October 7, 2023; while Ita-
mar Ben Gvir’s party walked out in protest
over a ceasefire agreement before returning
under new conditions. Alongside them, Shin
Bet chief Ronen Bar also resigned. These
divisions and resignations reveal that the
war is no longer Israel’s war, but Netanya-
hu's alone — and his personal project is now
tearing Israel apart from within.

The killing of more than 41 Israeli captives
by Israeli military fire in Gaza proves that
Netanyahu cares little for the lives of hos-
tages or his own citizens, so long as he can
preserve his personal narrative. A closer
look at the timing of his operations — such
as the attack in Doha or the invasion of Gaza
City — shows they often coincided with court
sessions for the four corruption and breach-
of-trust cases against him, as if the war were
a cover to silence dissent and delay the hour
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of reckoning.

Netanyahu himself has admitted that Israel
faces growing economic isolation as the war
continues, following the European Union’s
announcement yesterday of new sanctions
on Israel over its war in Gaza. This admission
exposes the failure of Netanyahu'’s policies,
which have brought only contraction and
isolation to Israel. Opposition leader Yair
Lapid described Netanyahu’s statements as
“insane,” stressing that isolation is not inevi-
table but the result of Netanyahu’s misguid-
ed and failed strategy.

So why is this Netanyahu'’s war? Because it
is a war of extermination waged by a man
seeking a personal exit from his crises, not
a future for his people. A war that replaces
negotiation with assassination, diplomacy
with bullets. A war that places Israel on the
edge of international tribunals and casts
Netanyahu as a war criminal whose rightful
place is not on the seat of power, but be-
fore judges of justice. Recording it as “Ne-
tanyahu’s war” is crucial, for it has ceased
to be Israel’s war, or Gaza’s crisis, or even
the region’s conflict as a whole. History will
write that what unfolded was neither Israel’s
war nor the Palestinians’ alone, but the war
of one man named Benjamin Netanyahu.
And personal wars end only with the trial of
those who wage them.
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NATO announces estab-
lishment of Eastern Center
command in wake of Russia
drone incident

he NATO chief on announced the creation of a new
T Eastern Center command to reinforce its eastern flank

after a series of Russian drone violations of allied air-
space, including what the alliance described as the largest
such incident to date in Poland. According to Anatolia.

On incident where Russian drones violated Polish airspace, activating
NATO's air defenses, Secretary General Mark Rutte told a press briefing
in Brussels: "Russia's recklessness in the air along our eastern flank is
increasing in frequency. We have seen drones violate our airspace in
Romania, Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania, whether intentional or not, it
is dangerous and unacceptable.”

Saying the alliance's "core task" is to deter aggression and defend all of
its members from threats, he announced: " NATO is launching Eastern
Center to bolster our posture even further along our eastern flank.” With
contributions from Denmark, France, the UK, Germany and others, this
military activity will commence in "the coming days," he said.
Supreme Allied Commander Europe General Alexus Grynkewich, along-
side the NATO chief, said the new initiative would "be flexible and agile,
delivering even more focused deterrence and defense exactly when
and where needed."

‘New defense design'

He stressed that "the key to this is an entirely new defense design,"
moving from separate air policing and ground defenses to "a compre-
hensive and integrated approach." With added resources, he said, NATO
will "be able to plug gaps in, to concentrate forces where we need to
defend at a moment of a particular threat, and will have much better
communication across the entire eastern flank."

"Poland and citizens from across the alliance should be assured by our
rapid response earlier this week and our significant announcement here
today (that) NATO will continue to defend every inch of its territory,"
Grynkewich said.

Warsaw said on Wednesday that its airspace was violated by drones
amid overnight airstrikes between Russia and Ukraine, calling the in-
cursion an “act of aggression.”

Polish Prime Minister Donald Tusk said the troops were Russian, with
authorities initially recording 19 airspace violations.

The Russian Defense Ministry denied any intention to strike targets on
Polish territory during the attacks, which it claimed targeted enterprises
of Kyiv’s military-industrial complex in western Ukraine.

luster munitions have caused more than 1,200 civilian
C casualties in Ukraine since the war began in February

2022, according to a report released on by the Land-
mine and Cluster Munition Monitor.

The weapons, which disperse multiple smaller bomblets over a wide
area, have been used repeatedly throughout the conflict. According to
the report, Russia's use has been extensive since the conflict began,
while Ukraine has also deployed the controversial munitions. According
to Anatolia.

"There continue to be attacks impacting civilian areas and residential
buildings. Individual attacks recorded during the reporting period have
killed dozens of civilians and left hundreds injured," said Michael Hart,
the Cluster Munition Monitor research specialist.

Neither Russia nor Ukraine has signed the 2008 Convention on Cluster
Munitions, which prohibits the weapons and has 112 member states.
Survivors of cluster munition attacks often suffer devastating burns and
blast injuries, while unexploded bomblets remain a deadly risk for years
after fighting ends.

The report also highlighted US involvement, noting that Washington sent
Ukraine at least seven shipments of cluster munitions between July 2023
and October 2024. Some of those transfers reportedly passed through
Germany; a state party to the convention.

Hart added that "there have been no new transfers under the (US Pres-
ident Donald) Trump administration."

Concerns over weakening disarmament norms deepened this year when
Lithuania became the first country to withdraw from the treaty in March
2025.

"We have already seen the impact this decision has had on the Mine Ban
Treaty, and states should be extremely wary of a wider domino effect,"
said Tamar Gabelnick, the director of the Cluster Munition Coalition,
in the report.

Following Lithuania's withdrawal, four other Northern and Eastern Eu-
ropean states, including Estonia, Latvia, Finland, and Poland, announced
their intentions to withdraw from the Mine Ban Treaty. None of those
four states is a member of this convention, and there is no indication
that any other state is considering withdrawing, the monitor stated.

The warning comes as Ukraine distances itself from humanitarian arms
control treaties. In June, Kyiv announced its withdrawal from the Otta-
wa Convention, which prohibits anti-personnel mines, citing Russia's
growing threat.
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Why Saudi-Pakistan mutual
defense pact marks defining
moment for regional security?

he signing of the Strategic Mutual Defence Agreement be-
tween Saudi Arabia and Pakistan on marks a significant turning
point in regional security, analysts said.

Under the agreement, any attack on either country will be considered "an ag-
gression against both," the Saudi Press Agency reported.
The agreement comes at a critical time, as two years of war in Gaza and its
spillover have reshaped regional politics. Israel's escalating aggression, includ-
ing its expanding offensive in the Gaza Strip and strikes on Arab states, which
culminated in attack on Qatar, a neighbor of Saudi Arabia, has raised security
concerns among the Gulf states.
WHAT'S THE PACT ABOUT?
Saudi Crown Prince and Prime Minister Mohammed bin Salman Al Saud and
visiting Pakistani Prime Minister Shehbaz Sharif said in a joint statement af-
ter their talks that the pact reflects the two countries' shared commitment to
strengthening national security and promoting peace in the region and beyond.
According to Xinhua.
Saudi political analyst Munif Al-Harbi said the agreement reflects a shared
perception of risk, noting that the clause stating "any attack on one of the two
states is considered an attack on the other" could imply that Pakistan's nuclear
arsenal could be viewed as part of a joint deterrence umbrella with Saudi Arabia.
Saudi columnist Rasikh Al Khashmiri wrote on Al Arabiya's website that the pact
extends beyond defense, highlighting three dimensions:
the growing link between defense and the economy;
i the potential for deeper institutional military co-
operation, including intelligence sharing, joint
planning and interoperability; and the fact
that the agreement has not come at the
expense of economic relations with other
ﬁ partners, indicating Saudi Arabia's careful

balance in foreign policy.

WHY IS THE PACT IMPORTANT?

Saudi political analyst Ali Jamalo called the

agreement an "important step" amid rapid-
ly evolving regional developments, pointing
out that Pakistan's status as a nuclear power
gives the pact additional strategic weight and
shifts the balance of regional deterrence.

Abdullah Al Huwaihi, a Bahrain-based regional activist,
told Xinhua that Saudi Arabia is a central player in Arab and Islamic affairs,
while Pakistan, a nuclear-armed state with one of the largest standing armies
in the Muslim world, together with the kingdom, projects a formidable deter-
rent capability.

"This distinguished cooperation sends a strong message to anyone who seeks to
undermine the security of the two countries," noted former Saudi ambassador
to Pakistan Ali Awadh Asiri.

Salem Al-Yami, a former adviser at the Saudi Ministry of Foreign Affairs, said
military cooperation between the two countries is not new, but the current
agreement "gave it a comprehensive character," emphasizing that the timing
of the pact is important amid geopolitical changes and declining confidence in
international guarantees.

Abdulaziz Alshaabani, another Saudi political analyst, said the agreement
strengthens Saudi Arabia's regional posture, opening horizons for a strategic
partnership that provides a strong deterrent element and supports national
security amid accelerating regional challenges.

However, Li Shijun, a scholar at the China-Arab Research Center on Reform and
Development, cautioned against over-interpreting the move, stressing that the
agreement is neither a spur-of-the-moment decision nor a targeted response
to a specific event.

Li told Xinhua that Saudi Arabia has shown strong interest in developing rela-
tions with Pakistan in recent years, considering ideological, geographical, energy
and security factors. Besides mutual support on core interests, Saudi Arabia
has also pledged substantial loans and expanded investment in Pakistan, the
significance of which is evident.

"Therefore, the conclusion of the 'mutual defence' agreement between the two
countries is ultimately a natural result of the diversification of Saudi Arabia's
security and defence policy and the deepening of Saudi-Pakistani relations into
the security field," Li added.

"This move led by Saudi Arabia is conducive to promoting the discussion and
practice of a 'collective defence' concept among Gulf Cooperation Council
countries," Li said.

His remarks come as the Pentagon tightens media
access rules.

"The 'press' does not run the Pentagon -- the people
do," Secretary Pete Hegseth said on US social media
company X.

Spokesman Sean Parnell outlined the "updated physical
control measures for press/media access within the
Pentagon."

New guidelines formalized require credentialed report-
ers to sign documents acknowledging updated proto-
cols. Previously, reporters could move relatively freely
throughout much of the Pentagon.

Under the new policy, escorts are required for sensitive
areas, while media retains access to the defense media
office and other general spaces.

On Sept. 5, Trump signed an executive order rebranding
the US Department of Defense as the Department of
War.

The change introduces “Department of War” and
“Secretary of War” as secondary titles for use in official
communications, ceremonial contexts, and non-statu-
tory documents within the executive branch.

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Robotic hands sensed as part
of human body when perform-
ing tasks together: Study

esearchers from the Italian Institute of Technology and Brown
University in the US have found that people can “sense” a ro-
bot’s hand as an extension of their body.

They found that performing a joint task with a humanoid robot can
cause a person to feel like the robot’s hand is part of their body schema.
This research could lead to better-designed robots for close human
interaction, like in rehabilitation. According to interesting engineering.
The body schema process

The project delved into whether the subtle, unconscious mechanisms
that govern human-to-human interactions also emerge when a person
interacts with a robot.

The human brain uses an unconscious process to create a “body sche-
ma” — an internal map of the body and its relationship to the sur-
rounding space.

This mental map helps us interact with our environment more efficient-
ly, for instance, by allowing us to navigate around obstacles or reach
for objects without thinking about it consciously.

The brain can also incorporate tools, like a tennis racket, into this sche-
ma. The researchers wanted to determine if this process could extend
to a robot, allowing it to become part of a person’s body schema.

In the study experiment, the participants worked with a child-sized
humanoid robot named iCub.

They sliced a soap bar together, with the human and robot partners
taking turns pulling a steel wire.

After the collaborative task, researchers used a visual test called the
Posner cueing task to measure if the robot’s hand had become inte-
grated into the participant’s body schema.

The results from 30 volunteers showed that people reacted faster when
a visual cue appeared next to the robot’s hand, indicating that their
brains treated it as a “near hand.”

This effect was only present in participants who had worked on the
task with the robot.

Robot’s movement style also mattered

The research further revealed that the robot’s movement style signifi-
cantly influenced this cognitive integration.

The effect was stronger when iCub’s gestures were broad, fluid, and
well-synchronized with the human'’s.

And physical proximity was a key factor; the closer the robot’s hand was
to the person, the more pronounced the “near-hand effect” became.
Based on questionnaires, researchers found that the more participants
who viewed the robot as more “competent and pleasant” showed a
stronger cognitive bond and integration of the robot’s hand into their
body schema.

“Attributing human-like traits or emotions to iCub further boosted the
hand'’s integration in the body schema; in other words, partnership and
empathy enhanced the cognitive bond with the robot,” the researchers
noted in the press release dated September 11.

The team'’s controlled experiments with a humanoid robot offer new
insights into human-machine interaction.

The findings suggest that understanding psychological factors will be
key to designing future robots. These robots must be intuitive, effective,
and capable of adapting to human cues.

Such advancements are critical for applying robotics in motor rehabil-
itation, virtual reality, and assistive technologies, where seamless and
natural interaction is paramount.

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Egypt reveals 2,000-year-old ruins
discovered in Alexandria waters

Egyptian authorities said the site, located in the waters
of Abu Qir Bay, may be an extension of the ancient city
of Canopus, a prominent center during the Ptolemaic
dynasty, which ruled Egypt for nearly 300 years, and
the Roman Empire, which governed for around 600
years. According to AFP.

Over time, a series of earthquakes and rising sea levels
submerged the city and the nearby port of Heracleion,
leaving behind a treasure trove of historical remains.
cranes slowly hoisted statues from the depths, while
divers in wetsuits, who had helped retrieve them,
cheered from the shore.

“There’s a lot underwater, but what we’re able to
bring up is limited, it’s only specific material accord-
ing to strict criteria,” Egyptian Tourism and Antiquities
Minister Sherif Fathi said.

“The rest will remain part of our sunken heritage,”
he added.

The underwater ruins revealed by the ministry on
include limestone buildings that may have served as
places of worship, residential spaces and commerecial
or industrial structures.

Reservoirs and rock-carved ponds for domestic water
storage and fish cultivation were also uncovered.
Other notable finds were statues of royal figures and
sphinxes from the pre-Roman era, including a partial-
ly preserved sphinx with the cartouche of Ramses I,
one of the country’s most famous and longest-ruling
ancient pharaohs.

Many of the statues are missing body parts, including
a beheaded Ptolemaic figure made of granite, and
the lower half of a Roman nobleman’s likeness carved
from marble.

A merchant ship, stone anchors and a harbor crane
dating back to the Ptolemaic and Roman eras were
found at the site of a 125-meter dock, which the min-

istry said was used as a harbor for small boats until
the Byzantine period.

Alexandria is home to countless ancient ruins and
historic treasures, but Egypt’s second city is at risk of
succumbing to the same waters that claimed Canopus
and Heracleion.

The coastal city is especially vulnerable to climate
change and rising sea levels, sinking by more than
three millimeters every year.

Even in the United Nations’ best-case scenario, a third
of Alexandria will be underwater or uninhabitable by
2050.

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Austria’s hijab ban: First step in the punishment of Muslim life

he newly formed Austrian govern-
T ment, a coalition of the Austrian

People’s Party (OVP), the Social
Democrats (SPO), and NEOS, has agreed
to introduce a hijab ban for girls under
14 in both public and private schools,
starting February 2026.

This is not Austria’s first attempt; a similar 2019
OVP-FPO (Austrian Freedom Party) measure
was struck down by the Constitutional Court
for violating religious freedom and equality.
Nevertheless, the government is back with a
broader proposal, cloaked in the language of
counter-extremism.

Integration Minister Claudia Plakolm called the
hijab an “expression of extremist tendencies”
linked to “radical Islam”, with a draft law ex-
pected this autumn, claiming without credible
data, that 12,000 girls could be affected.

The unsustainable nature of the hijab ban
might render it symbolic, a diversion from
Austria’s budget crisis or a nod to far-right vot-
ers, with the victorious FPO watching from the

side-lines. But in reality, the debate alone is a
deliberate instrument of control, a calculated
move in Austria’s “fight against political Islam”.
This hijab ban is not merely about law or policy
or safeguarding young girls; it's part of a state-
led project designed to police, discipline, and
criminalise Muslims at large.

The hijab ban cannot be seen in isolation. It is
the latest move in Austria’s ongoing campaign
against so-called political Islam, a campaign
made brutally visible in 2020 with Operation
Luxor. Heavily armed police raided more than
70 Muslim homes and institutions on trumped-
up terrorism charges. No arrests were made, no
convictions followed, yet the raids left lasting
damage. The point, however, was not only le-
gal: it was a show of force.

Press conferences and staged photo ops of
then Interior Minister Karl Nehammer broad-
cast a clear warning: from now on, Muslims in
Austria would be treated as a permanent secu-
rity threat, their lives subjected to surveillance
and control.

From this ideology arose a whole infrastruc-
ture: the state-funded Documentation Centre
for Political Islam, the notorious ‘Islam Map’
publicly listing Muslim institutions, the Vienna
Forum, an international conference framing
Muslims as security threats, and an expanded
countering violent extremism (CVE) and count-
er-terrorism apparatus. What began as far-right
talking points, migrated into the mainstream,
embraced by centrist and liberal parties alike.

At its core, this agenda is a long-term project to
erase the impact of Muslims and Islam on the
social, cultural and political sphere in Austria.

Unlike the more overtly coercive and savage
French model, Austria employs a “Hamster
Wheel” approach: raids, administrative ha-
rassment, restrictive laws, and endless legal
battles gradually wear communities down, as

the Austrian state may lack the same legal and
executive powers to enforce immediate, large-
scale suppression.

The aim is not outright elimination, but the
steady erosion of the right to express Islam,
forcing Muslims to self-censor, withdraw, or
align with state expectations.

What makes this repression particularly insidi-
ous is its invisibility: a mosque publicly banned
from hosting a Palestine solidarity event is vis-
ible; one that cancels quietly out of fear leaves
no trace. Yet the result is the same: silence.
This climate of quiet coercion clears the path
for authoritarian laws and policies to be in-
troduced, while a weary community is left
struggling to mount meaningful organised and
collective resistance.

Controlling Muslims

Whether the hijab ban survives constitutional
review is almost beside the point. By recycling
the debate, the government secures a political
win: it frames Muslim religious practice as in-
herently suspect, reshapes public perception,
and signals that Islam has no place in Austria's
social or political fabric.

Indeed, the debate alone serves to discipline
the community, forcing Muslims into defensive
postures and pressuring them to conform to
state-defined norms.

Targeting young girls is no accident. The claim
that girls under 14 cannot “independently”
decide to wear the hijab rests on a straw man:
that families, imams, or community members
are coercing them. This narrative erases girls’
agency, turns their bodies into arenas of state
power, and places entire Muslim communities
under suspicion. What looks like a debate over
clothing is, in fact, a pretext for regulating and
criminalising Muslim families and social net-
works.

The government’s reported “accompanying

measures” make this intent unmistakable.
Mandatory teacher reporting, surveillance of
youth accused of acting as “moral guardians”,
parental accountability, and the mobilisation of
schools and welfare services all serve to enforce
compliance.

CVE programs targeting young girls are framed
as promoting “self-determined lives.” Yet, the
reality is punitive: fines ranging from several
hundred to over €1,000, and even the threat of
two weeks” imprisonment for parents, already
expose a machinery of coercion.

The hijab ban is not about protecting children;
itis a gendered CVE policy, instrumentaliSed as
a gateway to regulating and punishing Muslim
life, both in its most intimate and broader as-
pects, and must be understood not as an isolat-
ed measure but part of a state-led Islamopho-
bic ecosystem designed to surveil and control
Islam and Muslims in Austria.

To dismiss the hijab ban as symbolic, tempo-
rary, or “cheap politics” is to underestimate its
impact. Its danger lies in what it reveals about
the state’s broader intentions.

This is a practical expansion of Austria’s CVE
framework into everyday Muslim life. By crim-
inalising ordinary religious practices under the
guise of fighting “political Islam”, the state blurs
the lines between faith, violence, and security,
transforming routine acts of worship into per-
ceived threats.

In effect, CVE logic seeps into the social fab-
ric, institutionalising surveillance and control,
making Muslim life a regulated and punishable
domain. Recognising this is crucial: active vigi-
lance and public oversight are required to stop
a debate over clothing from undermining fun-
damental rights.
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Report: Meta’s Role in Amplifying Harmful Content
Against Palestinians During Genocide in Gaza

cial media has released a new report titled
“Meta’s Role in Amplifying Harmful Content
During Genocide in Gaza.”

T he Arab Center for the Advancement of so-

The report exposes the failure of Meta, the parent com-
pany of Facebook, Instagram, and WhatsApp, to protect
Palestinians from incitement and hate speech in Hebrew.
It reveals the company’s biased policies and complicity in
enabling such discourse during Israel’s genocidal war on
Gaza, while disregarding the provisional measures issued
by the International Court of Justice on January 26, 2024,
which explicitly called for the prevention and punishment
of “direct and public incitement to commit
genocide.” According to 7amleh.
The report highlights that Meta, the
world’s largest social media com-
pany with 3.35 billion daily
active users, plays a crucial
role in the Palestinian dig-
ital ecosystem. However,
despite this centrality,

the company failed to

meet its responsibilities

by allowing inciting and
dehumanizing Hebrew
content to proliferate
-including posts from

Israeli politicians and
government officials- while
simultaneously imposing
heightened restrictions on
Palestinian content through
removals, account suspensions, and
systematic algorithmic penalties.
The report is based on a mixed-methods ap-

proach combining quantitative and qualitative evidence,
including thousands of cases documented by 7or — The
Palestinian Observatory for Digital Rights Violations, which
recorded over 2,000 pieces of harmful content manually
detected on Meta’s platforms between October 2023 and
May 2025. It also draws on data from 7amleh’s Al-Powered
Violence Indicator, which detected more than 2.5 million
harmful Hebrew posts in 2024 alone. Additional evidence
includes open-source analyses, investigative journalism,
and direct advertising experiments conducted by 7amleh
in 2023 and 2025, which showed that Meta’s ad systems
continued approving and profiting from violent and incit-
ing content by accepting it as paid advertising.

Together, these findings place direct responsibility on
Meta for failing to curb dangerous discourse fueling dig-

ital violence with real-world consequences. The report
raises serious concerns about the absence of algorithmic
accountability and the company’s negligence in protecting
Palestinian users from escalating digital crimes. Despite
employing over 40,000 content moderators and generating
$134.9 billion in revenue in 2023, Meta failed to allocate
sufficient resources to address Hebrew-language incite-
ment. The report stresses this failure is not due to lack of
capacity, but lack of will and priority.
Jalal Abukhater, 7amleh’s Policy Manager, stated: "These
practices expose systematic racial discrimination in con-
tent governance. While Palestinian narratives are widely
suppressed, genocidal incitement in Hebrew is allowed
to thrive unchecked, making Meta a direct
partner in entrenching injustice and dis-
crimination."
The report presents a series of
recommendations directed at
Meta, policymakers, and civil
society. It calls on Meta
to immediately invest in
effective infrastructure
for Hebrew content
moderation, develop fair
classifiers to detect hate
speech and incitement,
and take urgent human
rights due diligence and
risk assessment measures
in line with the UN Guiding
Principles on Business and
Human Rights. Meta must also
make a public commitment not
to be complicit in atrocity crimes.
The report further urges governments to
investigate the complicity of big tech compa-
nies in genocide and to impose binding frameworks for
transparency and accountability. Civil society is encour-
aged to continue documentation, archiving, and cross-bor-
der advocacy coordination to ensure accountability for
corporate actors involved in violations.

7amleh emphasizes that Meta's continued disregard of
Hebrew incitement -and its monetization through ad-
vertising- represents not only a moral failure but actual
complicity in grave violations against Palestinians. Holding
Meta and other tech companies accountable is no longer
optional; it is a humanitarian, ethical, and legal imperative
to ensure that the digital space does not become a tool
that enables genocide and mass violence.

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UNICEF Warns Funding
Cuts Could Push 6 mil-
lion More Children Out
of School by 2026

illions more children around the world could end up out
of school by the end of 2026 due to a forecasted plunge
in international aid for education, UNICEF said.

Official development aid earmarked for education is expected to drop 24
percent by next year compared to 2023, or $3.2 billion, the UN agency
said. According to The New Arab.

It said 80 percent of this decline is linked to three donor countries: the
United States, Germany and France.

If these cuts become reality, UNICEF estimates that around six million
more children could end up out of school by the end of next year, raising
the total from 272 million to 278 million.

"This is equivalent to emptying every primary school in Germany and
Italy combined," the agency said.

"Every dollar cut from education is not just a budgetary decision, it's a
child's future hanging in the balance," said UNICEF Executive Director
Catherine Russell.

The agency said it was particularly worried about countries or places
suffering through humanitarian crises, like Haiti, Somalia or the Pales-
tinian territories.

It also warned of the impact of education cuts on girls, with cuts expect-
ed in tuition subsidies and money for building separate toilets for them.

UNICEF said that geographically, west and central Africa will be the
hardest hit: 1.9 million children in danger of being denied schooling.

And besides those left completely out of school, 290 million kids could
see the quality of their education erode, UNICEF said.
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5 Ways to
Get Taller by

To stretch yourself out, especially after
you've been sitting at a desk, put a cushion
on the ground and bend 1 knee onto it.
Keep your other knee in front of you so
your leg is bent at a 90-degree angle.
Then, lean your hips forward until you
feel a stretch in your thigh and hold
the stretch for 30 seconds.

4- Practice the cobra pose to
relieve back pressure and stretch
out your spine.

If you find yourself hunching
your shoulders forward, take a
minute to do a yoga pose that
stretches your back out. Lie
flat on your belly and
keep the palms of
your hands flat
on your sides.
Slowly lift your
chest up while
you straighten
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your arms and breathe deeply. Don't
tense up the muscles in your lower back
or bottom. Instead, relax to decompress
your spine.

NASA study re-
veals space travel
accelerates aging

National Aeronautics and Space Administration
(NASA) study found that space travel damaged
blood cells, causing them to age faster.

This could pose a significant problem for astronauts on long
space missions. According to thenews.

According to the study author, Dr. Catriona Jamieson, director
of the Sanford Stem Cell Institute at the University of Cali-
fornia, San Diego, “Space is the ultimate stress test for the
human body.”

Tips and Tricks

Researchers used Al-powered imaging tools to monitor
changes in human cells sent to the ISS on four SpaceX mis-
sions. Scientists sent human cells to space and used Al tools
to track how they changed.

The study found that when cells that produce blood and sup-
port the immune system were exposed to space for 30-45
days, they began to deteriorate.

They lost their ability to produce healthy new cells and ex-
hibited signs of damage, including DNA harm and shorter
telomeres.

The study author, Jamieson, stated that these findings are
crucial because space stressors, such as radiation and mi-
crogravity can accelerate cellular ageing. However, some
damaged cells showed signs of recovery when returned to a
healthy environment on Earth. The findings were published
in the Journal Cell Stem Cell.

The researchers now plan to study astronauts’ molecular
changes during space missions to develop medical or genetic
countermeasures that protect human health.

This could lead to new strategies for mitigating the adverse
effects of space travel.
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Study links tropi-
cal deforestation to
28,000 heat-related

deaths annually

ing, contributing to an estimated 28,000 heat-related
deaths each year across the globe’s hottest regions,
according to new research published.

T ropical deforestation is fueling deadly local warm-

The study, published in the journal Nature Climate Change, examined
forest loss between 2001 and 2020 and found that deforestation exposed
345 million people to hotter conditions. Satellite data showed that areas
where trees were cleared experienced population-weighted daytime
land surface warming of 0.27 degrees Celsius. According to Anadolu.

“Deforestation-induced local warming is associated with 28,000 heat-re-
lated deaths per year,” the authors wrote, estimating a 95% confidence
interval of between 23,610 and 33,560 fatalities.

The research found the health burden was highest in Southeast Asia,
with 8 to 11 deaths for every 100,000 people living in deforested areas,
followed by tropical regions of Africa and the Americas. In some regions,
local warming from forest loss accounted for more than one-third of all
climate-related heat mortality.

The study said this highlights “the important contribution of tropical
deforestation to ongoing warming and heat-related health risks within
the context of climate change.”

Previous research has documented links between forest loss and rising
surface temperatures, but the authors said little was known about the
direct impact on mortality at a global scale.

The findings suggest that forest conservation is not only critical for bio-
diversity and carbon storage, but also for protecting vulnerable popu-
lations from deadly heat.

“Across the tropics, local warming from deforestation was associated
with losses in safe thermal working conditions for millions of outdoor
workers,” the authors noted, warning that deforestation-driven heat ex-
posure can reduce labor productivity, impair cognitive performance, and
increase poverty in low-income countries with limited capacity to adapt.
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World’s oldest person Ethel Caterham celebrates 116th birthday

he world's oldest person, British
woman Ethel Caterham, turned
116 on Thursday, months after the

title passed to her following the death of
Brazilian nun Inah Canabarro Lucas.

Caterham was due to mark the occasion
quietly with her family, taking the day "at
her own pace," the care home where she
lives said. According to AFP.

The title of the oldest person ever is held
by French woman Jeanne Calment, who
lived to 122 years and 164 days before
her death in 1997, according to Guinness
World Records.

Caterham was born on August 21, 1909,
in the village of Shipton Bellinger in south-
western England, five years before the
start of World War I.

She is now the oldest person in the world
according to the U.S.-based Geronto-
logical Research Group (GRG) and the
LongeviQuest database, after the death of

116-year-old Canabarro
in April.

"Ethel and her family
are so grateful for all of
the kind messages and
interest shown to her as
she celebrates her 116th
birthday this year," her care
home in Surrey, south of Lon-

don, said in a statement,
adding that she would not
be giving interviews.
"The king (Charles Ill) may
be her one concession,
understandably," it added.
The great-grandmother is
the last living subject of King
Edward VII.

She celebrated her 115th birthday last year
with a letter from Charles who congratulat-
ed her on a "truly remarkable milestone."
Her secret to longevity? "Never arguing
with anyone! | listen and | do what | like,"
she has said.

She has three grandchildren and five
great-grandchildren, having outlived both
her two daughters and her husband Nor-
man who died in 1976.

She only stopped driving when she was
just shy of 100, and played bridge well into
her old age.

She even survived a bout of Covid aged
110 in 2020, according to the Daily Tele-
graph newspaper.

The same year, she told the BBC that in
her life, she had "taken everything in my
stride, the highs and lows."

Briton John Tinniswood held the title of
world's oldest man for eight months in
2024 until his death in November aged
112.
